SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT PROGRAM
High Priority Violation List 

The following are violations that warrant an immediate issuance of a Notice of Violation.  
Letters of Warning or Illegal Dump Investigation Reports may be issued for other violations 
as appropriate.  If the responsible party fails to comply with corrective actions and deadlines required by those documents, a notice of violation may be issued at that time with prior concurrence from the Solid Waste Management Program’s Compliance and Enforcement Section.

Permitted Solid Waste Facility Violations:
1. Methane gas from a landfill detected in excess of regulatory limits at or beyond the 
property boundary (first discuss with the Solid Waste Management Program’s Compliance and Enforcement Section).

2. Leachate leaving a landfill property or entering waters of the state (first discuss with the Solid Waste Management Program’s Compliance and Enforcement Section).

3. Unpermitted vertical or horizontal expansion of a landfill (first discuss with the Solid Waste Management Program’s Compliance and Enforcement Section).

4. Landfill or processing facility knowingly accepting a regulated hazardous waste.

5. Putrescible waste left on the tipping floor of a processing facility over 24 hours.

6. Managing infectious waste in violation of the Missouri Solid Waste Management Law or Regulations and creating a potential public health hazard.

7. Dumping & burning solid waste in violation of the Missouri Solid Waste Management Law.
Permitted Scrap Tire Facility or Hauling Violations:

1. Dumping or burning scrap tires.

2. Storage or fire regulations violated to a significant degree (first discuss with the Solid Waste Management Program’s Compliance and Enforcement Section).

3. Hauling scrap tires (with or without a permit) when it results in the illegal disposal of scrap tires.

4. Hauling scrap tires without a permit when that hauler previously held a permit.

Non-Permitted Facility Hauling, Storage, or Disposal Violations:

1. Solid waste hauler dumping, burning, processing (e.g., sorting), or burying waste from a collection route.

2. Contractor dumping over 40 cu. yds. of construction and demolition waste.

3. Dumping solid waste in a sinkhole or in waters of the state.

4. Storage, processing, or disposal of solid waste causing a significant public nuisance or a health hazard.

5. Unpermitted storage, transportation, or disposal of infectious waste.

6. Dumping and burning scrap tires (first discuss with the Solid Waste Management Program’s Compliance and Enforcement Section).

7. Dump with 500 or more scrap tires, except when the site will be recommended for the state tire cleanup program.

8. Burying over 100 scrap tires.

9. A collection center utilizing an unpermitted hauler, processor, etc., resulting in the illegal disposal of scrap tires.

10. A collection center utilizing an unpermitted hauler when they had previously utilized an unpermitted hauler, or knowingly utilizing an unpermitted hauler.
**  In addition to the scenarios listed above, notice of violations may also be issued in the case of particularly egregious violations, or for particularly recalcitrant or repeat violators.**
For initial Environmental Assistance Visits at permitted facilities, the following subset of HPVs constitutes the acute violations that are immediately or imminently harmful to the environment or public health and which trigger a regular inspection and an NOV.

1. Leachate leaving a landfill property or entering waters of the state.

2. Landfill or processing facility knowingly accepting a regulated hazardous waste.

3. Putrescible waste left on the tipping floor of a processing facility floor over 24 hours.

4. Managing infectious waste in violation of the MSWML or Regulations and creating a potential public health hazard.

5. Dumping & burning solid waste or scrap tires in violation of the MSWML.
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
