Definition of “Clean Fill”

“Clean fill” means uncontaminated soil
rock, sand, gravel, concrete, asphaltic
concrete, cinder blocks, brick, minimal
amounts of wood, metal, and inert solids
as approved by rule or policy of the
department for fill, reclamation, or other
beneficial use.

z»Placement on your own property

s»Placement on another person’s property
with their permission

#»Can not be placed in waterways without a
dredge/fill permit (401/404 permits)



Minimally Impacted Soll

2»0ld Guidance

e 50 ppm TPH, 0.5 ppm Benzene,
60 ppm MTBE, 1 ppm Total BTEX
“considered” clean fill (unrestricted use)

2 MRBCA Guidance

 DTLs; 383 ppm TPH-GRO, 0.0561ppm
Benzene, 0.453 ppm MTBE (cannot
contact surface water or groundwater and
must be capped)

3 Categories based upon level of contamination

s»Clean Fill < Detection Levels (RRLS)
aMinimal contamination < DTLSs (or = background)

»Moderate - heavy contamination > DTLS - written
site specific approval by SWMP required
