D. SPECIAL CONDITIONS

1. This permit may be reopened and modified, or alternatively revoked and reissued, to:
(@ Comply with any applicable effluent standard or limitation issued or approved under Sections 301(b)(2)(C) and (D),
304(b)(2), and 307(a) (2) of the Clean Water Act, if the effluent standard or limitation so issued or approved:
(1) contains different conditions or is otherwise more stringent than any effluent limitation in the permit; or
(2) controls any pollutant not limited in the permit.
(b) Incorporate new or modified effluent limitations or other conditions, if the result of a waste load allocation study, toxicity
test or other information indicates changes are necessary to assure compliance with Missouri’s Water Quality Standards.
(c) Incorporate new or modified effluent limitations or other conditions if, as the result of a watershed analysis, a Total
Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) limitation is developed for the receiving waters which are currently included in Missouri’s
list of waters of the state not fully achieving the state’s water quality standards, also called the 303(d) list.
The permit as modified or reissued under this paragraph shall also contain any other requirements of the Clean Water Act then
applicable.

2. All outfalls must be clearly marked in the field.

3. Permittee will cease discharge by connection to area-wide wastewater treatment system within 90 days of notice of its
availability.

4. Changes in Discharges of Toxic Substances

The permittee shall notify the Director as soon as it knows or has reason to believe:
(@) That any activity has occurred or will occur which would result in the discharge of any toxic pollutant which is not limited
in the permit, if that discharge will exceed the highest of the following "notification levels:"
(1) One hundred micrograms per liter (100 pg/L);
(2) Two hundred micrograms per liter (200 ug/L) for acrolein and acrylonitrile; five hundred micrograms per liter (500
ug/L) for 2,5 dinitrophenol and for 2-methyl-4, 6-dinitrophenol; and one milligram per liter (1 mg/L) for antimony;
(3) Five (5) times the maximum concentration value reported for the pollutant in the permit application;
(4) The level established in Part A of the permit by the Director.
(b) That they have begun or expect to begin to use or manufacture as an intermediate or final product or byproduct any toxic
pollutant, which was not reported in the permit application.

5. Report as no-discharge when a discharge does not occur during the report period.

6. Water Quality Standards

(@) Discharges to waters of the state shall not cause a violation of water quality standards rule under 10 CSR 20-7.031,
including both specific and general criteria.

(b) General Criteria. The following general water quality criteria shall be applicable to all waters of the state at all times
including mixing zones. No water contaminant, by itself or in combination with other substances, shall prevent the waters
of the state from meeting the following conditions:
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D. SPECIAL CONDITIONS (continued)

(1) Waters shall be free from substances in sufficient amounts to cause the formation of putrescent, unsightly or harmful
bottom deposits or prevent full maintenance of beneficial uses;

(2) Waters shall be free from oil, scum and floating debris in sufficient amounts to be unsightly or prevent full
maintenance of beneficial uses;

(3) Waters shall be free from substances in sufficient amounts to cause unsightly color or turbidity, offensive odor or
prevent full maintenance of beneficial uses;

(4) Waters shall be free from substances or conditions in sufficient amounts to result in toxicity to human, animal or
aquatic life;

(5) There shall be no significant human health hazard from incidental contact with the water;

(6) There shall be no acute toxicity to livestock or wildlife watering;

(7) Waters shall be free from physical, chemical or hydrologic changes that would impair the natural biological
community;

(8) Waters shall be free from used tires, car bodies, appliances, demolition debris, used vehicles or equipment and solid
waste as defined in Missouri's Solid Waste Law, section 260.200, RSMo, except as the use of such materials is
specifically permitted pursuant to section 260.200-260.247.

Sludge and Biosolids Use For Domestic Wastewater Treatment Facilities

(@)  Permittee shall comply with the pollutant limitations, monitoring, reporting, and other requirements in accordance with
the attached permit Standard Conditions.

(b)  If sludge is not removed by a contract hauler, permittee is authorized to land apply biosolids. Permit Standard
Conditions, Part 111 shall apply to the land application of biosolids. Permittee shall notify the department at least 180
days prior to the planned removal of biosolids. The department may require submittal of a biosolids management plan
for department review and approval as determined appropriate on a case-by-case basis.

The permittee shall comply with any applicable requirements listed in 10 CSR 20-8 and 10 CSR 20-9, unless the facility has
received written notification that the Department has approved a modification to the requirements. The monitoring frequencies
contained in this permit shall not be construed by the permittee as a modification of the monitoring frequencies listed in 10 CSR
20-9. If a modification of the monitoring frequencies listed in 10 CSR 20-9 is needed, the permittee shall submit a written request
to the department for review and, if deemed necessary, approval.

The permittee shall develop and implement a program for maintenance and repair of the collection system. The recommended
guidance is the US EPA’s Guide For Evaluating Capacity, Management, Operation, And Maintenance (CMOM) Programs At
Sanitary Sewer Collection Systems (Document number EPA 305-B-05-002). The permittee shall submit a report semi-annually
in April and October with the Discharge and Monitoring reports which address measures taken to locate and eliminate sources of
infiltration and inflow into the collection system serving the facility.

E. SCHEDULE OF COMPLIANCE

The final limits shall become effective in accordance with the one of the conditions below, or on December 31, 2013, whichever
comes first.

1.

By two years from the issuance of the permit, the permittee shall be in compliance with the final bacteria limits set forth in the
permit, if it is believed that disinfection equipment is not necessary to meet such limits. The permittee shall submit an interim
report within a year to the Department regarding the facility’s compliance with the bacterial standards. The report should include
A or B of the following:

A. An evaluation or data set to the permitting authority that demonstrate effluent limits can be met without disinfection
equipment or;

B. An alternative water quality based effluent limit or a demonstration that such limits are not required and will not violate the
Water Quality standard for E. coli. A permit modification request may be submitted with the report.

C. W.ithin Three months of the interim monitoring report, the Department may determine that disinfection will be necessary to
meet effluent limits.

Within 180 days from the issuance of the Department’s notice to disinfect but no later than 30 months from permit issuance, the
permittee shall submit a construction permit application and an activity schedule toward meeting disinfection requirement.
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E. SCHEDULE OF COMPLIANCE(continued)

The Permittee shall submit an interim progress report within 12 months from commencement of construction if the
construction completion and operation of the disinfection equipment will be more than 1 year.

If the permittee will fail to meet any of the interim dates above, the permittee shall notify the Department in writing of the
reason for non compliance no later than 14 days following each interim date.

Facility shall be in compliance upon with disinfection specified in the Department agreed on activity schedule but no later the
expiration date of the permit.

Upon completion of construction, the permittee shall submit an application to modify the permit and a Statement of Work
complete, signed by the owner and licensed professional engineer in the state of Missouri, prior to expiration of this permit.

Water Quality History: Review of discharge monitoring reports indicate there have been no water quality violations.
There were no water quality violations at the last inspection. Unsatisfactory features included failure to provide legible
warning signs, failure to mark the outfall, and erosion damage to the inner lagoon berm. A stream survey was conducted
June 3, 2005. The surveyor reported minor seepage at toe of lagoon berm, black rocks, cheumatopsyche and isopods.

Comments: This permit is on Public Notice for removal of the parameter of Oil & Grease from the Effluent Limitations table.

Rationale and Derivation of Effluent Limitations & Permit Conditions

ANTI-BACKSLIDING:
A provision in the Federal Regulations [CWA §303(d)(4); CWA 8402(c); 40 CFR Part 122.44(1)] that requires a reissued permit to be
as stringent as the previous permit with some exceptions.

All limits in this statement are at least as protective as those previously established; therefore, backsliding does not apply.

ANTIDEGRADATION:

In accordance with Missouri’s Water Quality Standard [10 CSR 20-7.031(2)], the department is to document by means of
Antidegradation Review that the use of a water body’s available assimilative capacity is justified. Degradation is justified by
documenting the socio-economic importance of a discharging activity after determining the necessity of the discharge.

Renewal no degradation proposed and no further review necessary.

APPLICABLE PERMIT PARAMETERS:

SANITARY SEWER OVERFLOWS (SSOS), AND INFLOW & INFILTRATION (I1&1):

Collection systems are a critical element in the successful performance of the wastewater treatment process. Under certain conditions,
poorly designed, built, managed, operated, and/or maintained systems can pose risks to public health, the environment, or both.
Causes of SSOs include, but are not limited to, the following: high levels of 1&I during wet weather; blockages; structural,
mechanical, or electrical failures; collapsed or broken sewer pipes; insufficient conveyance capacity; and vandalism. Effective and
continuous management, operation, and maintenance, as well as ensuring adequate capacity and rehabilitation when necessary are
critical to maintaining collection system capacity and performance while extending the life of the system.

The permittee is required to develop or implement a program for maintenance and repair of the collection system and shall be required
in this operating permit by either means of a Special Condition or Schedule of Compliance.

Administrative Requirements

On the basis of preliminary staff review and the application of applicable standards and regulations, the Department, as administrative
agent for the Missouri Clean Water Commission, proposes to issue a permit(s) subject to certain effluent limitations, schedules, and
special conditions contained herein and within the operating permit.
