What are we doing with checklists?
1. Fixing a few inaccurate and incomplete citations 
2. Reducing paraphrasing of the regulations for clarity
3. Improving tools – example: waste stream analysis form 

replaces old waste streams table
4. Responsiveness to hazardous waste forum participant 

comments – company representatives and emergency 
responder requests on emergency preparedness

5. Consistency/efficiency/streamlining – “same format saves 
time” concept 

6. Reviewing everything in preparation for “no stricter than 
federal” rule changes

• Daily inspection of areas subject to spills, i.e., waste 
handling areas - 10 CSR25-5.262(2)(C)2.C(II).

• Quantities accumulated not exceeding 55 gallons (1 

quart of acutely hazardous wastes) – 10 CSR 25-
5.262(2)(C)3 incorporating 40 CFR 262.34(c)(1).

• Facility uses manifest system, or the wastes are 
reclaimed under a contractual agreement - Section 
260.380.1(6) RSMo and 10 CSR 25-5.262(2)(B) or 10 
CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 262.20(e)(1) 
and (2).
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More of the reference, cont.
Satellite accumulation example
• Container marked with words identifying 

contents and beginning date – 10 CSR 25-
5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(c)(1)(ii) as modified by 10 CSR 25-
5.262(2)(C)3.

Spell out acronyms  
• Uses authorized hazardous waste TSD facility or 

Resource Recovery facility – Section 260.380.1(7) 
RSMo.

Will now read:

• Uses authorized hazardous waste treatment, storage or 
disposal facility or resource recovery facility – Section 
260.380.1(7) RSMo.
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More complete regulation text

• Does not operate as a waste Treatment, Storage or 
Disposal facility without a permit- Section 260.390.1(1) 
RSMo.

Will now read:

• Facility has not constructed, substantially altered or 
operated a hazardous waste facility without first 
obtaining a hazardous waste facility permit from the 
Department as specified in Section 260.390.1(1) RSMo.
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Regulation text – example 2 

• Generator has updated notification as required -
10 CSR 25-5.262(2)(A)3.B.

Will now read:

• A person who is required to register shall also complete 
and file an updated generator registration form if the 
information filed with the Department changes - 10 CSR 
25-5.262(2)(A)3.B.
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Regulation text – example 3

• Containers in good condition - 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) 
incorporating 40 CFR 262.34(d)(2) referencing 
40 CFR 265.171.

Will now read:
• If a container holding hazardous waste is not in good condition, 

or if it begins to leak, the owner or operator must transfer the 
hazardous waste from this container to a container that is in 
good condition, or manage the waste in some other way that 
complies with the requirements of this part - 10 CSR 25-
5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 262.34(d)(2) referencing 40 CFR 
265.171.
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Manifest regulation text 
Must complete “according to manifest instructions.” Example of 
addition:
• Emergency response phone number of the generator or number of 

an agency or organization who is capable of and accepts 
responsibility for providing detailed information about the shipment; 
and can reach a phone that is monitored 24 hours a day at all times 
the waste is in transportation (including transportation related 
storage), and reach someone who is either knowledgeable of the 
hazardous waste being shipped and has comprehensive emergency 
response information for the material being shipped or has 
immediate access to a person who has that knowledge and 
information about the shipment entered on manifest (Item #3) - 40 
CFR part 262 – 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.20(a)(1). 
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Manifest regulation add - example
• Unique manifest tracking number 

(preprinted by a forms printer) (Item 4) - 10 
CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.20(a)(1). 
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Other manifest instructions added
• Item 2 – Total # of pages used to complete 

manifest + # of continuation sheets
• Item 12 - Record either the total weight in 

kilograms or pounds or the specific gravity in 
gallons, liters, or cubic yards

• Item 13 – Fed & state waste codes – up to 6 
codes 

• Item 14 – Special handling instructions if no 
specific spaces on manifest 
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Missouri specific waste codes
• MHO2 listed on manifest if the hazardous waste is 2, 3, 

7, 8-tetrachlorodibeonzo-p-dioxin (TCDD) as listed in 10 
CSR 25-4.261(2)(D)3 - 10 CSR 25-5.262(2)(B)1.

• Missouri waste codes, MH01 and MH02, used on 
manifest if applicable – 10 CSR 25-5.262(2)(B)2.

• Used oil that cannot or is not intended to be recycled is 
designated as D098 – 10 CSR 25-5.262(2)(B)3 
referencing 10 CSR 25-11.279(2)(I)1.B.

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Emergency preparedness 
• Facilities must be operated and maintained 

to minimize the possibility of a fire, 
explosion, or any unplanned sudden or non-
sudden release of hazardous waste 
constituents to air, soil, or surface water 
which could threaten human health or the 
environment – 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) 
incorporating 40 CFR 262.34(a)(4) 
referencing 40 CFR 265.31.
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Emergency preparedness, cont. 
• In addition to the required equipment specified in 

40 CFR 265.32, incorporated in 10 CSR 25-
7.265, a  generator shall also provide safety 
equipment such as fire blankets, gas masks, and 
self-contained breathing apparatus –
10 CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(a)(4) referencing 40 CFR 265.32 as 
amended by 10 CSR 25-5.262(2)(C)2.G.
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Emergency preparedness, cont. 
• Location of fire extinguisher and spill control 

equipment, and if present fire alarm, posted near 
phone – 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 
CFR 262.34(d)(5)(ii)(B).

• Telephone number of fire department posted 
near phone unless facility has a direct alarm - 10 
CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(d)(5)(ii)(C).
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Emergency preparedness, cont. 
• Employees are familiar with waste handling and 

emergency procedures relevant to their 
responsibilities during normal operations and 
emergencies - 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) 
incorporating 40 CFR 262.34(d)(5)(iii).
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Emergency preparedness, cont.
• Whenever hazardous waste is being poured, 

mixed, spread, or otherwise handled, all 
personnel involved in the operation must have 
immediate access to an internal alarm or 
emergency communication device, either 
directly or through visual or voice contact with 
another employee, unless such a device is not 
required under 265.32 - 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) 
incorporating 40 CFR 262.34(d)(4) referencing 
40 CFR 265.34(a).
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Emergency preparedness, cont.
• If ever just one employee is on the premises 

while the facility is operating, he must have 
immediate access to a device, such as a 
telephone or two-way radio immediately 
available at the scene of operations capable of 
summoning local fire or police department, or 
local or state emergency response teams, 
unless such a device is not required under 
265.32 - 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 
CFR 262.34(d)(4) referencing 40 CFR 
265.32(b).
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Emergency preparedness, cont.
• Based on types of waste handled and potential 

need for services, arrangements made with 
police, fire dept., and emergency response 
teams to familiarize with layout of facility, 
properties of waste handled, associated 
hazards, places where facility personnel would 
normally be working, entrances to roads inside 
the facility, and possible evacuation routes - 10 
CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(d)(4) referencing 40 CFR 265.37(a)(1).
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Emergency preparedness, cont.
• Where more than one police and fire department 

might respond to an emergency, arrangements 
designating primary emergency authority to a 
specific police and a specific fire department, 
and agreements are in place with any others to 
provide support to the primary emergency 
authority - 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 
CFR 262.34(d)(4) referencing 40 CFR 
265.37(a)(2).
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Emergency preparedness, cont.
• Owner or operator has attempted to make 

agreements with State emergency 
response teams, emergency response 
contractors, and equipment suppliers - 10 
CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(d)(4) referencing 40 CFR 
265.37(a)(3).
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Emergency preparedness, cont.
• Owner or operator has attempted to make 

arrangements to familiarize local hospitals 
with the properties of hazardous waste 
handled at the facility and types of injuries 
and illnesses that could result from fires, 
explosions, or releases at the facility - 10 
CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(d)(4) referencing 40 CFR 
265.37(a)(4).
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Emergency preparedness, cont.
• Where state or local authorities decline to 

enter into such agreements, the owner or 
operator documents the refusal in the 
operating record - 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) 
incorporating 40 CFR 262.34(d)(4) 
referencing 40 CFR 265.37(a)(4)(b).
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Emergency preparedness, cont.
• At all times, at least one emergency 

coordinator(s) on premise or on call (i.e., 
available to respond to an emergency by 
reaching the facility within a short period of time) 
with the responsibility for coordinating all 
emergency response measures specified in 
paragraph (d)(5)(vi) of this section.  The 
employee is the emergency coordinator -
10 CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(d)(5)(i).
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Emergency preparedness, cont.
• If a spill occurs where there is clear and 

imminent danger to humans or the environment, 
take reasonable action to eliminate the danger.  
In the event of a spill of a reportable quantity of 
material under 40 CFR 302.4 and 302.5 (which 
includes table 302.4), the generator notifies in 
accordance with the notification procedure in 10 
CSR 24-3.010 - 10 CSR 25-5.262(2)(I) 
referencing 40 CFR 302.4 & 302.5.
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Used oil checklist changes
• Containers in good condition – 10 CSR 25-

11.279(1) incorporating 40 CFR 279.22(b)(1).
• Stop, contain, and clean up any spills or leaks of 

used oil and properly manage waste – 10 CSR 
25-11.279(1) incorporating 40 CFR 279.22(d).

• Burn only in space heaters with design capacity 
less than .5 million BTU/hr – 10 CSR 25-
11.279(1) incorporating 
40 CFR 279.23(b).

Tanks checklist changes
• Uncovered tanks have 2 feet freeboard or 

containment system unless special 
conditions met - 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) 
incorporating 40 CFR 262.34(d)(3) 
referencing 40 CFR 265.201(b)(3).

• Incompatible wastes not placed in same tank 
unless compliant with 40 CFR 264.17(b) – 10 
CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(d)(3) referencing 40 CFR 265.201(h).
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Tanks checklist changes, cont.
• Ignitable or reactive wastes rendered 
safe/protected from sources of ignition 
or reaction - 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) 
incorporating 40 CFR 262.34(d)(3) 
referencing 40 CFR 265.201(g) and 
265.17.
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Tanks checklist changes
• Weekly inspection of confinement 

structure, construction materials and 
general area for erosion, leaks, corrosion 
or discharges - 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) 
incorporating 40 CFR 262.34(d)(3) 
referencing 40 CFR 265.201(c)5.
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Universal waste checklist change
• Does not accept universal waste 

pesticides from other handlers unless 
operating a universal waste pesticide 
collection program per Missouri SOP– 10 
CSR 25-16.273(2)(B)1.
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Resource recovery checklist
• Joint review with Hazardous Waste 

Permits staff
• Currently under review/modification
• Release date may be later than November 

30
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Large quantity generator (LQG) 
checklist changes

Contingency plan 
• Emergency coordinator on-site or on call and 

thoroughly familiar with the plan and site – 10 
CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(a)(4) referencing 40 CFR 265.55.

• List of emergency equipment up to date and 
including description, location and capabilities –
10 CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(a)(4) referencing 40 CFR 265.52(e).
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LQG personnel training changes
• Training reviewed annually Personnel 

receive annual training updates– 10 CSR 
25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(a)(4) referencing 40 CFR 
265.16(c).

• Personnel training plan maintained on-site 
- 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 
CFR 262.34(a)(4) referencing 40 CFR 
265.16(d).
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LQG personnel training, cont.
• Contingency plan gGives job title, job description 

and name of employee filling each position – 10 
CSR 25-5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(a)(4) referencing 40 CFR 265.16(d)(1) 
and (2).

• Written description of type and amount of 
introductory and continuing training that will be 
given to each position – 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) 
incorporating 40 CFR 262.34(a)(4) referencing 
40 CFR 265.16(d)(3).
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LQG personnel training, cont.
• Records of current personnel maintained 

until facility closure, former employee 
records maintained for at least three years
from the last date the employee worked at 
the facility – 10 CSR 25-5.262(1) 
incorporating 40 CFR 262.34 (a)(4) 
referencing 40 CFR 265.16(e).
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LQG personnel training, cont.
• Program director trained in hazardous 

waste management procedures, 
contingency plan implementation and 
hazardous waste procedures relevant to 
the employee’s positions – 10 CSR 25-
5.262(1) incorporating 40 CFR 
262.34(a)(4) referencing 40 CFR 
265.16(a)(2).
