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Goals and Accomplishments

In 2010 the East Central Missouri Solid Waste Management District Executive
Board and its advisory council met and identified needs within the region. This
planning session resulted in the creation of the East Central Missouri Solid
Waste Management District — Region |1 2010/2011 Work Program & Plan Update.
The District’'s goals were to work on addressing these needs as funding would
allow. In August 2012, the board and advisory council reviewed the existing plan
and expressed the desire to keep it as a “living” document, making changes
when deemed necessary. |dentified needs included the following:

Household hazardous waste collection sites

Electronics recycling programs and drop-off sites

Scrap tire collections

Pallet reutilization

Composting program/facility

Demonstration projects using recovered materials

Education of the public in regard to available recycling

opportunities, programs, and drop-off locations

Improve convenience of recycling services and programs

e Provide technical assistance to businesses for scrap utilization

e Explore opportunities for cooperative marketing and transportation
of recovered materials

e Recruitment of manufacturers

o Waste to energy
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4 (a). What waste reduction goals did the district have for the most recently

completed fiscal year and what actions did the district take to achieve
these goals?

The Region | District works to reduce waste going to landfills and, in 2010,
established the East Central Missouri Recycling Center. The recycling center
serves all four counties in the region and has been very successful at diverting a
variety of items from the solid waste stream. Because question 5 of this report is
specific to recycling, information about the recycling center will be cited there.

4(b). What waste reduction goals does the district have for the upcoming fiscal
year? What actions are planned to achieve these goals? Include the types

of grant proposals that have been identified to assist in meeting these
goals.

The District has made significant progress in reducing waste through recycling.
Another identified need in the region deals with organic waste. Board members
had discussed the idea of establishing a composting facility or implementing a
program. They decided that it would be most practical to begin addressing the
need at the local/residential level. A horticulture specialist from the University of
Missouri Extension program made a presentation at the November 13, 2012
annual meeting for the District. The presentation was titled “Compost, End to
Beginning”. It included information about the benefits of compost, the
components, dos and don’ts, and methods homeowners could use to create
compost on their own with very common ingredients. The presenter answered
questions from those in attendance and provided helpful links to sites with more

information about composting. The presentation was made available on the
District’'s website.

5(a). What recycling goals did the district have for the most recently completed
fiscal year and what actions did the district take to achieve these goals?

The District has made great efforts to provide and improve recycling
opportunities within the region. The East Central Missouri Recycling Center was
established in 2010 and serves the four counties within the region. The District
applied for and received a grant for continued operation of the center. The
recycling center has made it possible to address many of the needs identified in
the District including the following:

e FElectronics recycling

Residents are able to drop off electronics any time during hours of
operation. The service is free with the exception of television sets and
computer monitors. A fee of $10.00 is charged for these items. Residents
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continue to take advantage of this opportunity and express thanks that
they have a place to take the items for proper disposal. Having electronics
recycling available in this manner makes it much more convenient for
people as they do not have to wait for a particular event.

The recycling center collaborated with the City of Washington on a
curbside collection the City offered in the spring of 2012. Eighty
televisions were collected and brought to the recycling center.

e Scrap tires

In the spring of 2012, after consulting with the DNR Scrap Tire Unit, the
East Central Missouri Recycling Center began accepting tires from
residents. Tires are not accepted from businesses. A $2.00 fee is
charged for passenger car/truck tires. $5.00 is charged for large tires
(such as semi truck) and the fee for tractor tires is $1.50 times the rim
size.

Scrap tires continue to be an issue for residents of the region. The District
had previously worked with the DNR Scrap Tire Unit to arrange collections
in each of its four counties. The District has attempted to set up other
collections, but there has not been a date available. Staff will continue to
pursue this possibility; however, accepting tires at the recycling center has
provided an opportunity for residents to bring tires that may have been
dumped on their property.

e Pallet reutilization

The Recycling Center accepts wooden pallets for reuse.

e FEducation of the public in regard to available recycling opportunities

The East Central Missouri Recycling Center provides opportunities for the
District to educate the public in regard to available recycling opportunities.
Boonslick Regional Planning Commission, which operates the facility,
keeps its website updated with information about the recycling center,
including all items accepted. In addition, the website contains information
about the District in general with links to informative sites for teachers,
students and patrons interested in recycling. If there is a special
opportunity or collection in the District, those events are advertised on the
site as well.

The center offered free Christmas tree recycling this year (2012). Staff put
public service announcements in local papers informing residents about
the opportunity and educational information about how Americans throw

away 25% more trash from the Thanksgiving to New Year’s period than
other times of the year. Readers were encouraged to remember to

recycle Christmas lights, paper, boxes, etc. and given general information
about the center and hours of operation.

Information about the East Central Missouri Recycling Center is published
in the Warrenton Area Chamber of Commerce Community Guide.

e |Improve convenience of recycling services & programs

The recycling center hours of operation have been expanded since
opening. The facility is now open an additional day (Tuesday) each week.
The recycling center manager has established routes to pick up

recyclables (particularly cardboard) at area businesses. He has added an
additional day for this route.

In an effort to provide recycling opportunities for communities that might not have
a program in place, the District applied for and received a grant to purchase a
recycling trailer which can be used throughout the District. Thus far, one village
in the region is taking advantage of this opportunity. The trailer is placed at the
village office at certain times during the month and material collected is then
brought to the East Central Missouri Recycling Center. The trailer is also
available for community events.

The East Central Missouri Solid Waste Management District took an additional
step to increase recycling. The District applied for and received a grant from the
Coca-Cola Bin Grant Program. Through its partnership with Keep America
Beautiful, the Coca-Cola Bin Grant Program supports local community recycling
efforts across the United States. The District received 60 bins and placed them
in city/county offices and schools. Information about recycling (including the
District’s recycling center) was given out when the bins are placed.

5(b). What recycling goals does the district have for the upcoming fiscal year?
What actions does the district plan to take to achieve these goals? Include

the types of grant proposals that have been identified to assist in meeting
these goals.

The District Executive Board and Advisory Council have indicated that they
would like to see the operation of the East Central Missouri Recycling Center
remain a priority. Members feel it is a project which has had a major impact and

serves the entire region. A grant for operations was written and has been
approved by DNR.

The District will continue to try to make recycling more convenient and accessible
through use of its recycling trailer. Communities will be reminded of its
availability and BRPC staff will contact those who-are in charge of local events to
see if they would like to use it.

In its grant application, the District has a category for Education. Grants are
available for providing education about reduction, reuse and recycling activities.
Grant notices are sent to each school district in Region |. The District has made
attempts to make education a priority. There is also a category for projects that
provide basic recycling services.

As mentioned, a priority for the District is the operation of the East Central
Recycling Center which collects a variety of items for reuse. Hours of operation
have been expanded and staff will continue to explore opportunities for resource
recovery.

Continued operation of the recycling center will remain a priority. Staff will

Describe your district’s grant proposal evaluation process.

The District Executive Board is responsible for reviewing and approving grant
requests. Applications are scored and require a minimum rating of 65 to be
considered for funding. The Advisory Committee, though not voting, provides
input. Should any member have a conflict of interest in regard to a submitted
proposal, he/she excuses themselves from the process.

In the past several years the District had accepted applications quarterly. Board
members changed this approach and grant applications are now accepted once
a year. Priorities are to fund the following types of projects:

Education: Projects that provide education about reduction, reuse and recycling

activities.

Recycling/Waste Reduction: Projects that provide basic recycling services.
