Additional Infor mation:

A. Sometimes despite taking all the precautions,rgay receive notification that total coliform batdeare present in your water. You will
then be given specific instructions that will ingtuthe collection of repeat samples. In additaystems with a ground water source may
also be directed to collect a source water sanmpla Bach active well before any treatment for g¢atdd coliform-positive routine sample.

B. Until March 31, 2016, a system collecting fountine samples or fewer per month that has a tetébem-positive routine sample must
collect at least five routine samples the followimgnth. A maximum contaminant level (MCL) violatigs issued to a public water system
when two or more monthly bacteriological sampleé% (& larger systems) are present for coliform baateAfter April 1, 2016, the
additional (five) routine samples are NOT requitteel month following a coliform-positive routine spi®. Also, the total coliform MCL
violation will be replaced with a treatment techreq TT) requirement. A system that triggers thisriiust conduct an “assessment” of the
water system to determine if there are any sandafgcts and if any are found, take correctiveoasti Please contact Regional Office staff
to discuss assessment requirements, identify spuitdects, and determine corrective actions.
