MONITORING REPORTS SHALL BE SUBMITTED MONTHLY; THE FIRST REPORT IS DUE AUGUST 28, 2013. THERE SHALL BE NO
DISCHARGE OF FLOATING SOLIDS OR VISIBLE FOAM IN OTHER THAN TRACE AMOUNTS.

** A composite sample made up from a minimum of four grab samples collected within a 24 hour period with a
minimum of two hours between each grab sample.

Note 1 - Effluent limitations and monitoring requirements for E. coli are applicable only during the recreational
season from April 1 through October 31. The Monthly Average Limit for E. coli is expressed as a geometric mean.

Note 2 - This permit contains a Total Residual Chlorine (TRC) limit.

(@) This effluent limit is below the minimum quantification level (ML) of the most common and practical EPA
approved CLTRC methods. The department has determined the current acceptable ML for total residual
chlorine to be 130 pg/L when using the DPD Colorimetric Method #4500 — CL G. from Standard Methods
for the Examination of Waters and Wastewater. The permittee will conduct analyses in accordance with
this method, or equivalent, and report actual analytical values. Measured values greater than or equal to the
minimum quantification level of 130 pg/L will be considered violations of the permit and values less than
the minimum quantification level of 130 ug/L will be considered to be in compliance with the permit
limitation. The minimum quantification level does not authorize the discharge of chlorine in excess of the
effluent limits stated in the permit.

(b) Disinfection is required during the recreational season from April 1 through October 31. Do not chlorinate
during the non-recreational months.

(c) Do not chemically de-chlorinate if it is not needed to meet the limits in your permit.

(d) If no chlorine was used in a given sampling period, an actual analysis is not necessary. Simply report as “0

Hg/L” TRC.

Discharges to waters of the state shall not cause a violation of water quality standards rule under 10 CSR

20-7.031, including both specific and general criteria.

General Criteria. The following general water quality criteria shall be applicable to all waters of the state

at all times including mixing zones. No water contaminant, by itself or in combination with other

substances, shall prevent the waters of the state from meeting the following conditions:

1) Waters shall be free from substances in sufficient amounts to cause the formation of putrescent,
unsightly or harmful bottom deposits or prevent full maintenance of beneficial uses;

Changes in Discharges of Toxic Substances

The permittee shall notify the Director as soon as it knows or has reason to believe:

(@) That any activity has occurred or will occur which would result in the discharge of any toxic pollutant
which is not limited in the permit, if that discharge will exceed the highest of the following "notification
levels:"

Q) One hundred micrograms per liter (100 pg/L);

2) Two hundred micrograms per liter (200 ug/L) for acrolein and acrylonitrile; five hundred
micrograms per liter (500 pg/L) for 2,5 dinitrophenol and for 2-methyl-4, 6-dinitrophenol; and
one milligram per liter (1 mg/L) for antimony;

3) Five (5) times the maximum concentration value reported for the pollutant in the permit
application;

4 The level established by the Director in accordance with 40 CFR 122.44(f).

(b) That they have begun or expect to begin to use or manufacture as an intermediate or final product or
byproduct any toxic pollutant, which was not reported in the permit application.

Report as no-discharge when a discharge does not occur during the report period.

It is a violation of the Missouri Clean Water Law to fail to pay fees associated with this permit (644.055
RSMo).

Bypasses are not authorized at this facility and are subject to 40 CFR 122.41(m). If a bypass occurs, the
permittee shall report in accordance to 40 CFR 122.41(m)(3)(i), and with Standard Condition Part I, Section B,
subsection 2.b. Bypasses are to be reported to the Southwest Regional Office.

The facility must be sufficiently secured to restrict entry by children, livestock and unauthorized persons as well
as to protect the facility from vandalism.

A least one gate must be provided to access the wastewater treatment facility and provide for maintenance and
mowing. The gate shall remain locked except when opened by the permittee to perform operational monitoring,
sampling, maintenance, mowing, or for inspections by the Department.

At least one (1) warning sign shall be placed on each side of the facility enclosure in such positions as to be
clearly visible from all directions of approach. There shall also be one (1) sign placed for every five hundred
feet (500" (150 m) of the perimeter fence. A sign shall also be placed on each gate. Minimum wording shall be
SEWAGE TREATMENT FACILITY—KEEP OUT. Signs shall be made of durable materials with characters
at least two inches (2") high and shall be securely fastened to the fence, equipment or other suitable locations.

An Operation and Maintenance (O & M) manual shall be maintained by the permittee and made available to the
operator. The O & M manual shall include key operating procedures and a brief summary of the operation of
the facility.

An all-weather access road shall be provided to the treatment facility.

The discharge from the wastewater treatment facility shall be conveyed to the receiving stream via a closed pipe
or a paved or rip-rapped open channel. Sheet or meandering drainage is not acceptable. The outfall sewer shall
be protected against the effects of floodwater, ice or other hazards as to reasonably insure its structural stability
and freedom from stoppage. The outfall shall be maintained so that a sample of the effluent can be obtained at a
point after the final treatment process and before the discharge mixes with the receiving waters.

The Federal Water Pollution Control Act ("Clean Water Act" Section 402 Public Law 92-500 as amended) established the National
Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit program. This program regulates the discharge of pollutants from point
sources into the waters of the United States, and the release of storm water from certain point sources. All such discharges are
unlawful without a permit (Section 301 of the "Clean Water Act"). After a permit is obtained, a discharge not in compliance with all
permit terms and conditions is unlawful.

Zone of Initial Dilution: Not Allowed [10 CSR 20-7.031(4)(A)4.B.(1)(b)].

Mixing Zone:

Mixing Zone (MZ) Parameters: According to the USGS 1:24,000K Quadrangle, the mainstem lake width near the facility outfall
location is approximately 3000 feet (ft.). Using “normal” water levels of 3200 ft. wide and one-quarter of this width equals 800
ft. Therefore, because 100 feet is less than 800 ft., MZ = 100 feet [10 CSR 20-7.031(4)(A)5.B.(IV)(a)].

Mixing Zone Volume: The flow volume approximates a triangular prism because of the slope of the lake bottom, where the formula is
Volume = L*W*(D*0.5). Assuming that the width will be either side of the discharge (MZ) length (100 feet) to form the plume effect,
the box dimensions are length (L) = 100 ft., width (W) = 100 ft., and depth (D) = 12 ft. Depth was obtained using mixing zone length
projected 100 ft. from shoreline to the intersecting contour on 7.5” USGS topographic map (shoreline contour=204 ft. and lake depth
contour at 100 ft. from shore = 192 ft.).

Volume = L*W*(D*(0.5)) = (100°)*(100°)*(6”) = 60,000 ft*.
The flow volume of 60,000 ft* is assumed as the daily mixing zone. Therefore;

30Q10= (60,000 ft*/day)*(1 day/86,400 sec) = 0.69 ft*/sec.

RECEIVING STREAM MONITORING REQUIREMENTS:

No receiving water monitoring requirements recommended at this time.
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Part V — Rationale and Derivation of Effluent Limitations & Permit Conditions

ALTERNATIVE EVALUATIONS FOR NEW FACILITIES:

As per [10 CSR 20-7.015(4)(A)], discharges to losing streams shall be permitted only after other alternatives including land
application, discharges to a gaining stream and connection to a regional wastewater treatment facility have been evaluated and
determined to be unacceptable for environmental and/or economic reasons.

Not Applicable [X]; The facility does not discharge to a Losing Stream as defined by [10 CSR 20-2.010(36)] & [10 CSR 20-
7.031(1)(N)], or is an existing facility.

ANTI-BACKSLIDING:
A provision in the Federal Regulations [CWA §303(d)(4); CWA 8§402(c); 40 CFR Part 122.44(1)] that requires a reissued permit to be
as stringent as the previous permit with some exceptions.

X - Except for Ammonia as N, all limits in this operating permit are at least as protective as those previously established; therefore,
backsliding does not apply.

X - Ammonia as N limitations in this operating permit for the reissuance of this permit conform to the anti-backsliding provisions of
Section 402(0) of the Clean Water Act, and 40 CFR Part 122.44.
X1 - Information is available which was not available at the time of permit issuance (other than revised regulations, guidance,
or test methods) and which would have justified the application of a less stringent effluent limitation at the time of permit
issuance. After completing a Reasonable Potential Analysis (RPA) with the most recent available data, it was determined that
no Reasonable Potential exists for Ammonia as N. Therefore permit limits are not applicable for Ammonia as N however,
Ammonia as N will continue to be a monitoring requirement. See Appendix A- RPA Results.

ANTIDEGRADATION:

In accordance with Missouri’s Water Quality Standard [10 CSR 20-7.031(2)], the Department is to document by means of
Antidegradation Review that the use of a water body’s available assimilative capacity is justified. Degradation is justified by
documenting the socio-economic importance of a discharging activity after determining the necessity of the discharge.

X - No degradation proposed and no further review necessary. Facility did not apply for authorization to increase pollutant loading
or to add additional pollutants to their discharge.

AREA-WIDE WASTE TREATMENT MANAGEMENT & CONTINUING AUTHORITY:

As per [10 CSR 20-6.010(3)(B)], ...An applicant may utilize a lower preference continuing authority by submitting, as part of the
application, a statement waiving preferential status from each existing higher preference authority, providing the waiver does not
conflict with any area-wide management plan approved under section 208 of the Federal Clean Water Act or any other regional
sewage service and treatment plan approved for higher preference authority by the Department.

BIOSOLIDS & SEWAGE SLUDGE:

Biosolids are solid materials resulting from domestic wastewater treatment that meet federal and state criteria for beneficial uses (i.e.
fertilizer). Sewage sludge is solids, semi-solids, or liquid residue generated during the treatment of domestic sewage in a treatment
works; including but not limited to, domestic septage; scum or solids removed in primary, secondary, or advanced wastewater
treatment process; and a material derived from sewage sludge. Sewage sludge does not include ash generated during the firing of
sewage sludge in a sewage sludge incinerator or grit and screening generated during preliminary treatment of domestic sewage in a
treatment works.

X - Permittee is not authorized to land apply biosolids. Sludge/biosolids are removed by contract hauler, incinerated, stored in the
lagoon, etc.

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COMPLIANCE AND ENFORCEMENT:

Enforcement is the action taken by the Water Protection Program (WPP) to bring an entity into compliance with the Missouri Clean
Water Law, its implementing regulations, and/or any terms and conditions of an operating permit. The primary purpose of the
enforcement activity in the WPP is to resolve violations and return the entity to compliance.

Applicable [X]; The permittee/facility is currently under enforcement action due to causing pollution to waters of the state, illegal
discharge of wastewater/sediment, operation without a required permit and violated effluent requirements.

PRETREATMENT PROGRAM:

The reduction of the amount of pollutants, the elimination of pollutants, or the alteration of the nature of pollutant properties in
wastewater prior to or in lieu of discharging or otherwise introducing such pollutants into a Publicly Owned Treatment Works [40
CFR Part 403.3(9)].

Not Applicable [X]; The permittee, at this time, is not required to have a Pretreatment Program or does not have an approved
pretreatment program.

REASONABLE POTENTIAL ANALYSIS (RPA):

Federal regulation [40 CFR Part 122.44(d)(1)(i)] requires effluent limitations for all pollutants that are or may be discharged at a level
that will cause or have the reasonable potential to cause or contribute to an in-stream excursion above narrative or numeric water
quality standard.

In accordance with [40 CFR Part 122.44(d)(iii)] if the permit writer determines that any given pollutant has the reasonable potential to
cause, or contribute to an in-stream excursion above the WQS, the permit must contain effluent limits for that pollutant.

Applicable [X]; A RPA was conducted on appropriate parameters. Please see APPENDIX A— RPA RESULTS.

REMOVAL EFFICIENCY:

Removal efficiency is a method by which the Federal Regulations define Secondary Treatment and Equivalent to Secondary
Treatment, which applies to Biochemical Oxygen Demand 5-day (BODs) and Total Suspended Solids (TSS) for Publicly Owned
Treatment Works (POTWs)/municipals.

Not Applicable [X]; Influent monitoring is not being required to determine percent removal.

SANITARY SEWER OVERFLOWS (SSO) AND INFLOW AND INFILTRATION (1&I):

Sanitary Sewer Overflows (SSOs) are defined as an untreated or partially treated sewage release are considered bypassing under state
regulation [10 CSR 20-2.010(11)] and should not be confused with the federal definition of bypass. SSO’s have a variety of causes
including blockages, line breaks, and sewer defects that allow excess storm water and ground water to (1) enter and overload the
collection system, and (2) overload the treatment facility. Additionally, SSO’s can be also be caused by lapses in sewer system
operation and maintenance, inadequate sewer design and construction, power failures, and vandalism. SSOs also include overflows
out of manholes and onto city streets, sidewalks, and other terrestrial locations.

Additionally, Missouri RSMo §644.026.1 mandates that the Department require proper maintenance and operation of treatment
facilities and sewer systems and proper disposal of residual waste from all such facilities.

X - Not applicable. This facility is not required to develop or implement a program for maintenance and repair of the collection
system; however, it is a violation of Missouri State Environmental Laws and Regulations to allow untreated wastewater to discharge
to waters of the state.

SCHEDULE OF COMPLIANCE (SOC):

A schedule of remedial measures included in a permit, including an enforceable sequence of interim requirements (actions, operations,
or milestone events) leading to compliance with the Missouri Clean Water Law, its implementing regulations, and/or the terms and
conditions of an operating permit.

Not Applicable [X]; This operating permit is not drafted under premises of a petition for variance.

WASTELOAD ALLOCATIONS (WLA) FOR LIMITS:

As per [10 CSR 20-2.010(78)], the amount of pollutant each discharger is allowed by the Department to release into a given stream
after the Department has determined total amount of pollutant that may be discharged into that stream without endangering its water
quality.

Chronic wasteload allocations were determined using applicable chronic water quality criteria (CCC: criteria continuous
concentration) and stream volume of flow at the edge of the mixing zone (MZ). Acute wasteload allocations were determined using
applicable water quality criteria (CMC: criteria maximum concentration) and stream volume of flow at the edge of the zone of initial
dilution (ZID).

Water quality based maximum daily and average monthly effluent limitations were calculated using methods and procedures outlined
in USEPA’s “Technical Support Document For Water Quality-based Toxics Control” (EPA/505/2-90-001).

Number of Samples “n”:

Additionally, in accordance with the TSD for water quality-based permitting, effluent quality is determined by the underlying
distribution of daily values, which is determined by the Long Term Average (LTA) associated with a particular Wasteload Allocation
(WLA) and by the Coefficient of Variation (CV) of the effluent concentrations. Increasing or decreasing the monitoring frequency
does not affect this underlying distribution or treatment performance, which should be, at a minimum, be targeted to comply with the
values dictated by the WLA. Therefore, it is recommended that the actual planned frequency of monitoring normally be used to
determine the value of “n” for calculating the AML. However, in situations where monitoring frequency is once per month or less, a
higher value for “n” must be assumed for AML derivation purposes. Thus, the statistical procedure being employed using an assumed
number of samples is “n = 4” at a minimum. For Total Ammonia as Nitrogen, “n = 30" is used.

WLA MODELING:
There are two general types of effluent limitations, technology-based effluent limits (TBELS) and water quality based effluent limits
(WQBELS). If TBELs do not provide adequate protection for the receiving waters, then WQBEL must be used.

The federal Clean Water Act (CWA), Section 402 prohibits wastewater dischargers from “bypassing” untreated or partially treated
sewage (wastewater) beyond the headworks.

Sampling Frequency Justification:
Previous Sampling and Reporting Frequency was reevaluated and determined to be protective of water quality standards. Therefore
previous sampling and reporting frequencies will be retained from previous permit.

The Department of Natural Resources is currently undergoing a synchronization process for operating permits. Permits are normally
issued on a five-year term, but to achieve synchronization many permits will need to be issued for less than the full five years allowed
by regulation. The intent is that all permits within a watershed will move through the Watershed Based Management (WBM) cycle
together will all expire in the same fiscal year. This will allow further streamlining by placing multiple permits within a smaller
geographic area on public notice simultaneously, thereby reducing repeated administrative efforts. This will also allow the department
to explore a watershed based permitting effort at some point in the future.

PuBLIC NOTICE:

The Department shall give public notice that a draft permit has been prepared and its issuance is pending. Additionally, public notice
will be issued if a public hearing is to be held because of a significant degree of interest in and water quality concerns related to a draft
permit. No public notice is required when a request for a permit modification or termination is denied; however, the requester and
permittee must be notified of the denial in writing.

The Department must issue public notice of a pending operating permit or of a new or reissued statewide general permit. The public
comment period is the length of time not less than 30 days following the date of the public notice which interested persons may submit
written comments about the proposed permit.

For persons wanting to submit comments regarding this proposed operating permit, then please refer to the Public Notice page located
at the front of this draft operating permit. The Public Notice page gives direction on how and where to submit appropriate comments.

In the interest of expediting permit issuance, permit applicants may waive the opportunity to
review draft permits prior to public notice. Check yes to review the draft permit prior to public notice. Check no to waive the process and
expedite the permit.

Continuing Authority — Include the permanent organization that will serve as the continuing authority for the operation, maintenance and
modernization of the facility. The regulatory requirement regarding continuing authority is available at
www.sos.mo.gov/adrules/cst/current/10cst/10c20-6a.pdf or contact the appropriate Department of Natural Resources Regional Office.
Operator - Provide the name, certificate number and telephone number of the operator of the facility.

The enclosed permit meets the requirements for a construction permit issued by the Department
but does not supersede any authorization required from other state regulatory authorities
