» Check with your Doctor for appropriate
immunization >
» Foot protection

> Life jacket

> DO not enter a stream when the current

IS swift from flooding




Guard Against Pathogens

Avoid water contact with:
> BEyes

> Nose

> Mouth

Meth Waste

Things to recognize as possible Meth Waste items:

» Soda bottles

> Gas cylinders
> Coffee filters

> Batteries

» Matches

> Aluminum foll
» Decongestant pill packets
> Bags of table or rock salt




Meth Waste

Things to recognize as possible Meth Waste items:

Bent spoons
Funnels
Weighing scales
Hot plate
Needles

Rubber gloves
Plastic containers, dishware
Anything with a white chalky residue

> Do not open, shift, or
remove drum

> Look for identifier label and
observe for obvious leaks,
bulging, or off-gassing

> Note location and take
pictures If possible

Trespass

NO NO

> Volunteers do not have the right to
trespass

> Program staff do not have the right to
trespass

> Do not be tempted to enter land without
the owner’s permission




The Law

> The law for first degree trespass:

» Land is posted, fenced, marked, and/or you
were told you were trespassing, but you still
trespassed

> Penalty = Jail or $500 maximum




The Law

> The Law for Second Degree Trespass:

> YOou were not aware you were on private
property, but you still trespassed

» Penalty = $200 maximum, no jail
