SUMMARY OF COMMENT
Factory Creek WBID 0804

Januvary 6, 2007

I spoke with . ~and her husband, -, concerning her e-mail comments
about Factory Creek. Factory Creek flows through her 273 acre farm. We visited for
some time about the meaning of a WBCR classification and why the depariment selected
certain creeks to investigate. | explained that this designation conld mean that WWTPs
which discharge to the creek or its tributaries would have to disinfect, and the department
concentrated most of our efforts on creeks that had WWTPs with discharges in close
proximity to classified streams. She and her husband indicated that they had not
understood this.

We spent quite a bit of time looking at 4 sites where the water pocled during wet weather.
With only one exception, there was water in the pools and a little running water above
and/or below the pools, They commented that the water wasn't as deep since the two
vyears of drought.

There was evidence that this couple enjoyed the stream at each site. There were benches
and/or chairs at the sites. The water was especially deep at the last site where, just
upstream there was a flowing spring. The couple had relatives and friends that
frequented the creek and swam in the water.

Okay, for the record, I'll make a pdf of this e-mail string and map and place copies in both hard and
electronic folder for both Factory Creek and Trib to Factory Ck. Will do same with interview-related
paperwork.

Factory Creek (804) will be recommended for both WBCR (B) and SCR uses based on Ann Crawford's
(DNR, WQMA, TMDL Unit) 1/6/07 Interview with landowner, J. Heuser. Neither of those uses was
assigned to this creek in the Nov. 2005 WQS. One of the four sites discussed in the interview was on
Factory Crk and one was at the confluence of Factory Crk and this tributary .

Trib to Factory Crk (805), which already had WBC "B" (and will not be changed to "A") in the Nov. 2005
WQS, will also be recommended for SCR assignment based on the same interview. Two of the four sites
discussed in the interview were on this trib and one was at the confluence of Factory Crk and this trib .

All four sites visited during the interview were reported to have supported swimming activity . Wading
activity was reported at all four interview sites and throughout Factory Creek. The interview confirms
"existing" WBCR and SCR uses.
