OPEN SESSION

The regular meeting of the Well Installation Board was held on February 25, 2008 at the Resort at Port Arrowhead, 3080 Bagnell Dam Blvd., Lakeside South Conference Room, Lake Ozark, MO.  A quorum being present, Mr. Robert Lawrence, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.

INTRODUCTIONS 

Mr. Lawrence welcomed everyone to the meeting and introduced himself.  He asked the Board to introduce themselves, followed by introductions of staff and audience members.
MINUTES OF THE NOVEMBER 9, 2007 OPEN SESSION MEETING

Mr. Lawrence asked if there were any changes or corrections to the minutes from the November 9, 2007 meeting.   Ms. Annetta St. Clair moved to accept the minutes.  Ms. Martha Hildebrandt seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
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ELECTION OF CHAIR AND VICE-CHAIR

Mr. Fred Schoen nominated Mr. Robert Lawrence to serve as chairman.  Mr. Danny Flynn seconded.  A voice vote was taken.  Motion passed.  Ms. Martha Hildebrandt nominated Mr. Fred Schoen to serve as vice-chairman.  Ms. Harriet Beard seconded.  A voice vote was taken.  Motion passed. 
FOSTER DRILLING REFERRAL
The chair recognized Mr. Tim Duggan, Missouri Assistant Attorney General.

Mr. Duggan read aloud the proposed Decision of the Board regarding the appeal made by Foster Drilling.  Ms. Annetta St. Clair moved to accept the decision as read.  Ms. Beard second.  A roll call vote was taken as follows: Ms. Beard, yes; Mr. Broz, yes; Mr. Duley, abstain; Mr. Flynn, yes; Ms. Hildebrandt, yes; Ms. St. Clair, yes; Mr. Schoen, yes.  Motion carried.  
SPECIAL AREA UPDATE 2

The chair recognized Ms. Marsala.
Ms. Marsala presented an updated map of Special Area 2 and depicted the newly contaminated areas.
PROPOSED RULEMAKING-CONCRETE TO PLUG ABANDONED WELLS

Ms. Marsala presented the results from experiments staff conducted using concrete for plugging.  Their results showed concrete does not work well as a material for this purpose.  Ms. St. Clair moved that the Board table this draft proposal rule for the time being unless and until the department staff can find another way of plugging wells in a less expensive and safe manner.  Ms. Hildebrandt seconded.  Motion carried.
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WELLHEAD PROTECTION SECTION REORGANIZATION
Ms. Marsala explained how the section has been reorganized.  A result of this change will be having more staff in the field for compliance assistance, investigation and remediation. 
PROPOSED RULEMAKING-APPRENTICE PERMIT
The chair recognized Ms. Sheri Fry.

Ms. Fry presented the changes to the apprentice permit rule made at the Board’s request during the last Board meeting.   Motion was made by Mr. Schoen to direct the staff to proceed with formal rule making to amend 10 CSR 23-1.050 Qualifications through 10 CSR 23-1.060 Application for Permit.  The draft requires all persons applying for a new permit to work as a well or pump contractor to first become an apprentice under the current non-restricted permitting process as presented in the draft by Ms. Fry with Ms. St. Clair’s corrections.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Flynn.  A voice vote was taken.  Motion passed.
WELLHEAD PROTECTION ENFORCEMENT POLICY
The chair recognized Mr. Sturgess.

Mr. Sturgess brought to the Board’s attention new policy and procedure that will bring the Wellhead Protection section more in line with how the rest of the department processes enforcement cases.  It will better prioritize violations, give staff more tools for resolving enforcement cases and allow for quicker resolution of violations.  At this time the process in still undergoing internal review.  
2007 WHP PRODUCTION REPORT

Ms. Sheri Fry presented a production report, per the Board’s request, giving the number of water wells, monitoring wells, pumps, heat pumps, abandonment, and reconstruction records that were certified in calendar year 2007.  She also reported the number of casing depth & variance requests and the numbers of new permits issued to water well, pump, monitoring well and heat pump contractors.  The number of phone calls, pieces of mail sent & received, Notices of 
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Violation issued and the numbers of violations resolved were also given.  In an effort to cut down on the amount of mail sent out, there was a suggestion to add a line to the pump record asking for the well driller’s name if known.
PROPOSED RULEMAKING-FEE STRUCTURE


Ms. Beth Marsala presented statistics supporting a request for fee increases.  The law requires the Board to set fees to support the program. There have been no changes to the rules that increased the maximum since 1994.  In 2004 fees were raised to the maximum because the funding was needed.  The department estimates that approximately $950,000 is needed per year to support the program.  With the amount that is coming in along with funds currently in place, if nothing changes, it’s predicted that by some time in FY 2009 the section’s funding will no longer support the activities the law requires.
Motion was made by Mr. Danny Flynn to accept the fee structure with a few minor changes.  He moved to accept the following:

(1) Yearly contractor permit maximum fee of $150; yearly rig maximum fee of $50;

(2) Well certification maximum fee of $125;

(3) Well abandonment maximum fee of $100;
(4) Monitoring well certification maximum fee of $125;

(5) Heat pump certification maximum fee of $150 for 1-50 ton unit and $250 for unit over 50 tons;
(10) Each testing fee and retake fee with a maximum of $50.

Motion carried.

There was discussion by several members of the MWWA resulting in a request that the Board take action against public water districts that don’t report well abandonments when they extend water lines.  The Board decided to place this topic on the agenda for the next W.I.B. meeting.  It was suggested that someone from the Missouri Rural Water Association (MRWA) be invited to the May 9, 2008 meeting.
MISSOURI WATER WELL ASSOCIATION COMMENTS

The chair recognized Mr. David Schnell.
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Mr. Schnell welcomed everyone to the 77th MWWA meeting.  He stated that almost everything he wanted to bring up has been addressed.

OTHER BUSINESS

There was no other business.
FUTURE MEETINGS

At the last regular meeting held in Rolla on November 9, 2007 the Board voted to hold the May meeting with open session to begin at 10:00 a.m. on May 9, 2008, at the DNR/DGLS Multi-purpose annex room in Rolla, Missouri.   
Mr. Schoen moved that the August meeting of the Well Installation Board be held on August 8, 2008, at 10:00 a.m. in Cape Girardeau, Missouri with the exact location to be determined by staff.  Ms. St. Clair seconded the motion. Motion carried. 

ROLL CALL VOTE FOR NEXT CLOSED SESSION

Mr. Schoen made a motion that the Well Installation Board meet in closed session at 9:30 a.m. at the next regular Board meeting, May 9, 2008, for the purpose of discussing matters protected from disclosure by law as provided for in Section 610.021, RSMo., including but not limited to: legal actions, pending litigation, and attorney-client privileged matters with the Board attorney. Motion carried.
