Approval of November 17, 2011 Commission Meeting Minutes 
Agenda Item #2 
Commissioner Mohammadi made a motion to approve the November 17, 2011 Meeting Minutes 
as written.  Commissioner Gillman seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
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Chairman DiPardo presented Mike Larsen, former Staff Director of the Land Reclamation 
Program with a Resolution signed by the Commissioners.  Chairman DiPardo read the 
Resolution to Mr. Larsen and congratulated him on his retirement and a job well done for the 
many years of service he has given to the State of Missouri.  Mr. Larsen expressed his gratitude 
and appreciation to the Commission and Staff for his Resolution and the years that he spent 
working for the Land Reclamation Commission.  He thanked Staff present and not present for all 
the work experiences he had endured during his career with the Land Reclamation Program and 
Commission for the past 20 and a half years.   
 
 INDUSTRIAL MINERALS  
 
Commissioner Gertsch read and explained the procedure for those speaking and provided some 
clarification as to the hearing process in reference to the hearing requests that were listed on the 
Agenda for this meeting.   
 
Hearing Request:  Earthworks, 17-acres, St. Francois County, New Site to Existing Permit 
Agenda Item #3 
Joyce Luebbering, Environmental Specialist III, gave a brief introduction of this hearing request 
to the Commission.  Ms. Luebbering passed out a copy of a letter that was sent to the Program 
last week in reference to this hearing request.  Commissioner Mohammadi made a motion that 
the Land Reclamation Commission find that the Petitioner does not have standing for a hearing, 
pursuant to section 444.773, RSMo and 10 CSR 40-10.080(2), because they have failed to 
present good faith evidence that the issuance of the permit for surface mining permit will unduly 
impact their health, safety or livelihood.  Commissioner Gillman seconded the motion.  There 
was no discussion.  The motion passed unanimously.  Commissioner Gertsch made a motion to 
grant the permit to Earthworks for the expansion as detailed in our packet based on Staff’s 
recommendation.  Commissioner Mohammadi seconded the motion.  The motion passed 
unanimously.

Commissioner Gertsch made a motion that the Land Reclamation 
Commission find that none of the petitioners have standing for a hearing pursuant to section 
444.773, RSMo and 10 CSR 40-10.080(2), because they have failed to present good faith 
evidence that the issuance of the Con- Agg of MO, LLC Pettis County, Dunham Site surface 
mining permit will unduly impact their health, safety or livelihood.  Commissioner Gillman 
seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  Commissioner Gillman made a motion 
that the Land Reclamation Commission approves the permit transfer request of Fischer Quarries 
to Con-Ag of MO, LLC, for the Pettis County Dunham Site.  Commissioner Gertsch seconded 
the motion.
