As a pastor of two association congregations of Saxony Lutheran High School and as a parent of a
past graduate and a current student of Saxony Lutheran High School, I am writing to you out of
great concern for the Strack Excavating quarry, which I understand to be applying for permits to
operate an open quarry next to the campus of Saxony High School.
