STATE WATER PLAN INTER-AGENCY TASK FORCE

The State Water Plan Inter-Agency Task Force (IATF) is established by state statute – 640.430 RSMo to advise the Department of Natural Resources on a wide variety of water quantity and quality related issues for the purpose of effectuating aims and purposes of the Missouri Water Resources Law.  The statute specifically identifies the state departments of Agriculture, Conservation, Health and Senior Services, and also the University of Missouri College of Agriculture as permanent members.  In accordance with the terms of the statute, the Department of Natural Resources has expanded the IATF membership to include the state departments of Economic Development, Public Safety and Transportation.  The statute identifies the Department of Natural Resources as the lead agency and mandates the IATF meet at least semi-annually.  The IATF operates under the terms of the state Sunshine Law and all meetings are announced and open to the public.

As IATF Chair, the Department of Natural Resources Director has delegated operational responsibility of the IATF to the State Water Plan.  The State Water Plan staff is located within the Geological Survey and Resource Assessment Division (GSRAD) of the Missouri Department of Natural Resources. 
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
