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inventory number: 513

General description: one- and one-half-story rectangle-shaped frame
building with a modern wall covering and resting on a rock-faced
coursed ashlar stone foundation with full cellar.

Setting: the primary entrance is under the porch. The house is
built to the property line on the west long side though well back
from the street side elevation on the north.

RBoof: asbestos shingle. There is a gable-roof dormer on the rear
roof face with six-over-six-light sash. There is a kick in the
roofline over the full rear porch.

Gable: boxed cornice and projecting eaves with cornice returns.

Windows: attic windows have six-over-six-light sash though the
first-story openings have two-over-iwo.

Elevations: the west elevation has four symmetrical window bays.

The east elevation has a full open porch. There are three bays
irregularly placed with a door in the second bay. The north
elevation has a centered attic window and three irregular bays at the
first story with a door in the third which does not appear to be
original. On the south elevation there is an atfic window and two
symmetrical window bays at the first story.

Rear elevation: at the rear is an attached summerkitchen with shed
roof covered with corrugated metal and board and batten walls.

Cutbuildings: there is a two-bay garage and a storage shed on the
lot.
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inventory number: 511

General description: one-story rectangle-shaped endgable brick
building resting on a rock-faced coursed ashlar foundation with a
full cellar beneath.

Setting: the house sits virtually at the sidewalk on the facade.
Roof: asphalt shingle roof,

Cornice: f£lush boarded.

Gable: flush boarded.

Facade: five bay symmetrical with the door in the middle bay.
Windows: flat brick arch over the voids with alternating coursing of
header-stretcher and stretcher-header, six-over-six-light sash and
with casing edge, pattern A.

Doors: stone threshold on the facade.

Side elevations: West - one attic window with siwx-over-six-light
sash with single header brick segmental arch. One first-story window
opening wall to the rear of the building. East - identical. There
is visibkle a clear seam in the masonry between the main block and a
rear one-story wing which was once a smokehouse in part, with gable
endwall vents clearly visible. A shed roof covers a porch in the

rear reantrant angle.

Outbuildings: gable garage covered with corrugated metal and on a
concrete foundation.
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inventory number: 510

General description: two-story rectangular building with one-story
ell and several additions. The brick building rests on a pecked
coursed ashlar foundation and has a full cellar.

Setting: the building is at the sidewalk on the long side facing
West 7th Street and is set back ca. ten feet from the other street
elevation.

Roof: corrugated metal.

Cornice: corbeled brick cornice with a header dentil pattern
surmounted by a moulded brick course (see drawing).

Gable: flush boarded with endwall chimneys--evidence can be seen for
the west endwall chimney though it has been removed.

Facade: (five symmetrical bays at both stories with the altered
entrance in the center bay. A prominent cellar entrance on the
facade with stone wall and rat tail hinges on the double-leaf doors.

Windows: weood lintels and sills with two-over-two-light sash.
Doors: stone threshold and step.

Side elevations: East - two attic fixed four-light sash to either
side of the chimney location with board lintels. There is a rear
frame addition visible with a false parapet wall with moulded edge
with a three-sided bay beneath. Each bay face has a window with one-
over-one-light sash. The addition is covered with lap siding. West
- there is a later one-story gable-roof addition to the west wall
with two bays, the first being a door. The window hasz a beaded
casing edge and two-over-two-light sash with segmental arch of
alternating bands of double header and stretcher brick. The door has
been altered. The porch is modern on the facade. On the rear
elevation of the additicn is an open porch.

Rear elevation: there is a one-story brick ell to the main house
with a large engaged wall chimney and standing seam metal roof. On
the west of the ell is an open porch. On the east is a framed-in
porch area, part of which has been raised to a false parapet. The
framed porch is covered with lap siding.
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inventory number: 505

General description: two- and one-half-story rectangular-shaped
building with one-story ell. The house is brick constructed and
rests on a tooled and bordered ashlar foundation with full cellar.

Setting: the house sits at the property line on the facade. At the
rear is a large grape arbor.

Roof: endgable roof is covered with standing seam metal, with gable
end chimneys to either side of the gable peak. There is a large
centered hip dormer on the facade and two smaller hip dormers on the
rear roof face.

Cornice: corbeled with stepped stretcher coursing with dentil header
brick pattern with double course of stretcher brick above.

Gable: preojecting gable eaves with bedmould and narrow board
frieze. The brick corbeling found on the rear elevation {(different
than the facade} and the facade is returned ontc the gable endwalls.

Facade: three symmetrical bays at both stories with the altered
entry in the first bay.

Windows: segmental arch over the voids with stretcher brick, stone
gills, beaded casing edge, flat upper sash and case, and two-over-
two-light sash.

Side elevations: Weast - attic windows have double rowlock segmental
arch. Two irregularly placed second-story window openings and one
first which is a modern opening. East - one centered attic window.
Three-bay second story with the middle bay a door onte a bracket-
supported balcony with cast iron balustrade. There are two
symmetrical first-story bays.

Eear elevation: there is a stepped five-course corbeled cornice on
the main block. There are two irreqularly spaced window bayvs at the
second-story level. The rear one-story brick is original to the main
block, with a gable roof. The west elevation has two original window
bays. There is a clear seam in the brickwork indicating that at some
time the 211 was elongated by an addition. ©On the east there iz a
continuous roofline porch though with a roof lick supported on
chamfered posts. Under the porch are four bays with doorways in the
center two bays to either side of the seam in the masonry.

Outbuildings: at the alley is a long bhoard and batten shed-roof
building.
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inventory number: 503

General description: one-story rectangular-shaped brick building
endgabled and resting on a rock-faced coursed stone foundatien with full
or partial cellar.

Setting: the house rests at the sidewalk on the facade.

Roof: standing seam metal.

Cornice: an unusual corbeled cornice of moulded brick (see drawing).
Gable: flush with the wall plane.

Facade: five symmetrical bays with center entry.

Windows: flat brick arch over the voids of stretcher with wood sills and
six-over-six-light sash. The casing edge is moulded pattern A.

Doors: there is a modern door and stone threshold.

Side elevations: West - there is a seam visible in the endwall where
there is an apparent addition. There is a centered first-story window and
an attic access deor. East - there is only an attic access door.

Rear elevation: across the entire rear is a brick addition with
continuous roofline though slightly kicked. There are three bays with a
door in the center. The first window has a two-over-two-light sash and
the third has six-over-six-light sash.

Outbuildings: at the alley is a board and batten shed. Closer to the
house iz a small board and batten gable-roof building.

INTERIOR DESCRIFTION

It was told to the surveyor that there are only two rooms on the
interior., The symmetrical five bays with center entry without exception
has meant a centerhall plan. It is possible that the hall was defined
with a board partition as found at other houses and that this partition
was removed. Without further investigation, it is impossible to say with
certainty.
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inventory number: 500

General description: one- and one-half-story rectangle endgable
brick house resting on a rock-faced coursed ashlar foundation with a
full cellar beneath.

Setting: the house is on a corner lot built to the property line on
the street elevations.

Roof: standing seam metal roof with paired flues in either endwall
to both sides of the gable peak. There are hip dormers on the facade
with two-over-two-light sash.

Cornice: corbeled brick.
Gable: projecting eaves with bedmould.
Facade: five bay symmetrical with the door in the center bay.

Windows: segmental arch over the woids, of alternating courses of
stretcher and double header brick with flat upper casing and sash,
stone sills, and two-over-two-light sash. Casing edge not visible.
Rear window has six-over-siz-light =sash.

Doors: the facade entry has stone steps and threshold with tooled
and bordered faces.

Side elevaticns: West - one centered attic window. East -
of f-center half-story window and two symmetrical first-story window
bays.

Rear elevation: two bay irregular with door in the first bay.

Outbuildings: close to the rear of the house is a small gable-roof
smokehouse with vents in the gable endwalls and a door in the south
elevation with triple rowlock segmental arch. There is a small board
and batten shed at the alley.
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inventory number: 499

General description: one- and one-half-story T-shape building with
the long side to the street, frame construction covered with modern
siding and resting on a scored concrete foundation with a full
cellar.

Setting: the house is built close to the property line on the
facade.

Roof: pressed metal shingle roof with two hip-roof dormers on the
facade roof face, symmetrically arranged.

Gable: projecting eaves.

Facade: three bay asymmetrical with door in the second bay. There
i= a hip-roof porch centered on the facade with turned posts and
balusters and ball finials on the newels. The porch and steps are
wood,

Windows: one-over-one-light sash.

Doors: the facade door has a tall glass single-light transom. The
door has a tall glass upper section over a double panel.

At the rear is an original wing which makes the T-shape. To either
side at the reentrant angles, there is on the west a filled porch,
and on the east an open porch. The porch has a ball finial newel
post and porch support posts.
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inventory number: 498

General description: one- and one-half-story L-shaped frame building
covered with modern siding and resting on a rock-faced coursed stone
foundation with a full cellar.

Setting: the house sits back from the sidewalk ca. ten feet. The
rear of the lot is dominated by a garden and grape arbor.

Roof: asphalt shingle.
Cornice: overhanging =saves.

Gable: projecting saves in the facade gable with paired window
cpenings in the half-story and the first story.

Facade: the entrance is in the reentrant angle of the two wings
which face the street. There is a continuous roofline over an open
porch at the entrance along the east wing. There are post brackets,
chamfered posts, square balusters, and a wood floor and structure to
the porch.

Windows: two-over-two-light sash with flat architrave.
Doors: the facade entry has a single-light transom.

Side elevations: the east-facing gable endwall has single centered
openings in both storys. The west elevation has two symmetrical bays
at the first story.

Rear elevation: there is a small shed-roof porch over an entry at
the rear on the east wing with chamfered posts =upporting the roof.

Cutbuildings: close to the house is a small brick smokehouse with
vents in the gable endwalls and with a segmental arch of stretcher
brick over the south board and batten door.
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inventory number: 496

General description: one-story rectangle endgable frame building
covered with modern siding and resting on a rock-faced coursed ashlar
foundation. There appears to be two major phases in the construction
of the house, though this is not clear. A seam in the foundation
masonry was detected on the east elevation.

Setting: the house is built close to the sidewalk.

Foof: standing seam metal.

Gable: boxed cornice and projecting eaves with bedmould.

Facade: three symmetrical bays with entrance in the center bay.
There is a small gable-roof porch over the entrance with jig-cut
brackete at the posts and chamfered posts.

Windows: two-over-two-light sash in all window cpenings.

Side elevations: East - one attic window and two irregularly placed
first-story windows. Seam in the foundation. The rear section
appears to be concrete. West - a modern addition obscures the

original house.

Rear elevation: there is a filled rear porch and a one-story
intersecting gable addition in the northeast corner.

Outbuildings: shed-roof cutbuilding with concrete foundation.
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inventory number: 520

General description: one- and one-half-story rectangular-shaped
house constructed of rock-faced cast stone, resting on a scored
concrate foundatien with a full cellar beneath.

Setting: the house is on a corner lot and is ca. ten feet from the
property line on either street elevation. There is a full garden and
arbor behind and te the west side of the house.

Roof: the endgabled roof is covered with standing seam metal. There
are two symmetrically arranged hip-roof dormers on the facade and a
single centered hip-roof dormer on the rear roof face, all with one-
over-one-light sash.

Gable: projecting gable eaves with bedmould and narrow friezeboard.
The pediment is frame constructed. The apex of the pediment is
covered with fishscale shingle work to the level of the window head.
The rest of the pediment is covered with alternating bands of triple
courses of butt and fishscale shinglework.

Facade: there are bordered corner quoins at all corners. The facade
has three symmetrical bays with the door in the center bay. There is
a shed porch across the entry, on turned posts with sguare balusters
and with a concrete floor.

Side elevations: East - two attic windows symmetrically arranged
with two first-story windows similiarly arranged over two cellar
windows. West is identical to the east except the cellar windows are
not present.

Bear elevation: four bays with a door in the third. There is a
shed-roof porch at the door.

Outbuildings: west of the house at the property line of the street
is a one- and one-half-story gable-roof building with vertiecal
boarded walls and a corrugated metal rocf.
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inventory number: 247

General description: one- and one-half-story brick rectangle-shaped
building resting on a rock-faced ashlar stone foundation with a wine
cellar and fermentation-press room beneath the main section of the house.

Setting: historically, the main road from the southeast entered town,
passing to the rear of the house. The main facade actually overlooks the
town of Hermann, sitting on the brow of the north-facing hill. The slope
before the house and on the east was covered with vineyards.

Roof: standing seam metal roof. There are three evenly spaced gable-roof
dormers with pilastered surrounds, heavily moulded pediment and continuocus
cornice. The windows, certainly replacements, are one-over-one sash.

Cornice: the exposed cornice is unadorned. Roof eaves are flush on the
gable endwalls with only a narrow corner board to which the edges of the
metal roof are nailed,

Facade: there are two facade bays in the second-phase building and five
in the first building. Starting on the left--the second-phase
building--the sequence is window, door, building line, then window,
double-leaf door, window, single door, window. There is a full porch
across the facade with a cant in the roofline, supported on boxed sguare
columns resting on brick piers. There is a slmple balustrade of square
balusters. The porch once had a wooden stair with surviving porch newels
with moulded body and ball finial. There is a beaded board ceiling to the
porch.

Windows: all windows have wood gills. There are one-over-one replacement
sagh in all facade windows except the last window bay, which has a
six-over-six-light sash window. Openings have segmental arch lintels of
stretcher brick alternating with double header brick. The upper =ash has
a flat head with a wood lintel supporting what may be later brickwork in
the arched space above the window. Half-story windows have one-over-one
sash with segmental lintels of header brick.

Doors: the second-phase door and the sixth bay door on the facade are
gimilar, with paneling and applied mouldings to the inner edge. The first
door has a Christian pattern paneling and the later has a large glass
light--probably an alteration--in the upper section. The double-leaf
doors each have two-light upper sections with exuberantly moulded
segmental arch-shaped lower panels. There is a two-light transom above
the double-leaf door. The second bay has a four-light transom and the
sixth bay door has a single-light transom. On the rear elevation is a
single-leaf door with a three-light transom. The west elevation has the
cellar entrance (described elsewhere), and a door in single leaf and glass
upper section with a beaded casing and a two-light transom with segmental
arch of header brick. The last bay on the west is a door, single leaf,
with a segmental arch of stretcher and double header brick in alternating
FOWS .

Side elevations: West - there are three bays--the first is the cellar
entrance and the others are single-door entrances. There is a gable peak
chimney on the oldest section of the house and a chimney flue midway on
the rear addition. There are two attic windows in the oldest section.
East - there are three bays, all windows--with two attic windows in the
gable. There are two cellar windows and a centered caellar-press room

entrance, all with segmental arch lintels of alternating rows of stretcher
and double header brick.

Rear =levation: there are seven irregularly spaced bays--two windows with
two-over-two-light sash to a building seam in the brickwork, then a door
and window toc ancther seam in the masonry, then three window bays.

cutbuildings: there are numerous outbuildings built of frame with metal
roafs and board and batten exterior walls. All seem to date to the same
ca. 1900 period. There is a covered opening between the main house and a
large cutbuilding which is of two levels, with a stone foundation. (See
drawing for building configuration.) There is a small brick smokehouse at
the southwest corner of the main house.

INTERIOR DESCRIPTION

There are three building phases to this house, all historic. The first
portion is the largest, consisting of the wine cellar bensath the house
and two large rooms above. This one- and one-half-story building had a
sawtooth cornice visible in the present attic. The rafters are peeled
logs. The ridge was not visible. There are sawn wood jack rafters for
the porch roof butted to the original rafters. FPresumably there was no
porch on the original house. Paint lines visible in the attic indicate
that there may have been a rear porch. The original house was probably
twa rooms. The wall separating them has been removed, but nail holes in
the floor show where it once stood. There was a narrow room the width of
the building, in which the boxed stair leading to the unfinished
half-story still survives. The boxing of the stair was added to in the
1880-90 period with a built-in cupboard. The whole covers the slanting
masonry of the barrel-vaulted wine cellar entrance. & small passage with
a brick half-arch (modern infill) is hidden within a small closet under
the stair. The boxing is of random-width edge-beaded tongue and grooved
planks with hand-planed inner sides. The closet door and the stair door
are flush mounted and board and batten construction of the same material
makes up the boxing on the stair. The cupboard has glazed paired doors.

Interior woodwork appears to have been replaced at the time the
second-phase building was added, with simple triangular-shaped window
architrave with an applied cuter edge mould strip.

Pressed tin covers the ceiling in the large parlor room of the original
building. The phase-two building was added to the east gable endwall of
the original house. It extended the house by two bays on the facade.
This room has long two-panel doors with exuberantly moulded window and
door triangular architraves with pronounced dogears.

The rear brick wing--added ca. 1880--extends the length of the rear
elevation. It was built in two stages with an original open portion
off-center--since filled in with brickwork.

Cellar: beneath the older portion of the house is the wine storage
cellar. The entrance is in the west elevation of the house on the
exterior. The door is two leaf with one larger than the other. The void
is arched with a flattened semi-elliptical lintel of brick with a
radiating-light transom above the board and batten doors. A herringbone-
patterned arch covers the stairs leading to the cellar which is

approximately 15 feet beneath the floor of the house. There are stone
steps. The cellar is constructed of stone with a stone barrel wault. The
stonework forms the foundation of the house for four and one-half feet, at
which point the stone vaulting begins. There are ventilating shafts
placed on the long walls. On the east wall is a stone endwall with a
six-step rise to a second room, probably used as a press and fermentation
room. This room has an exterior entrance and two small windows. It is
floored with a herringbone-patterned brick. The ceiling is the joist and
floor system of the room above. The whole was painted a light sky blue
originally.

The cellar walls appear to be independent of the house foundation walls
{see drawing). The walls of the press and fermentation room are, however,
the foundation of the house.

There are pintles in the masonry at the lower end of the west wine cellar
antrance. The door between the press and fermentation room and the wine
cellar is of later vintage.

General description: there are two major phases to this building. The
first was a rectangle-shaped endgable frame building of one and one-half
stories. The second phase extended the building te the north with an
intersecting roofline. The first phase has a rock-faced coursed stone
foundation, the second a concrete foundation.

Setting: the house sits well down the slope of a north-facing hill. To
the east is a grape arbor and garden.

Roof: the first stage is covered with pressed metal shingles and the
second has corrugated metal. On the south roof face of the first-stage
house are two dormers. The first has a gable rcof and a six-over-six-
light sash window. The second is a long shed-roof dormer which appears to
be of recent origin.

Gable: on the first phase the east endwall has projecting eaves with
bedmould while the east endwall has flush eawves.

Facade: not wvisible.

Windows: apparently there were six-over-six=-light sash, visible now only
in the attic windows.
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inventory number: 532

General description: one- and one-half-story rectangle endgable brick
house resting on a rock-faced coursed stone foundation with a full cellar
beneath.

Setting: the house is constructed to the property line on the facade.

Roof: covered with standing seam metal. There are long shed-roof dormers
on either roof face--both modern.

Facade: four bays with the door in the third. The first bay is a
closed-up door converted to a windew.

Wine production has always been ar important part of Hermann's
economy. A small private winery established by Michael Poesch
in 1847 grew into Stone Hill Wine Company, the most successful
of Hermann's commercial wineries. Building began on the prese
site in 1861. The original complex included the shipping cell
built that year and a residence-company office building built
in 1869. Before it was closed by Prohibition, the winery was
reported to be the third largest in the world and the second
largest in the United States. Used for mushroom culture for
many years, the original winery complex was recently returned
to the production of wine on a limited scale.

Shipping cellars: 1861 Michael Poeschel purchased the
property on which the winery is built in 1860. Both the
history of the county and a brochure published on the
sixty-fifth anniversary of the winery date the shipping
cellars to 1861.

Residence-office building: 1869 The history of 'the county
and the sixty-fifth anniversary brochure give 1869 as the
year that the residence-office building was constructed.
County tax records confirm this date by showing an increase
in assessed valuation at this time. A view of the town

of Hermann from the Missouri River drawn by A.Rugers in
1869 includes both the shipping cellars and the residence-
office building.
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inventory number: 279

General description: there are three major phases to this building.
The first is a two-story rectangle endgable building with a stone
first story and a brick second story. The second-phase building is
frame covered with lap siding, resting on a stone foundation. The
third is a frame ell on a concrete foundation.

Setting: the house sits at the property line on the facade and west
elevations. The property slopes up and the house is partly built
into the hillside.

Roof: all is covered with corrugated metal roofing.

Cornice: the brick section has a corbeled cornice beginning with a
stretcher course beneath a vertical header dentil topped by a
stretcher course.

Gable: on the brick section the gable is flush boarded.

Facade: First phase - there are three second-story symmetrical
window bays. The first story is also three-bay with the door in the
center. There appears to have been an open breezeway between the
brick section and the frame section. A facade door leads into a hall
between the two sections. There is a corner board visible on the
facade at what was once a corner of the open section.

Windows: in the second story there is flat arch stretcher brick in
the first phase with six-over-six-light sash, wood =ills, and casing
moulded in pattern A. In the masonry of the stone walls of the first
story there are segmental arches of stretcher brick.

Side elevations: West - one attic window and one window centered in
the second story. There is a single full-length window and a partial
second window in the first-story stone wall. The ground rises
rapidly from front to rear. East - there is a rock-faced coursed
stone foundation under the frame second phase. The rear el]1 has a
concrete foundation. There is a small gable porch over an entry in
the ell.

Rear elevation: there is a window-door-window arrangement wvisible in
the brick section in what is a grade level entry to the second

story. There is a full porch across the rear brick section with a
shed roof supported on turned posts.
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inventory number: 303

General description: two-stage building constructed of braced frame
and frame covered with lap siding with a rock-faced coursed stone
foundation under the older section and a concrete foundation. The
house is rectangle shaped with a gable roof.

Setting: the house sits midway down a steeply rising north slope of
a hill. An original roadway curved between the house and
presshouse-cellar, turning below the house and winding on into town.

Roof: covered with corrugated metal.

Facade: there are three bays with the door in the center. There is
a clear seam between the second and third bays, with an original
cornerboard in place.

Windows: two-over-two-light sash. The attic windows have six-over-
six-light sash.

Side elevations: East - there is a five-sided bay window added to
the house with two-over-two-light sash window openings in the three
larger faces, with a hip roof over the whole. There is a centered
attic window. The gable is flush eaved with only a fasciaboard.
West - single centered first- and attic-story windows. Eaves
project,

Rear elevation: there is a ca. 1920s addition to the rear of the
house replacing an earlier open porch.

INTERIOR DESCRIPTION

There are four distinct periods to the house and possibly a
fifth--all historic--that is, greater than 50 years old.

The first part of the house is a half-timber single room cabin
constructed of handhewn members with some sawn elements as well.
There was a finished half-story to this structure with collared
rafters as the ceiling structure to the half-story room. The
original stair location was impossible to reconstruct.

The second phase added the bulk of the house in its present form,
consisting of the hall to the left of the original room and an
approximately equal-sized room balancing the original room across the
hall. This addition defined the interior trim with triangular
pedimented architraves to door and window openings--plain
surrounds--and a moulded baseboard in hall and later room. The
flooring and trim in the earlier room were of recent date. There was
a stair to the finished half-story from the hall. At approximately
the turn-of-the-century the bay window facing to the east was added
to the house, at which time the rear porch was possibly built. Door
and window trim with corner bullseye blocks and heavily moulded
machine-made surrounds characterize the turn-of-the-century
remodeling. The last major phase came in the 1920s when the stair in
the hall was removed to accomodate a bathroom in its place and a new
stair constructed at the rear of the hall behind the bathroom wall
(see drawing). Parts of the rear kitchen wing date from this period
as well.

There is a curious detail in what must be the reuse of a door
surround found between the hall and the second phase-room. This door
has & narrow plain face with mitre corner joinery and edge beading.
The door stop is a typical moulding found on early Hermann houses.

It is likely that the doorway was reused when the first half-timber
cabin was altered with the addition of the second phase.
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inventory number: 304

This building once functioned as wine presshouse and fermentation
room, It is constructed of stone which extends downward to form the
walls of the large wine storage cellar below. The walls are from 18
to 21 inches thick and are of coursed rock-faced stone construction.
There is a two and a half foot frame kneewall above the stone
supporting the gable roof which is covered with corrugated metal.
The roof structure may be a later rebuilding as it is constructed of
sawn rafters and the original porticns of the kneewall are handhewn.
There is a plate ca. 4 x 6 resting on the stone wall with handhewn
jack studs (some are peeled and unpeeled logs) mortised to the plate
below and the primary plate on which the rafters rest.

On the exterior the kneewall is covered with wvertical beoarding. The
triangular gable area is covered with horizontal siding, though of
recent date.

There is a single window opening on the east wall, set in the
masonry. On the west there is a wide opening which probably
originally had double-leaf doors--this doorway facilitated entry by
wagons. To the north is a single-leaf door constructed board and
batten fashion. The floor has a ca. 1900 concrete covering. The
apex of the brick cellar wvault is just six inches beneath the
presshouse floor (see drawing).

The original entrance to the cellar was on the north face, but recent
construction of a road led to the collapse of the wall over the
entrance. The entry was at ground level, however, with stone wing
walls. A road curved around on the west above the cellar entrance,
giving ground level entry to the presshouse above.

The presshouse has handhewn & x 8 ceiling joists over which were laid
one inch planks for flooring. The joists rested In slots cut into
the top of the stone wall. The whole of the presshouse interior was
originally white-washed.

‘ARCHITECTURAL INFORMATION

The Rotunda is a single-story, open plan, octagonal
building with a steeply pitched double cupola roof.

Good

Octagonal plan, 52'11" wide.
Continuous stone walls.

Walls are 125" kiln-dried brick walls, laid in common
bond. The interior surface 1s painted white; the exterior
surface is unpainted.

Brick perimeter bearing walls with a composite roof truss
keyed to a 1l1%" square central column which is chamfered
into an octagonal section. Wood rafter plates along the
top of the brick walls support the 4" square rafters
(spaced 32" o.c.) and the 3x14" beams which are attached
to the sides of the column by wood bearing plates. A
number of the members have empty mortises indicating a
change in the truss configuration.

An enclosed, wood frame shed has been added onto the
east wall.

Windows

A window is centered on each face of the building (with
the exception of the two faces with doors). Each window
is a rectangular six-over-six double hung window, with
a semicircular head framed by a brick arch. The window

casings and sashes are painted white; the shutters are
painted green.

Doors and Doorways

There are two entrances into the building. The main
entrance (on the west wall) has contemporary six-panel
double doors. The rear doors ( on the east wall, enclosed
by the shed addition) are five panel doors. Both doorways
have fanlights.

Steeply pitched conical roof with a stacked double cupola,
which forms two clearstories. These are sided with white
clapboards; the roofs are corrugated metal painted green.

One gabled dormer on the east face of the roof.

The front doorway enters directly into the single octagonal
space. At present, rows of moveable chairs face a temporary
stage. The shed addition on the east is being used as a
dressing room behind the stage.

General description: one- and one-half-story house constructed of stone.
The facade, north elevation and part of the west elevation have pecked
ashlar masonry. The entrance is in the gable endwall which faces the
street on the east. Beneath the house is a small cellar with exterior
entrance., There is a modern frame addition on the south elevation.

Setting: the house is built to the street or property line an the
facade. The ground slopes rapidly away on the west and north.

Roof: standing seam metal roof with paired dormers on the north roof face
and a single centered dormer on the south.

Cornice: the cornice on the long walls is flush boarded with hanging
gutters.

Gable: the gable endwalls have projecting eaves with bedmould and narrow
board frieze.

Facade: there are three symmetrical bays with the entrance in the first.
Two symmetrical half-story windows punctuate the upper level. Over the
entry is a later porch. The porch roof is gabled, with the pediment to
the street with a continuous cornice and lap-sided face supported on
turned posts. Under the cornice is a wood modillion--dentil pattern
beneath which is a geometric jig-cut frieze with post bracketing.

Windows: s=egmental stone arches span the window and door voids though the
casing and upper sash are flat headed with six-over-six-light sash and
wooden sills.

Side elevations: North - five symmetrical window bays with cellar window
bays beneath the last three bays. South - there are two window bays with
a third doorway toward the back of the building.

Rear elevation: two symmetrical window bays in the first story. The
second window bay is smaller than the first. Two attic windows.

INTERIOR DESCRIPTION

The entrance has a two-light transom with three-light sidelights. The
trim on the interior of the entrance is matched on all woodwork in the
house.

All window and door openings are rectangular with mitred trim surround.
The original doors are handmade with moulded edges to the =ztiles and rails
on the inside edge, to the paneling of the Christian-type doors. The
original boxed stair was at the west wall over the smaller window in that
elevation noted from the exterior--it has been removed. The fireplace has
been altered though it is in its original location and is an integral part
of the exterior stone wall, though of brick rather than stone. The stone
fireplace and hearth base is visible in the cellar. Interior brick walls.
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inventory number: 230

General description: one- and one-half-story endgable rectangle home
built of stone on two walls and half-timber fachwerk covered with lap
siding on the other two walls. There is a stone arched wine cellar
beneath the house.

Setting: the house sits back slightly from the property line on the
facade. The ground slopes rapidly away from the house on the east with a
grade entrance to the cellar press room antechamber to the wine cellar.

It is possible to see the terracing for the grape vineyard on the adjacent
lots.

Boof: covered with asphalt shingle. There is a modern dormer on the rear
roof face,

Gable: 1n either endwall the eaves are flush.

Facade: there are three bays on the facade with the entry in the third
bay. & small porch covers the entrance with a gable roof and is supported
on chamfered wood posts.

Windows: wood lintels. The facade windows have an applied
triangular-shaped architrave with moulded dripcap. There are
slx-over-six-light sash. Originally there were probably wood sills which
have been replaced by concrete. The casing in moulded in a variant of
pattern A.

Side elevations: North - this is a stone wall with a single centered
attic window and two symmetrical first-story window cpenings. South =
there is a single attic window visible in the half-timber wall. The shed-
roof appendage once had a stone foundation replaced by concrete block--it
is of frame construction.

Bear elevation: there are two asymmetrical window openings--they are also
unmatched sizes. The cellar grade entrance is a double-leaf doorway with
flanking window openings. There is a modern gable-roof porch over the
entrance.

Outbuildings: to the north is a turn-of-the-century barn with vertical
board siding. East of the house is a brick smokehouse which has been
rebuilt recently from the original brick.

INTERIOR DESCRIPTION

There are two phases to this house--both historic, The first phase is the
larger main house structure built of stone on the north and west walls and
of fachwerk with well-executed brick masonry filling the interstices. The
original house has three rooms with one narrow room extending the length
of the building, into which the only exterior door gives entrance to the
house. This room also has the boxed stair leading to the unfinished but
floored half-story. The boxed stair was originally closed ca. 1900 with
standard "boxcar" siding. Below the risers and treads the stair is boxed
with random-width flush tongue and grooved planks. Beneath the stairs are
the stairs leading to the cellar beneath the house. There is a board and
batten door which appears to be of hand-planed board with a wrought iron
Norfolk-type lateh. There are handmade Christian doors betwesn the

rooms. The door from the long entrance room into the first room an the

left has a handmade rimlock with the characteristic lever action catch
attributed to German pattern. Beneath the window voids in the parlor are
open wooden shelves flush with the wall surface--only one remains open.
The peeled log rafters are butted and nailed at the ridge.

Cellar: the steps leading down te the cellar have been replaced. The
entire forepart of the cellar--against the east wall which has an exterior
door--was whitewashed. The doorway is original while the window openings
may not be--they appear to have been cut into the masonry at a later

date. The rest of the cellar is given over to a wine storage cellar with
three stone steps down to the lower cellar. The entrance is midway in the
wall, even with the exterior entrance. The board and batten dcors, pine,
edge-beaded, and random width, are original, one larger than the other and
fitted to the stone arch entrance barrel vault which intersects with the
stone barrel wvault in the cellar itself. The walls are straight for four
feet from the floor--structurally part of the foundation of the house--and
from that point the arch of the barrel wvault begins. There are
ventilation holes in either endwall.

Originally the house probably had porches on the east and to the south.
Certainly the fachwerk was originally left exposed rather than covered
with siding as is more often found in the region. The fachwerk was found
to be whitewashed in an exposed section (see drawing) and there is no
evidence of nail holes. The masonry was well-fitted and the joints
carefully pointed, further evidence that it was intended to be exposed
rather than cowvered, where the work would have not been so carefully done.

There i= a small frame building built with a shed roof on the south
elevation. This room dates ca. 1880 and was used as a work shop. The
interior walls and ceiling are covered with boxcar siding.
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inventory number: 234

General description: one- and one-half-story rectangle endgable building
constructed in two major phases--the first is brick and the second is
frame.

Setting: the house sits well back from the road though it is probably at
the property line--the street defining one boundary has not been opened.

Roof: corrugated metal roof. The dormer is on the newer section.
Facade: not visible.

Windows: there is a six-over-six-light sash window wisible in the frame
endwall. In the brick section the openings have segmental arches of
stretcher brick with two-over-two-light sash.

Side elevations: HNorth - one attic and one first-story window centered in
the frame wall. South - one attic and one first-story window in the brick
endwall. West - a door and a single window wvisible in the brick section.
There is a modern frame addition across the later frame addition to the
original house.

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inventory number: 514

General Description: Two and one half story irregular shaped brick
residence resting on a smooth dressed ashlar stone foundation with a full
cellar beneath,

Setting: The house sits well back om its lot with a low wall surmounted
by a cast iron fence,

Roof: patterned and colored slate roof which has a truncated roof shape.
On the facade there is a brick wall dormer rising above the eaves
with a half round pressed metal roof with finials and flanking volutes.

Cornice: Pressed metal cornice with hidden gutter system. There are
brackets and consoles at the cornice with a broad frieze--peneled with
rosettes.

Facadet Projecting from the facade is a slight wing from which projects
a second section or center bay with paired windows in either story.
There are beautifully executed stone pilasters seperating the window
bays which have flat arches with smooth dressed stone keystones and
skewblocks, There is a continuous band of smooth dressed stone

on level with the window lintels and sills which is carried across the
projecting wing and bay and then is picked up on the remainder of the
facade and side elevations,

The projecting wing and bay rise to a gable roof. On the wing there

is a brick stepped parapet wall with moulded stone coping on each step
rising to a highly decorative top step with pedimented cornice

and large metal fin#al. Each of the steps has an unusual smooth dressed
stone volute. The center projecting bay of the wing rises to a
seperate bay which matches in every detail the reoof dormer found on

the facade with its brick wolutes and pressed metal cornice roof.

The windows of the building and on the facade other than the wing have
a segmental shape with keystone and skewblocks. There is a door te

an open second story porch above the entry. There is a wrought iron
railing on the porch which has scrolled consoles at the cornice
supported on a single relatively simple tuscan capital column at the
outside corner on a tall plinth with ralsed lozenge panels on elther
face, The entry is in a recessed vestibule,
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inventory number: 280

General description: one- and one-half-story rectangular endgable
brick building constructed on a rock-faced coursed ashlar stone
foundation.

Setting: the house is constructed to the property line on the facade
and on the north side. The ground slopes away from the house on the
west with the house overlooking what was once vineyards below.

Roof: covered with standing seam metal. There are symmetrically
placed dormers on either long roof face with gable roofs and
six-over-six-light sash in the opening with segmentally shaped upper
sash head. The rear dormers have been closed in.

Cornice: there is an unusual entablature beginning with a string
course defining vertically divided panel areas of five brick courses
in height. The frieze is surmounted by a corbeled cornice of a
stretcher string band topped by a two-course stepped vertical header
dentil pattern.

Facade: the facade has five symmetrical bays with the entry in the
center bay.

Windows: woids are bridged with segmental arches of stretcher brick
alternating with double header courses. The upper sash and casing is
segmental-shaped conforming to the arch. There are stone gills and
six-over-six-light sash. The casing edge is molded type, pattern C.

Doors: the facade entry once had sidelights and transom which have
been closed. The latter was segmental-shaped, conforming to the
shape of the arch. The stone threshold has a striated face.

Side elewvations: both north and south elevations have an attic
window and two symmetrically arranged first-story window openings.

Rear elevation: obscured by a modern addition.
INTERIOR DESCRIPTION

The floorplan iz the typical four room plan built on a large center
hall with the front rooms larger than those to the rear.

Window and door facings have wide moulded facings,
Cellar:

The cellar is at grade level on the rear with five symmetrical bays.
The first two are closed-off windows with mitred and beaded casings
and segmental stone arches. The third is a doorway, single-leaf, and
the fourth is a low (ca. five feet) segmental-arched double-leaf
doorway, presumably for rolling barrels from the cellar. The last
bay is a small grilled vent with a stone lintel.

The door enters a chamber which once had a boxed stair which led
upstairs to the right rear room (removed). To the right, through a
stone wall with a segmental brick arch single-leaf door, is the press
~fermentation room which is one and one-half foot above the level of
the storage cellar.

The press room's ceiling--like all of the rooms except the storage
cellar--is smooth plastered over lathe and joists. The stone walls
of this room are whitewashed. There is a double-leaf door te the
storage cellar with a brick segmental arch and double-leaf door
surviving. The door is on pintle hinges and made of flush tongque and
grooved boards and segmental shaped.

The floor of the cellar is laid in herringbone-patterned brick.
The ceiling is brick arched.

The cellar is brick arched, supported on the stone foundation of the
house and the massive (22 inches) interior wall of stone. The
endwall is the outer east wall of the foundation of the house. Into
the outer wall are two raking stone vents below grade. On the south
is a raking stone wvent which rises to a below grade wvent and has an
intersecting segmental brick arch. Beyond the north wall is a dead
space in the cellar filled with dirt between the cellar and the next
room to the north. This would have been necessary for proper
insulation for the storage cellar.

The northeast room has four foot high brick benches approximately
three feet wide on three sides. The north wall bench is angled,
dropping approximately one foot over its length. There is a single
grade level vent to the exterior. The door into this room is from a
smaller room with a full window to the north and one to the west with
access from the stair chamber.
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inventory number: 281

The stone exterior wall is coursed rock-faced ashlar. On the
interior of the wall at four feet from the floor level there is a
shelf in the stone from which the brick half-arch begins. The brick
is in two courses set on end. The south wall of the cellar is stone
to the peak.

The whole of the structure was covered with whitewash. There is a
large vent in the stone in the barrel-vaulted rear room (see drawing
and photo). There is an 18 inch stone wall where the brick arched
roof ends with a five and a half foot doorway closed with two-leaf
door with original red paint intact. There is an eight foot outer
room for new wine fermentaticn. The ceiling was wood joist (the
holes in the masonry clearly seen--with one charred joist still in
place). There are wventilaticn holes on either wall. A&bove the
entrance is a brick flue for a stove.

The entrance faces to the north. The opening is five and a half feet
wide with a 4.5 by 5 foot wood lintel below a half-arch of brick set
into the stone masonry with double header and stretcher brick in
alternating bands. The door te the storage cellar had a similar
brick arch which has collapsed. The door shape fitted the shape of
the arch of the interior doorway. The door is board and batten
hanging on pintle and hook metal hinges.

The exterior entrance probably once had a fan light over the
doorway. There are remnants of the wood structure still adhering.

Approximately one foot of dirt covers the top of the arch. 0On top of
the cellar was the presshouse (since torn down).
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inventory number: 651

General description: two-level rock-faced coursed stone endgable
building.

Setting: the building sits below the ridge top on the west face with
Guttenburg Street between it and the house to which it is associated
{inventory number 650). The upper level is at grade, which appears
to be the level of the original roadway from the north--Guttenburg
Street. A second roadway cuts away from the road to the north and
leads to the lower-level entry.

Corrugated metal covers the roof. The entry to the upper level is in
a gabled centered wall dormer rising from the wall plane. There are
no other openings on the east wall of the upper level. On the north
and south endwalls the eaves are flush with the stone masonry. There
are slit wvents in the upper level on the north wall. The lower level
has a window cpening. There is a window opening in the upper level
in the south endwall.

The lower level has a wood lintel in the masonry with double-leaf
doors. There are five evenly spaced slit wents in the upper level
wall,

The floor and 2 x 10 joists of the upper level are also the ceiling
to the lower level. The lower level has a dirt floor.

INTERTOR DESCRIPTION

Interior door frames have triangular pediment architraves with
applied trim bead. The doors are handmade Christian-type pattern
with moulded and mitred interior edges on the stiles and rails.

The north and south walls on the interior are of two courses of brick
while the east-west walls are of one course of brick masonry.

All window openings in the stone masonry have a ca. two-inch bewvel
angle. The baseboard in the parlor room has a simple round-cut
moulding.

The boxed stair leading to the unfinished but floored attic story is
constructed of flush random-width boarding with a board and batten
door of the same material with a Norfolk-type latch. There is
evidence for there having once been a board wall and door separating
the wall into two sections (see drawing).

In the northeast room there is a fireplace opening with a segmental
arch of alternating courses of double header and stretcher brick.

There seem to be both sawn and handhewn joists used in the house
construction. The rafters are peeled and unpeeled pole rafters
butted and nailed at the ridge.

There are stabilizing rods with ties in the attic story visible on
the exterior. The ties are connected to the outer rafters.

Wine storage cellar:

The wine cellar and press room are integrated into the construction
of the main house itself, with the stone walls of the wine cellar
rizing as the foundation and structure of the house itself. The wall
separating the storage cellar and press room is the foundation to the
interior wall separating fore and back rooms on the north side of the
hall. The south wall of the storage cellar is the foundation of the
east-west wall of the center hall.

New construction has altered the original exterior entrance by
surrounding it with concrete walls, though not affecting its
appearance. The doors, however, are missing. They were double-leaf,
swinging on pintles still visible on inner and outer wall faces. The
opening in the stone outer wall was bridged with a segmental stone
arch. The antechamber ceiling is the joists and floor of the room
above. There is a raking vent in the outer north wall of the room.
Another set of doors lead to the storage cellar itself--these too
swung on pintles. The arch bridging the void is constructed of brick
of two courses of alternating coursing of double header and stretcher
brick. This interiocr wall is of stone.

The storage cellar has a wider than usual dimension roofed with a
segmental-shaped vault constructed of brick two courses thick laid on
end in alternating courses of header and stretcher brick.

The west endwall is the house foundation itself, as is the north
wall, and so, of stone. On the north wall the brick arch begins ca.
six feet from the level of the floor. On the west wall the brick
arch is engaged with the stone wall except where there are two
symmetrically placed vents above the level of the arch to either side
of the arch peak.

The presshouse to the winery is an endgabled one-story
rectangle-shaped brick building., The foundation is concrete. The
north elevation has four symmetrical bays with doors in the =second
and third bays. There are double rowlock segmental arches over all
voids. The roof ls covered with corrugated metal. ©On the east
endwall the wall rises to a roof parapet with a large center peak
step. There are two symmetrical window bays in this wall. The
cellar entrance is below at grade level. The south elevation has
four window bays with cellar windows beneath.

Under the brick presshouse is a cellar, the walls of which form the
foundation to the presshouse above. The walls and floor are of
concrete. The joists of the presshouse are exposed in the room
below. There was once an interior stair to the presshouse, since
removed. There are four evenly spaced windows at grade in the south
wall. It is approximately 16 feet from the floor to the joists of
the presshouse. The entrance to this fermentation and storage rcom
is at grade, cut intoc the hill from Market Street.

Over the segmental arch is a stone keystone set into the wall with
"H. Schns & sons 190&" carved on it, as well as a grape cluster.

bpproximately 20 feet of dirt fill separates the two cellars from one
another.

It, too, is constructed of
concrete in its entirety, including the barrel vault. In the west
endwall are concrete steps leading te the cellar beneath the house in
which Sohns lived, also part of the winery complex.

No original plans of the house have been located, however,
it does appear in some of the earliest views of Hermann.

It is included in the 1860 view of Hermann from the south-
east by Edward Robyn, the 1869 view of Hermann from the
Missouri River by A. Rugers, the 1877 view of Hermann from
the Missouri River by Edward Robyn, a photograph of the town
taken between 1869 and 1877 now in the Hermann Museum, and
rhe Sanbhorn Perris Insurance Maps of 1898, 1908, and 1917.

The Pommer-Gentner House originally may have been a duplex.
The major alterations involve the connection-of the two parts.
Two rooms added at the rear of the house are the only major
addition.

Between 1841 and 1869, a noe story frame porch or shed was
added across the rear of the house.

After 1877, two rooms were added to the rear of the house
replacing the porch and giving the house a U-shape. Both
rooms extend through the full two stories. The ceilings

on both stories of the addition and the floor of the second
story rooms are lower than those in the original structure
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to allow the addition to fit under an extension of the
original roof. When these rooms were added, the windows at
the rear of the original house were bricked in. The doors
connecting the addition to the house on the first floor

and the second floor door to the south part of the addition
were added. The north part of the addition on the second
tloor is entered through a door opening onto the U at the
rear of the house. Here there originally was an enclosed
balcony with a staircase from the %irst floor level. The
stairs and the frame enclosure have been removed leaving
only the balcony between the added rooms. The metal balcony
railing came from a local bank demolished several years ago.
The balcony can also be reached from the hall on the second
floor through an added doorway. In the northern room of the
addition on the first floor, two doors opening onto the U
replace the original single opening.

There are signs of an original interior staircase in the
floor of the second story hall. This staircase, on the
north wall of the southern room, probably would have blocked
the doorway now connecting the north and south parts of the
house. Since this doorway has a different moulding than the
other openings, and may have been blocked by the staircase,
it is probably a later addition.

The front door open onto a brick paved platform. At the
present time, this platform is reached by a stone staircase

on its southern side. The staircase and the brick paving of
the platform were added by the Brush and Palette Club in

1959 and replace the existing wooden stairs and platferm

floor which were in a deteriorated condition. Although this
platform with stairs on its south side appears in the Sanborn
Perris Insurance Maps beginning in 1898, it is not .the original
arrangement. A photograph (1869-77) in the Hermann Museum
shows a wooden platform resting on a mound of earth and reached
by two sets of stairs, without railings, perpendicular to the
facade, one at the north and one at the south.

Historical Events
and Persons:

was adopted betwcen 1877 and 1898.

Both the original building and the addition were first
roofed with wooden shingles but now are covered with

bent seam sheet metal.

The present interior staircase, against the west wall of
the original north room, was added by the Brush and Palette
Club in 1956/57. Although it does not belong to the house,
it is contemporary with it, coming from a house on lot 14
East Second Street built in 1840/41. This staircase opens
into the second floor hall through an existing doorway,
which once connected the hall and the northern bedroom.

Due to the addition of this staircase, the southwest corner
of that bedroom is now closed in. There is a bathroom
installed under this added staircase.

The basement, finished for the Chamber of Commerce but
never used, has shelves along its walls and a bathroom.

The stairs to the attic were added by the Brush and Palette
Club. The attic was originally reached by a ladder.

The Brush and Palette Club has replaced several of the
windows and ceilings and has repaired the trim of the cornice
and pediment on the facade.

Caroline Pommer brought her family to Hermann from Philadelph
during the first two years of settlement. Her husband, a
craftsman whe made musical instruments, died shortly before
the move. In the construction of the Pommer-Gentner House,
Mrs. Pommer realized plans that she and her husband had made
while still in Philadelphia. Dr. Charles Gentner, a later
occupant of the house, was a descendant of Henrr Gentner,

one of the very first settlers to arrive in Hermann. Dr.
Gentner travelled a great deal. According to a local story,
he purchased a mummy on a trip to the Middle East, brought it

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PART II. ARCHITECTURAL INFORMATION
A. General Statement
Architectural Character: A 2% story brick building, the Pommer-Gentner House
reflects the federal style in its plan and detailing.
1ts Greek Revival front pediment makes it one of Hermann's

more pretntious early buildings.

Condition of Fabric: Fair-good. The north foundation wall is settling, causing
cracks in the walls above.

B. Description of Exterior

Overall Dimensions: The building is rectangular with two symmetrical rear
wings.

Original building: 19'8" x 38'4"
Rear wings: I2%2% x 1302

Foundations: Uneven coursed, sguared limestone rubble walls.

Wall Construction: 13" thick kiln-dried brick walls laid in Flemish bond.
The rear (west) wall is painted white; the others are
unpainted.

Structural System: Brick perimeter bearing walls with wood floor joists

and roof framing members. First floor joists in the
original section are 2%"x10" boards, spaced 16" o.c.
Rear wing floor joists are 2%"x8". Rafters are rough-cut
3"x4" boards, spaced 24" o.c. They lead from a rafter
plate to a 1"x6" ridge beam, with no vertical or
horizontal bracing.

Porches: The front stone steps lead up to a brick-paved stoop,
which runs the length of the east wall.

C. Description of Interior

second floor balcony, cantilevered from the west wall of
the main section, between the two wings, replaces an
earlier enclosed balcony.

Four end brick chimneys.

Windows -
Rectangular six-over—-six double hung windows with a
variety of heads. Windows on the east wall have plain
wood lintels and sills. The original molded frames of

the first floor windows have been covered by flat casings
to which shutters were attached at cone time. Other windows
have steel lintels, flat or segmental brick arches, or
plain wood lintels. A lunette is centered in the front
pediment.

Doorways and Doors

The two pairs of front doors are framed by pilasters

and transoms. Evidence on the casements indicates the
existence of shutters at one time. A diagonal beaded
plank door sits at the entry into the basement.

The main section of the house has a parapeted gable running
parallel with the front of the building, with a pedimented
portico extending over the front stoop. A stone cornice
piece begins the parapet on either side of the gable. The
rear wings have shed roofs which are continuations (with

a change of pitch}) of the main roof.

Two gabled dormers on the west side of the original section.

Basement: A patial basement with exterior access is
situated under the original section of the house.
