The property was sold to Mary Wilson in 
1889 however, indicating that the house may have been built after that date. The 1888 city directory may be giving 
reference to a house built adjacent to the property owned by the Wilson's The property was sold to Jno. Bowler in 
1895. Frank and Mary Bowler appear as residents of the home in the 1905-06 city directory. W.A. Bruce purchased the 
property from the Bowlers at an unknown date and later sold ii to E.F. Laningham in 1914. Deed records indicate that 
Morton White owned the property in 1929 and later sold the home to Daisy M. White who sold it to Chas. E. Lavery. 
Norman W. Maloney then purchased the property in 1964 and sold it to Earl E. Heatwole in 197 1. Glen Robinson 
purchased the property in 1975 and sold it to its current owner, Douglas Longaker in 1986.

T. Significance 

Although the house is probably one of the older houses on the north side of Lee's Summit, alterations have modified its 
appearance from the historic period. The house would not be a contributing element in a potential historic district, 
although returning some of the building's key design features (front fenestration) may reverse this situation. (1994) 

History 

Located in Howard's First Addition, platted in 1867, the fi rst recorded owner of this property after the creation of the plat 
was T.H. Black. T.H. Black was listed at this location in the 1888-89 city directory. The home appears on the 1904 plat 
map. Black later sold the property to B.K. Gwathney in 1898 who in turn sold the property to Nancy J. Gwathney in 
1903. Eliza Majors purchased the property in 1905 and sold it to Fred Majors in 1911. Eliza Majors was listed in the 
1905-06 city directory at this location. Later owners were W .D. Trowbridge (1913), L.H. Trowbride (1915), J. Frasure. 
James Taggart owned the property in 1929. Later owners were Minerva Taggart, Gordon F. Taylor and Charles

Later owners were 
Chas. Talley (1897), Charles Etue (1908), Jno. Sampson (1916), Magdalena Etue (1918), and Nell and Wm. Etue (1991).

History 

This house was built c.1925 in Butterfield's Addition, platted in 1909. As building records in this area are extremely 
scarce, the construction date is an estimation based partly on the style of the home, known construction dates of similar 
homes in the neighborhood, the Jackson County Courthouse's granter/grantee deed index, and on the Sanborn Fire 
Insurance Maps. The 1904 Atlas shows this area, 42.25 acres, as being owned by M. Butterfield, with a nursery and five 
packing houses on the grounds. The 1905-06 city directory lists Butterfield, M. & Son (Maurice and Jesse S. Butterfield) 
as proprietors of the Lee's Summit Star Nurseries, and Butterfield's Cider Plant, located on the northwest comer of 2nd 
and Jefferson. Deed records indicate that R.W. Ross was the first to buy the lot from Butterfield in August, 1913. U.S. 
Census records do not show anyone living here in 1910 or 1920. This home is shown on the 1935 Sanborn map, the 
first one to cover this area.

This small house is very similar in size, scale, and design to its neighbors at 402 and 504 SE 3rd Street. The clipped­
gable roof has wide eaves. The entrance is centered in the symmetrical three-bay fayade, sheltered beneath a gable­
front portico. Fenestration includes paired, six-over-one light, double-hung sashes with snap-in mullions. The openings 
have flat, wood surrounds with simple molded caps. An exterior brick chimney rises on the east wall in front of the 
ridgeline. 

T. Significance 

No significant alterations have been made to this building and it retains a high degree of architectural integrity. It would 
be a contributing element to a historic district. 

History 

Farmer John T. Lacy purchased property at the southeast corner of 3rd Street and Grand Avenue in 1889. In 1908, he 
subdivided his property to create the Lacy Addition. The addition included seven lots fronting on 3rd Street. Lots 2 
through 6 were further subdivided so that the resulting streetscape contains nine lots instead of the original seven. D.F. 
Langsford purchased the property from Lacy, and subsequently John L. Langsford was recorded as the owner. The style 
of the dwelling suggests a construction date around 1920, probably during the Langsford ownership. Anne M. Nelson 
purchased the property in 1976 and sold it the following year to William 0. Stanton and his wife. In 1979, Mr. and Mrs. 
Paul Stanton were listed as owners.

The full­
width porch has a shallow, front-gabled roof. Square porch posts, arranged in groups of two and three, rest on wood 
bases with recessed panels. A low matchstick balustrade runs between the bases. Knee braces and cornice returns 
adorn all of the wide eave lines. The entrance is located at one end of the three-bay fa<;;ade. Fenestration includes 
three-over-one llight, four-over-one light, and six-over-one light, double-hung sash windows, arranged singly, in pairs, and 
in a band of three. Decorative shutters flank each window opening in the main fa<;;ade. A gabled bay window projects 
from the west wall. 

T. Significance 

A good example of Craftsman style architecture, this building retains a high degree of architectural integrity. It would be 
eligible for individual register designation. 

History 

According to county atlases, this property was part of a large landholding owned by William Woods in the decade after 
1900. The 1904 atlas shows a house in the vicinity of 501 SE 3rd Street, and according to the 1905 Hoye's City 
Directory, Woods owned a house on 3rd Street. In 1917, Lidia Williams is listed in county records as the property 
owner.

T. Significance

History 

In 1904, this property was in the ownership of Annie 8. Carr. The Carr family resided on 3rd Street, although it does not 
appear that their dwelling remains extant. The style of this dwelling suggests a construction date circa 1920. The Carr 
family continued to own this property in 1931, although they shortly sold to F.K. George.

The cross-gabled roof of this house forms an asymmetrical T-shaped plan. The irregularity of the building form was 
accentuated by the porch that wraps around one side of the dwelling. Slender, battered posts on brick piers support the 
hipped porch roof. The wide eaves return to form full pediments in the gable ends. Each gable peak contains a small, 
square window. Individual one-over-one light, double-hung sashes comprise the primary fenestration. The windows 
openings have flat wood surrounds with simple molded caps.

The west side first story held the lunch room, groceries, and movie house on the first floor, with 
the upstairs devoted to the Woodmen Hall. The east side held Ocker & Martin furniture through the 1890s. In the 1900s, 
it became Jos.

The main entry of this modified Four Square home is flanked by full-length shutters and is off center on the south 
fa9ade. Shutters flank individual one-over-one light windows that symmetrically located on the south and east fa9ades. 
A hip roof porch, supported by square Doric columns, wraps around the west and south fa9ades; a railing of turned 
balustrades extends between the columns. The porch foundation is open and screened with lattice. A dormer that 
extends from the roors ridge faces south and contains two windows. Additions to the north and east fa9ades were done 
by R. and L. Cauby in 1991 and 1992. (1994) 

T. Significance 

This residence is a good example of a popular turn-of-the-century American Four Square and would contribute to a 
historic district. (1994) 

History 

Originally located within Hearne's Second Addition. this home is now located in the Sunrise Addition, platted in 1954 by 
Carmel and Helen Ritterman. The house does not appear on the 1904 plat map, but was likely built shortly after the map 
was created; no residents were listed in the 1905-06 city directory. Deed records indicate that John Harris purchased the 
property from N.S. Clark. Current residents believe that the Harris' purchased the property in the 1920s and sold it in the 
1930s. Records show that the property was vacated in 1933 by court order. David Derge is listed as owning the 
property after it was supposedly vacated. In 1944 the property was vacated again. The Rittermans, owners of the 
property following Derge, eventually replatted the area in 1954. L.J. Chancellor purchased the property in 1960. Later 
owners include Robert Walz (1963) and Richard and Linda Cauby (1991 ).

On the front is a large gable roof dormer with gable returns similar to those on the north and south elevations. The 
dormer has paired, one-over-one light windows. On the front of the first story is a centered door flanked by a set of three 
windows on each side. On the south is a three-sided, one-story bay with a hip roof. The house has a centered chimney. 
The foundation material is stucco over concrete. (1991) 

T. Significance 

The loss of a associated land from across the street somewhat reduces the integrity of the site. However, due to the 
high number of remaining outbuildings and its historic dairy associations, it would be eligible in a thematic nomination.

In 1877. this property was part of a 160-acre tract owned by A.H. Powell. By 1911, J.E. and L.A. McKeighon owned 
tracts of land on both sides of what was to be called Douglas Road. In 1931, L.A. McKeighon owned a small tract of land 
on the west and J. McKeighon owned a small tract on the east - approximately 9-12 acres each. A small dairy bottling 
operation was on the east side, on what today is McKeighon Park. The second house on the site is 716 North Douglas.

This relatively small lot is crowded with several small outbuildings, all of which are in good shape. There are a few trees 
west of the house. Fencing is a combination of wood picket, running board, and chain link. Located on a street primarily 
zoned light industrial, across from a city park. Outbuilding# 2 is a one-story barn that is nearly square in shape. It has a 
composition shingle gable roof, with a hanging gable hay hood on the east gable end. There are two flanking additions 
on the north and south that extend as secondary roofs. The siding is vertical wood. There are large, rectangular entries 
on the east gable end. Outbuilding# 3 is a new, long rectangular structure that has a metal gable roof with the ridgeline 
running north/south. The siding is also metal. Outbuilding # 4 is also a one-story, rectangular metal structure with a 
metal gable roof. [outbuilding # 4 is a parked semi-trailer] Outbuilding# 5 is a very small , square, one-story structure 
that has a steeply pitched gable roof with composition shingles and overhanging eaves with exposed rafters and appears 
to be an outhouse. The siding is horizontal wood. Outbuilding# 6 is a square, one-story shed roof structure with 
clapboard siding. An entry door and window are on the east elevation, and two square windows are on the south 
elevation. Outbuilding #7 is a one-story shed with a saltbox roof. The south elevation is open, with wood posts dividing 
the opening into two stalls.

This one-and-one-half story Craftsman bungalow has overhanging eaves with exposed rafters. There is a three-quarter 
length, shed roof porch on the front (east) with a brick balustrade. The windows are one-over-one lights and are paired in 
the gable end, which also has clapboard siding. There is brick on the first story. There are two gable roof, clapboard 
dormers - on the north and south - and a central chimney. A shed roof, enclosed addition is on the south side with 
beaded board siding and nine-pane windows. some of which have snap-in muntins. (1991) 

T. Significance 

At this time, a large number of the outbuildings remain in good condition. The barn appears to be a variation of the 
transverse-frame type in which the main entry does not run under the ridgeline of the gable roof. The farm site would 
probably contribute to a thematic nomination associated with the agricultural context, as it is a good representative of a 
diversified farmstead. (1991) 

Since 1991, vinyl siding has been added to the front gable and dormer walls of the residence (#1) and a poured concrete 
root cellar that was neglected in the 1991 survey has been discovered. In addition, it appears that Outbuilding #6 has 
been replaced with a small, gable-front shed. (2001) 

History 

In 1877, this property was part of an 80-acre tract owned by William Hagan who had a house on this site. By 1911 , 120 
acres belonged to Jonathon T. Stayton. By 1931 , he has acquired another 60 acres to the north, which has today been 
taken over by 1-470. The house was constructed by the Staytons and the farm still remains in the family.

There are mature deciduous trees and cedar trees around the house and some of the outbuildings. The fence is a 
combination of rolled wire with metal or wood posts, and running board . A gravel drive curves south and west from 
Douglas. The house sets back a distance from the road. Outbuilding #2 is a small, rectangular animal shed that has a 
saltbox roof with composition shingles. It has vertical wood siding. The south end is open, with two wood posts dividing 
it into three "bays." Outbuilding #3 is the 1 %-story barn that has vertical wood siding and is set on a concrete 
foundation. It has a gable roof, with an extended, secondary shed roof on the east. A hanging gable hay hood is on the 
south. The barn is three bays wide, including the extension. The entry is on the extension (east) bay, with a square, 
sliding wood door on the north and south gable sides. Outbuilding #4 is a small, rectangular-shaped, concrete block 
building that has a gable roof with wood shingles. It has overhanging eaves with exposed rafters. Two windows are on 
the south gable end, and a door and window on the east. Outbuilding #5 is a one-story, rectangular structure that has a 
gable roof with composition shingles. It has board-and-batten wood siding, and two windows with nine lights on the north 
and south gable ends. The east elevation has a window and entry door and the south elevation has two, single car 
garage bays. Outbuilding #6 has a shed roof and overhanging eaves with exposed rafters. It has wood siding. 
Outbuilding #7 is a composition shingle, gable roof garage that has two car bays and a sliding wood door on the east 
gable end. It has board-and-batten wood siding. (1991) 

A poured concrete dome root cellar (#8) was neglected in the 1991 survey. In addition, it appears that Outbuilding #6 
was replaced with a small , gable-front shed with a sliding door on the east gable end and vinyl siding.

The first church building was constructed in 1868 at 4th and Jefferson and was called 
the 4th Street Methodist Episcopal Church. In 1871, the church was on Douglas near 3rd Street. William B. Howard, the 
founder of Lee's Summit, had donated the two lots for these churches. In 1921-22, after the northern and southern 
factions of the Methodist Episcopal Church had settled their differences, the Lee's Summit United Methodist Church 
constructed a new building at 2nd and Douglas, on the site of Matthew Short's cottage. Carl Sechler, noted local 
contractor, was the builder of the church, which cost $53,000. The new building was partly the result of the generosity of 
Milton Thompson (developer of Lake Lotawana and owner of the famous Highland Farms), who donated $27,000 for the 
construction. An art glass panel is in the Howard Lounge of the church. It had been placed in the cancel of the previous 
church by William B. Howard's wife, in his memory, and was moved to this church.

T. Significance 

This farm is an excellent representative of a "showplace" farm. Like Longview Farms and Highland Farms, the owners 
made their money in other ventures and spent it building this farm. This house is Lee's Summit's only example of 
residential Neoclassical. Besides Longview, it contains the only single-purpose barn for horses (#4 ). It contains many 
special features for the care and exercise of horses, and would probably be individually eligible for the National Register. 
However, the site arrangement, collection of outbuildings (including the recently rehabilitated caretaker's residence), and 
main house make the entire site worth of individual listing on the National Register. Further research is still required on 
the Tolls, however. (1990/1991) 

Since 1991, there have been no apparent alterations to the buildings. However, neglect has caused significant 
deterioration, including the collapse of one outbuilding (#5) and the failure of the roof of the "guest house" (#3). The 
neighboring.lots have been developed for commercial and religious purposes and this property is currently for sale as a 
commercial property. Due to its local rarity and high degree architectural integrity, it would be eligible for designation.

History 

In 1877, this property was part of a 240-acre tract owned by S.G. Griffis. A house and orchard were located on the site. 
By 1911, Grace K. Toll owned 80 acres. The tolls built the present house and most of the outbuildings. From that 
period, it was used for raising horses - the Tolls raised Saddlebreds. In 1831, Emma Marr was the owner. Dr Robinson 
was the owner until the 1980s. He also raised horses, and he ran his veterinary clinic at the site. At this time, one still 
operates there.

The style, materials, and location of the present house support the conclusion that it 
dates from this period. By 1911, the 80-acre tract was owned by A.T. Grimes, who owned it through the 1930s. Grimes 
was a farmer at first, but later started to sell insurance in the 1940s. His agency still operates in Lee's Summit. His 
departure from full-time farming probably resulted in the loss of the other farm buildings.

T. Significance

This I-house has been altered with many additions. To the west is a one-story, hip roof addition with a single, one-over­
one light window in the front.

This Four Square house has a steeply pitched roof with overhanging, enclosed eaves. The three-quarter length, one­
story, front porch has a hip roof and tapering round columns. It is screened-in, with thin wood dividing strips between the 
screen. On the west side is a one-story enclosed addition with a hip roof that wraps around the entire rear (north) of the 
house. On the east side is a one-story box bay with a hip roof. There is a hip roof dormer (2020 Southwest Hook Road) 
on the front with two windows with six fixed lights. The windows are one-over-one lights. There are two chimneys on the 
interior. (1991) 

T. Significance 

Despite alterations (which probably occurred during the historic period}, the milk cooling building is the only example of 
its type remaining in Lee's Summit. Just a few dairies were large enough to have their own heating and cooling 
operation. Several smaller dairies around Lee's Summit depended upon farms such as Hook's, or sent their milk into 
Chapman Dairy in town. It is an important structure on its own accord, but the site itself (with its large collections of 
outbuildings, barns, residences, and worker houses) is significant as well . Next to Longview Farms, which is in a class of 
its own, it is one of the largest collections of farm buildings remaining. It is the largest dairy operating remaining and 
would be eligible for listing on the National Register. An agricultural district nomination is also possible, with Summit 
View Stables to the west included. (1991) 

Since 1991, the context of this farm has been lost with the demolition of nine of the 14 associated buildings. However, 
the remaining buildings retain their architectural integrity. (2001) 

History 

I/I/hat was eventually to become the Hook Dairy Farm encompassed many acres. In 1877, it included all 160 acres of 
J.B. Harrison's farm, and part of tracts owned by S.E. English, James Chambers, and 1/1/illiam Chrisman. In 1911, John 
Hook, who came to Jackson County in the 1860s, owned 240 acres, and George Chambers had 280 acres. By 1931, 
C.C. Hook, Clifford Hook, Art 1/1/. Hook, and R.C. Hook owned a combined 520 acres. It was C.C. Hook who built up the 
dairy business. He started with a small herd around 1916, and by 1926 was the fifth largest distributor of milk in Kansas 
City. His farm was featured in a 1926 Jackson County Rural Chamber of Commerce book. The following information is 
taken from that publication. At that time, his herd of Holsteins numbered 60, and he was expanding by operating his own 
breeding stables as well. One-thousand gallons of milk were distributed by the farm daily. However, (sic) was produced 
on the farm. C.C. Hook & Sons began a distribution diary, and collected milk from the smaller dairies around Lee's 
Summit. The farm operated five delivery trucks, and maintained a large cooling and heating plant on the farm. C.C. 
Hook was an active member of the Cow Testing Association and other dairy organizations in the country. He won 
several prizes in country experiments for operating the most economical and profitable herds. A businessman at heart, 
he also led a movement to help the smaller dairy farms. He planned for a cooperative system where farmers purchased 
their own pure-bred bulls, thereby improving the grade of milk Mr. Hook distributed. Hook's plan was to eliminate cows 
which did not produce at a profit, as well as to improve the grade of milk. The farm operated as a complete dairy unit. It 
produced, bought, prepared and distributed the milk. It bred, fed, milked and sold its own cattle. It raised clover, alfalfa, 
and soy bean hay for the cattle, as well as the grains used for feed. In 1926, C.C. Hook operated the farm with his two 
sons, Arthur and Ralph. Photographs from this 1926 publication show barns #9 and #10 with another barn which is no 
longer standing. In addition, the milk cooling plant, #13, is much smaller in the 1926 photo. Present in that photo (but 
missing today) is an adjoining water cooling tower and silo.

This very large farm complex straddles both sides of Hook Road to the west of Pryor. The buildings are on a rise and the 
land slopes down to the north, east and south. There are some trees around the buildings, but the surrounding land is 
primarily open fields.

Outbuilding #9 is a 
long, one-story barn with an "L" shaped plan, with two cross-gable roofs. The main portion of the barn has Its ridgeline 
running north/south. The south gable end has a large, rectangular entry with passage running under the ridgeline. The 
west elevation has many small , square windows directly under the eave overhang. It has a metal roof and vertical wood 
siding. Outbuilding #10 is a W.-story rectangular barn with a gable roof with the ridgeline running east/west, and two 
adjoining shed roof additions on the west gable end. A large rectangular opening is on the south, with the passageway 
running perpendicular to the ridgeline. It has composition shingle roofing and vertical wood siding. Outbuilding #11 is a 
one-story, rectangular structure with a gable roof with the ridgeline running north/south. The roof material is metal and 
the siding is vertical wood. There are two ventilators on the ridgeline. There are windows and entry doors on the east 
and west side, and a window on the north and south gable ends. Outbuilding #12 is a complex, two-story dairy building 
that has multiple rooflines and additions. The main portion of the building has a two-level gable roof, with the ridgeline 
running east/west. To the rear (north) is a shed roof addition which extends the primary roofline to nearly six feet above 
ground. A wrap-around addition covers the western half of the south fac;ade, as well as the west fac;ade. At the comer of 
the wrap-around is a gable front projection. The windows are two-over-two lights. There are many doors. On the main 
two-story section, the first story is constructed of brick and the remainder of the structure is horizontal wood siding. The 
roof eaves are unenclosed and have exposed rafters.

Since 1991, a previously unsurveyed historic chicken coop (#15) with shiplap siding and a metal roof has been located to 
the southeast of building #2. The garage (building #14) has a new aspalt shingle roof, and the rear addition and metal 
ridge coping have been removed.

In addition to the vinyl siding, this Four Square has had some porch alteration and window alterations. It has a bellcast 
hip roof, with two hip roof dormers on the east and west sides. There is a square oriel between the first and second 
stories with a hip roof. All roof eaves are enclosed and are wide and overhanging. The one-story front porch has a flat 
roof, and wraps around from the east bay on the front, around the eastern side of the house. The porch supports are 
square wood posts flanked by decorative iron posts. The balustrade is iron railing , and the porch foundation has been 
filled-in with concrete block. There is a rear (south) addition. The windows are six-over-six lights, except for a larger, 
multiple-light replacement window in the first story, west bay. (1 991) 

T. Significance 

In conjunction with the adjoining Hook Farm, this property could be nominated as part of a historic agricultural district.

Since 1991, this site has changed little except for an alteration in the driveway. In addition , a historic, gabled, wood­
shingle "pig" shed (#7) that was not surveyed in 1991 has been included in this survey. (2001) 

History 

In 1877, this was part of an 160-acre tract owned by James Chambers. In 1911, George R. Chambers owned 280 
acres. By 1931, it was owned by C.C. Hook and others, who operated Hook Dairy Farm adjoining to the east. This is a 
large complex, all of which is not visible from the road. The farm worker houses (#2 and #3) attest to the size of farming 
operations conducted here. Cattle were formerly raised here, although today it serves as a boarding stable.

T. Significance 

The construction, form, and style all point to antebellum construction for this residence. The rarity of this housing type in 
Jackson County, its age, and its association with persons significant to Jackson County history made it a very important 
residence indeed. Due to the controversy surrounding the demolition of the main house, on-site inspection of the 
secondary residence was not permitted. Closer inspection is necessary to estimate whether this too is an antebellum 
structure. At first glance, it appears that it too may predate the Civil War. Its location, however, is not typical for a 
secondary residence. A very large barn was also not surveyed. It is reported to have been constructed by the Rush's. 
The condition of the cemetery is also not known. Harvey Rush purportedly found a cannonball on the property. It is 
believed by the Rush's that a Union general used the house during the War, which may explain its escape from Order 
No. 11 . Unless further research is conducted concerning the secondary residence though, the site is probably no longer 
eligible for the National Register. Local designation remains a possibility however. (1 991) 

Since 1991, two outbuildings and the main residence have been demolished. A two-car garage has been added to 
Building #3. As a site, this property has lost much of its integrity. However, the ancillary buildings retain a high degree of 
integrity and may be individually eligible due to their rarity. (2001) 

History 

Judge Richard Fristoe was one of the earliest settlers of Jackson County (1818) and was the first owner of this property. 
In 1827, the Legislature appointed him and two others as the first presiding judges of the county. His great-uncle was 
Chief Justice John Marshall , and his wife, Mary, was the niece of President Zachary Taylor. Mary married David C. 
Talley from Kentucky in 1838. They had ten children. One daughter married John L. Fristoe who was the owner of 
record in 1877. Another son, William W. Talley, gained possession of the property after a lawsuit against the Fristoes 
awarded the property to him. The last owner of the property before Unity was Harvey D. Rush, who operated a Hereford 
Breeding farm on the site. Several stories regarding the house began circulating when news of its pending demolition 
was leaked. It was not a burial site for the Youngers. However, there was a Talley family burial plot on the farm that was 
recorded by the DAR in the Jackson County Cemetery Survey of the 1930s, and recently confirmed by descendents of 
the Talley's. David and Mary were the aunt and uncle of Cole Younger, which may have led to the confusion. There 
were several other Fristoes, which may have also led to the confusion over which Fristoe house burned. The 
granddaughter of William Talley confirmed that the log home of another Fristoe was destroyed during the War.

Summit Star Nurseries, and Butterfield's Cider Plant, located on the Northwest corner of 2nd and Jefferson. Deed 
records indicate that P.M. Payton was the first to buy the lot from Butterfield in September, 1913.

This farm belonged to the Parry's for many years. Thomas Parry came to the area in the 1860s as an engineer helping to 
build the Missouri Pacific Railroad . He stayed, and by 1877 owned this parcel in a 156-acre tract. At this time, the house 
was in a different location. By 1911, he only owned 106 acres. The current house was probably built before this period. 
In 1931, a son, William Parry owned 102 acres. The farm was later rented to Percy Decker. It served as a livestock farm 
for most of its history. Dairy cattle and horses were raised here; today beef cattle still are raised here, although the 
structures are vacant. The large number of outbuildings, which include a dairy barn (#2), summer kitchen (#5), and small 
livestock structure (#6) make this a significant grouping of farm buildings. The main barn (#2) appears to be an English 
barn type, fairly rare among extant barns in Lee's Summit. Indeed , many of the smaller outbuildings are rare among 
today's farms.

The buildings are set back far from the road, close to a valley where the railroad tracks are located. There is a windmill, 
and fencing is a combination of wood posts with barbed or rolled wire. Mature trees are located around the structures, 
with much overgrown vegetation around the house.

The contractor was Carl 
Sechler, the youngest of five sons of M. Sechler, an early resident of Lee's Summit who was also a contractor. All five 
sons were involved in some form of construction. Carl Sechler built hundreds of houses in Lee's Summit, as well as this 
school and the First Methodist Episcopal Church.

This simple Greek Revival I-house has had many additions, most of which were historic. The most recent alteration is the 
full-height, Neoclassical front porch, with simple round columns supporting a pedimented gable. Between the engaged 
pilasters on the porch bay, a brick veneer has been added. There is a door on both stories; the solid wood paneled entry 
door on the first s!ory has side window transoms with lower wood panels, and stone pillars mark the edges of the front 
lawn and flank the sidewalk leading to the front door. Running board fencing divides many of the pastures, although 
barbed wire fencing is also in evidence. A wood stile provides entry from the rear year to the cattle lot on the north, and a 
vine-covered arbor leads to the tenant house on the north. ( 1990/1991) 

T. Significance 

The main residence is one of the oldest rural homes left in Lee's Summit and is associated with the identified contexts 
"Early Agrarian Settlement" as well as "Agricultural Goods and Processing." (1990/1991) 

Since 1991 , all of this farm's outbuildings have been demolished and the main residence has been altered significantly. 
The main residence has nearly doubled in mass, with the construction of large rear additions and a glass enclosure at the 
main entrance. Although this house retains many of its historic architectural features, the alterations are significant and 
put its elligibility into question. Since the previous survey the property was subdivided and the address changed from 
1715 NE Douglas Street to 300 NE Missouri Road. (2001) 

History 

R. Miller Fields came from Kentucky around 1868 and purchased this farm on what was then the Independence Road. 
He raised 12 children there. The younger daughters managed a popular chicken dinner restaurant, which became a 
local landmark around the turn of the century. An 1877 plat map shows the house located on 120 acres; by 1922, Fields 
owned 280 acres. To ease inheritance matters for his many children, Fields filed a plat with Jackson County called 
"Field's Farm," which divided his land into 20-acre plots. In 1946, Earnest Sherard purchased the farm, which had been 
vacant for several years and had deteriorated. That purchase included 60 acres, 20 of which were later sold, and 
another 20 which were lost to highway expansion. Mr. Sherard raised reg istered Angus cattle and kept approximately 40 
head on his Lee's Summit Farm. He owned a half interest in an International Grand Champion Bull, "Elban Bardolier Ill," 
with a partner. While the bull was pastured on his ranch in Lewisburg, Kansas ranch, many of his offspring were kept in 
Lee's Summit. Immediately upon purchasing the property in 1946, Sherard hired Kansas City architect Herbert Duncan 
to design the Neoclassical front entry for the main residence. Other buildings where were on the property at the time of 
his purchase were the tenant house (at that time, consisting of two rooms), the dairy barn, the cattle shed, and a barn 
constructed around the time of the main house (since demolished). Sherard enlarged the tenant house in 1955 and 
1963. The carport was built in 1961 ; the implement shed in 1980; and the garage in 1982.

The 1905-06 city directory lists Butterfield, M. & Son (Maurice and Jesse S. Butterfield) 
as proprietors of the Lee's Summit Star Nurseries, and Butterfield's Cider Plant, located on the northwest corner of 2nd 
and Jefferson.

470 has compromised the site however. In addition, the barn is in poor condition, and is in danger of losing its eligibility 
due to neglect.

Since 1991, the silo has been demolished. A new composition roof and some vertical plywood siding have been applied 
to the barn (#2) to improve its condition. Although the loss of context compromises the integrity of the site, the house 
and barn retain their architectural integrity and are able to convey their historic agricultural associations.

This land has been in the Dark family from at least 1877 through 1931. Jonathon, James, and William Dark owned two 
tracts here, adding up to 80 acres, although they owned additional land elsewhere. A sister of William Dark married 
Harry Doudna, and were the next owners of the property. The Darks were noted for raising Shorthorn cattle, and the 
Doudnas operated a dairy. The barn was undoubtedly used for dairy purposes as it has numerous small windows 
necessary for light and ventilation in this highly regulated industry. Its height is indicative of a large livestock operation, 
as the upper stories were used for hay storage. Although the barn is more associated with the cattle and dairy operation, 
Harry Doudna is also listed in 1926 as raising sheep.

Barn #3 has an especially low-pitched roof, which did not provide nearly 
as much loft space for hay as #5. The plan, detailing and materials of the house indicate that it may possible date from 
the 1870s. Due to the house's age, the intact boundaries, and the number of extant structures, it would probably be 
eligible for the National Register in a thematic nomination.

Since 1991, a barn (#3) has been demolished. Many small additions have been made to the garage (#2). The site still 
retains the ability to convey its historic agricultural associations.

This large farm complex has a combination of crop land and fields, with trees in creek beds and/or small depressions. 
There are mature deciduous trees around the buildings. The build ings are on a higher elevation than Ward Road and 
can be seen from 150 Highway in the winter.

Outbuilding #6 is a one-story, rectangular shed with a saltbox metal roof, and it is nearly 
identical to nearby outbuilding #4. Both have exposed rafters on the roof. This does not have a gable side door. A few 
of its natural wood support posts have brackets, and there are wood doors for some of the stalls. Outbuilding number 7 
is a one-story, rectangular structure with a gable roof that has wood roof shingles and exposed rafters where the fascia 
board is missing. The siding is vertical wood, which has been covered on the west. The ridgeline runs north/south, and 
large, rectangular entries with sliding doors are on the gable ends. There is a metal flue centered on the ridgeline. 
Outbuilding #8 is a gazebo with a wood shingled pyramidal roof and a square plan. It sits on a concrete foundation, and 
has a partial wall of cedar shingles on the south.

The entry vestibule has a shed roof with a pediment over 
the double entry doors. The paneled doors each have a single glass sash with a decorative, semi-circle fanlight and 
small cupola above. Three narrow, two-over-two light, double-hung windows are on each side. There is a small, central 
chimney for the former cast iron stove. A smaller, gable roof addition to the rear has an east entry door and small, 
double-hung windows with unpainted wood siding.

T. Significance 

Since the 1991survey, the rear addition's clapboards have been painted, and a new, gable-front shed has been 
constructed to the northwest of the church building. In addition, the entrance doors of the church are replacements. This 
site retains a high degree of integrity and would likely be elligible for listing on the National Register. (2001) 

History 

Two acres deeded by William Chrisman to John S. Woods and others in the 1860s for a Cumberland Presby1erian 
Church located equidistant between Lee's Summit and Blue Springs. In 1875, the second and present church was built 
to replace the original log structure. The Cumber1ands merged with the Presbyterians in time, but many did not accept 
the merger. The Presbyterians met in the building until the 1930s, but membership dwindled. In 1945, the KC 
Presbytery sold the building for $200 to someone who planned to raze it. The local Ladies Aid Society, who had met in 
the building in 1910, raised $450 to purchase it in 1945. They continued to use the structure until donating the site in 
1982 to the Friends of Missouri Town 1855. The Friends have since added a furnace, water line, (sic). (1991 )
