42. Architectural Description: This structure consists of reinforced concrete and
steel braced piers which originally supported a steel chat conveyor. The base
measures approximately 16' 10" on all sides and is approximately 20' in height.

42. Architectural. Description: One-st::ory brick, 3 bay, rectangular plan,
industrial building constructed ca. 1900. The building has a concrete foundation,
flat roof of asphalt, and exterior of six-course common bond brick.

42. Architectural Description: 1 story brick,S bay, rectangular plan, Colonial
Revival post office built in 1917. The building has a concrete foundation and
flat rolled roof. 1~t the roofline is a stone parapet wall with ample molded
cornice below. There is a stone watertab1e at the foundation line. On the main
facace is a concrete entrance stoop with cheek walls.

42. Architectural Descri.pti.on: The Shepard House is a 2 story frame, 6 my,
I-House built ca. 1870. The house was moved to its present site ca. 1900 and
the interior has been remodeled several times.

42. AIchitectural Des:=ription: The Superintendent's House is a two-story random
course ashlar sandstone reS.dence built. in a T-plan ca. 1870. The original stone
section of the residence was enlarged ca. 1920 with a two-story porch and
portico added on the east facade, a two-story sun porch added on the south
facade, and a two~ wing added on the west facade. The original section
has llalianate infl.1JeIlces and features a stone foundation, gable and mansard
roof of asphalt shingles, and interior wall stone chimneys. Dividing the basement
and first floor levels is a stone water table. Basement window openings have
smooth stone li.nt:els and louvered shutters. Windows on the upper facade are
original l/1 ~mental arch sash with both stone lintels and relief arching.

On the west facade is a one-story porch with a shed roof added ca. 1920 with
square Doric motif calumns and a railing with square balusters.

A secondary entrance is also
located on the main facade with an 8 light glass and wood door, On the west
facade is a primary entrance with an original multi-light glass and wood door
and 4 light adeli9hts. This entrance opens onto a hipped roof porte-cochere
with square Doric motif columns.

On the west facade is an exterior end brick chimney of EIXJ1ish bond and a
one-stor:y shed porch with square columns. The first floor has been enclosed
with glass but the second~ retains an original milled panel railing. At the
east facade is an exterior brick chimney of EIXJ1ish bond and a one-story shed
roof porch with S:;[UaI'e columns. At the roofline are exposed eave rafters and
shed dormers, The interior retains original oak beam ceilings, glass and wood
paneled doors, an oak staircase, lil:cary area with oak shelves, and wainscoting.

43. History and Slqnifi.cance: The St. Jcseph Clubhouse was built in 1915 to
accommodate company officials and visitors. The building has numerous guest.
rooms, dining areas, meeting halls and other rooms for company use (see
attached article), In recent years the building has been remodeled as a bed and
l:reakfast.

44. Description of Environment and Outbuildings: This building is ated on a
large hill. on the eouthem edge of Bonne Terre.



Finally in the Spring of 1861 that great tide of hatred burst upon the country. Families were
divided against themselves. The Hildebrand boys were inclined to support the Union cause and in
fact, William joined the Union Army and fought throughout the war. Frank, Sam and Wash would
likely have joined the Union Army when their crops were in and safe, if they had not become
involved in the local jealousies and intrigue that divided the Big River people.

Sam became involved in a horse-swapping deal with a cousin and later found that the horse had
been stolen from a neighbor, John Dunwoody who was a member of the local Vigilante Committee
and they swore to kill Sam and Frank on sight. The fact that Dunwoody's horse was traced to Sam
was strong circumstantial evidence but Sam denied stealing the horse .

Sam escaped with his wife, Margaret Hampton, and their children but Frank who had gone to
Potosi to enlist in the Union Army but by the treachery of the enlisting officer th ere he was turned
over to the Vigilantes and on Nov. 20, 1861, he was hanged in the woods by them wit hout t rial or
any formal charges made against him.

In retaliation, Sam killed two of the men responsible for Frank's hanging and made his way to
Gen. M. Jeff Thompson's headquarters and was commissioned a Major in th e Guerrilla forces of the
Confederate Army.

In rapid succession, Sam's brother Washington was hauled out of the Clinton Incline while
digging lead ore and was shot without a word of explanation, his younger brother Henry was
murdered when the old homestead was burned over the head of Sam's mother and she was not
allowed to rescue anything from her home.

The character of guerrilla warfare in Missouri was vicious even by the standards of Civil War
anywhere. Sam killed many men whom he considered his enemies. He was often soft-hearte d,
particularly if the boys who fell into his hands were not attached to t he local milit ia companies. His
skill as a woodsman, combined with the fact that the local people always protected him and supplied
him with food and ammunition, sometimes under duress or fear of retaliation, made him seem to bear
a charmed life.

Sam's story is an interesting one and this writer has put the story into a book under the t itle
"Sam Hildebrand Rides Again." It gives a complete and authentic account of his life, battles and
finally his violent death in Illinois in 1872, but this book is long out of prin. It may be reprinted
soon.

It may be questioned whether Sam was an outlaw or a martyr but t here is no question that his
exploits and narrow escapes make a material addition to the rich fund of native history both locally
and statewide, as well as interesting reading.

THE ST. JOE COTTAGE

Unemcumbered, but still its majestic self of the golden era of the past, the St . Joe cottage
faces the unknown in quiet splendor.

The stately house, where the executives of th indu try often met to plan and discuss the
future of the company, is now starting to show some signs of decay.

After touring the cottage (which really could be classed as a mansion) and knowing the in­
tentions of the company to sell all of its holdings in St. Francois County, one comes away with the
feeling that he too has turned his back on the stately edifice.

The cottage was built about 1880, i of Tudor design, the style of architecture that prevailed
during the reign of the Tudors and it is charaeteri ed by la rehss a ad §hal!Qw moldings. The house
is located on a 110 lere tract of land south of Bonne Terre. There are two useable floors at the
present time and the rooms in the basement could be used for sleeping, a laundry room, furnace
room and storage space.

St. Joe Cottage

Each room of the house is a story with in it self. The din ing room is 27 x 19 and contains a
large fireplace. The walls are accented with attached metal candelabra, draperies and pictures that
add to the exqu isiteness of the interior. Approximate ly 20 persons could be seated around the oval
table . Or iginally the board had business sessions in this room.

The massive living room is 30 x 44 . The stained and varnished main beams of the ce iling are 14
inches wide and the sma ller beams are eight inches wide. Other furnishings are a bookcase, library
table and divans. Accenting the room are the contrasting draperies, wall lighting fixtures and huge
fireplace.

From the living room, the double doors open onto a screened porch. The view from the porch
includes the lawn, an area of a former flower garden, the slime pon d and the city of Desloge. The
towering wh ite and black oak trees and a few hickory trees complete the picturesque setting.

Th e trophy room, 18 x 28 contains a built-in bar, complementary furniture, drapes and pictu res
to complete the setting. There are various mine ral exhibi ts th roughout the room. The wall lights in
this room are a decorative candelabra type.

The kitchen is located on the first floor and it contains an abundance of working space. The
stove, a Hotpoint electric range, was patented May 27, 1916-1924 and is still in use. The refrigerator,
six feet by ten feet by thr fee , h a woo d n fro nt, with a refrigeration unit located in the base­
ment. The china, crystal and silver are used for various dinners. Another convenience of the kitchen
is a five foot cutting boa rd. There is also a dumb waiter in the kitchen which was used to t ranspo rt
the food to the second floor.

After going up the impressive stairs, one can see a large wooden bench. Go ing on down the hall
one can view another fireplace and a comfo rt a I chair. Th ere are eight bedrooms on the seco nd
floo r and many of thess ce ntal I double tw in beds. There are cedar storage closets in each room and a
convenient clothes shute. Some of the bed frames are wooden and others are brass. There is a door
in each bedroom which opens out onto a porch.

The bedroom, referred to as the president's suite, is fu rnished with tw in sleigh beds, beds ide
table, desk and a large rocker. There are white sheer curtains on th windows.

The large bathroom, one of th - slx !1 the ec nd loor, is 12 x 12. The walls and floor are t ile
and there is a large closet in the room. All the sinks are on stands and all the bathtubs in the bath­
rooms are on claw feet. A unique feature of the room is the white marble semi-circle shower stall
which has an overhead spray and rib type spray un its all around.
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property i 147/ Bonne Terre Cemetery

42. An::hitectural Description: The Bonne Terre Cemetery is the historic
cemetery of the community. At the entrance are square stone gate pests and
originally iron gates stretched across the entrance but these have been
removed. The cemetery contains several hundred graves with monuments and
headstones dating from the 1870s to the present. Ma3t of these are ample
tablets or square shafts. The most; agnifi.cant above ground mausoleum is the
Neo-Classic style design for the PaISOllS family which has Doric columns. Other
notable above ground mausoleums are early 20th century designs for the
Mitchell and Benham families.

43. Hist:oIy and su~rnifi.cance: The Bonne Terre Cemetery was established in the
1870s as the resting place for the community of Bonne Terre. The cemetery
contains the graves of many notable residents from the late 19th and early 20th
century. Interments continue at the cemetery.

44. Description of Environment and Outbuildings: The Bonne Terre Cemetery is
sited on a hill on the southern edge of the community.

42. Architectural Descriptions The centenary United Methodist Church is a one­
&:.cry brick church built in 1918 on a raised concrete foundation. The church is
5 bays on the main facade and has a flat and gable roof of composition shingles.
The main block of the church has a gable front design with attached wings with
flat roof lines. The exterior of the church has been sandblasted and repainted in
recent years. The church has two primary entrances both of which have ca.
1960 double doors of wood and glas;. The door surrounds have original rldier
and sailor brick coursing and over the entrances is a brick arch and concrete
keystone. within the arches are decorative soldier and sailor brick panels. In
the projecting gable of the main block is a large arched stained gla$ window
with several courses of soldier and sailor brick. This arch has concrete
shoulders and keystone. Windows are rectangular and have stained gla$ lights
with concrete sills and surrounds of ooldier and sailor brick courses and
concrete panels. Above the windows are rectangular panels of stucco and
concrete. At the roofline of the gabled main block are eave brackets. Windows
on the side facades are also rectangular with stained gla$ panels and surrounds
similar to those on the main facade.

43. History and Significance: The centenary Methodist Church was organized in
1882 and occupied several buildings in different locations prior to the
construction of its present building. This church was built in 1918 at a cost of
almost $23,000. Th: church is a good example of the Colonial. Revival style and
continues to serve the local Methodist congregation.

44. Description of Environment and Outbuildings: The Centenary united
Methodist Church Jocated on Park Avenue is sited on a rectangular urban lot.

42. Architectural Description: The Bonne Terre City Hall is a 2 story brick
veneer, wood and stucco Tudor Revival style buil.d:ing constructed in 1909. The
building was constructed flush with the sidewalk and has 11 bays on the main
facade. Each bay on the first story is separated by brick piers. The main
entrance is located in the central bay and has an original single light glas; and
frame door. The original transom has been enclosed with stucco and sidelights
removed and structural glass blocks added. Above the door are multiple rows of
concrete Tudor arches. The secondary entrance on the main facade has a ca.
1970 metal and glass door but original single light sidelights remain. Over the
door is a Tudor arched transom which has had plywood panels replace the
original lights. Windows on three bays of the first story are original fixed lights
with Tudor arched transoms enclosed with plywood. The other bays have had the
original windows removed and replaced with structural glas; blocks. Over each
window is a concrete Tudor arch. The second story is slightly cantilevered over
the first story and. has concrete drop pendant designs beneath the eave. The
second story has a surface of stucco and frame half-timbering. Windows are
paired or grouped together in four and are l/llight rectangular wood sash with
single light transoms, In the central bay at the roofline is a projecting gable.
Beneath the windows on the first story is a concrete belt course. The window
arrangement is constant on side facades. The interior of the first floor has been
altered with modern partition walls, retains its original design with plaster walls
and open floor space.

43. History and Siqnifi.cance: The Bonne Terre City Hall was originally begun in
1907 and completed in 1909 as a combination store, assembly hall, and YMCA.
:It was financed by the st. Ja:;eph Lead Company and the architectural firm of
Price and McGra'l7 did the English Tudor design. The first floor housed a store
until. it went out of business in 1914 and on the second floor was a large dance
hall and assembly hall., A bowling alley and exercise room were also located on
the first floor. The building continued to be owned and operated by the st.
Ja:;eph Company until the mid-20th century when it became the offices of City
Hall. The building is an excellent example of the English Tudor style. The first
floor has been altered but the second floor and exterior retains its original
design.

42. Architectural Deseriptioru 1 story frame, three bay building built in a
central hall plan. The main entrance has an original wood panelled door. At
either side of the entrance are paired single light windows. The building has a
gable roof with EXLve returns, paired eave brackets, a circular vent window, and
wood shingles in the gable field. At the rear of the building is a central entry
alcove with a wood door and fanlight transom. To either side of the central
door are wood panelled 000rs. The interior retains original doors and
wainscoting. At the rear of the building was originally a wood structure which
housed a swimminq pool but this structure has been razed.

43. History and Significance: This building was constructed ca. 1890 and
originally housed a library and swimming pool for employees of the St. Jcseph
Lead Company. Photographs of the building from 1892 show the original section
which presently stands and the rear frame sections with a wood truss ceiling
and decorative brackets. The library was later moved to its present location on
Main street but the building remained in use as a swimming pool until the
mi.d-20th century when the structure enclosing the pool was razed and the
smimming pool itself was filled in. The building is presently under renovation
into offices.
