This Craftsman-style home features a front porch that stretches the entire width of the primary elevation; limestone steps on its 
western half allow access to the covered entryway. Brick pillars (with a limestone balustrade between them) support a cross-
gabled roof with decorative half-timbering on the pediment. A wood oriel window projects from the west elevation above a side 
door, which provides access to the basement from the sidewalk along Rosalie. The monumental front gable features half-
timbering on the pediment, while the slate roof has a tile crest. Windows on the primary elevation are distinctive, featuring 
transoms framed by wood beams and limestone sills.

Decorative beam ends 
and eaves brackets embellish the side gambrel roofline, while a front porch provides access to the centered main entrance and 
living room through double glass doors on the bay to the right of the entrance.
