This limestone rubble masonry church consists of a large one-story front-gabled sanctuary with a four-story squared corner 

bell tower. The sanctuary has a parapeted gable framing a large traceried pointed-arch window. This sits above a shed-

roofed narthex with three pointed-arch portals with pairs of historic wooden doors set within layered arches; the largest is 

at center beneath a cross gable. The bell tower has stepped corner buttresses and narrow, deep-set windows below a 

crenellated parapet. Gabled side entrances and wall buttressed frame pointed-arch windows along the side facades. The 

adjacent rectory faces Clarence and is connected to the church by a covered walkway lined with arcades. The rectory, also 

of limestone rubble masonry, stands two bays wide with a side-gabled roof. The left bay has a two-story three-sided cant 

bay, with smooth limestone enframements encasing the three windows on each story. There is a small parapeted cross 

gable over the right bay; on the first story, an entrance with a historic wood- and vision-paneled door is set within an 

elliptical-arched limestone surround. This is framed by paired windows with thick limestone lintels. In the second story right 

bay, there are three paired windows of varying sizes.

This two and one-half story brown brick stands three bays wide. It has a hipped roof with wide overhanging eaves, exposed 

rafter tails, and carved brackets. All windows retain their original 1/1 wooden sashes, and first story windows retain their 

original stained glass transoms as well. The right first story bay has a three-part transomed window with limestone lug sill. 

The center first story bay contains a front gabled raised entrance porch with squared and buttressed brick piers, a low solid

brick bulkhead capped in limestone, thick vergeboards, carved wooden brackets, and false-timbering on the gable front.
