This two-story brick flounder has roof hipped at the front and at the rear and taller west wall. Segmentally-arched window
openings have soldier headers and have replacement 1/1 double-hung vinyl sash and clad brickmold. A denticulated cornice
extends along the Osage fagade and lower east wall. The southeaast corner of the dwelling, shown as a wood gallery on the 1903

This dwelling was initially a two-story, 3-bay brick flounder set back from Osage Street, as shown on the Hopkins Atlas of 1883.
Its taller blind wall is placed at the west property line. Entries at both first and second story are centered on the east fagade and
flanked by doublehung windows. A contemporary woof 2-story porch now shelters the first story entry and provides a balcony for
the second story. A 2-story frame addition has been constructed at the rear: slightly wider than the flounder, it project from the
east facade. A 2-story brick addition was added c. 1895 at the flounder's north elevation and fronts the building line of the street.
It is a hipped-front, 2-bay flounder with a higher blind west wall, likely one room over one room. There are clear breaks in the
brick coursing visible on both east and west sides, setting off the original flounder form. The front fagade of the front addition has
a denticulated cornice and presents two doublehung windows at each story. The entrance must have been in rear as it is not in
the Osage or side walls. Openings in the original flounder and its front adition are segmentally-arched with soldier heads;

This flounder has the proportions and fagade arrangement of residences built during the first decade of the 20th century in St.
Louis. Peck Street is not developed on the Compton & Dry. By the time of the 1883 Hopkins Atlas, the area has been subdivided
but nothing constructed.

The southern half of 2832 Pennsylvania appears in Compton & Dry in 1875, together with its rear ell. A single dormer is centered
on the south elevation (no longer extant). The Hopkins' Atlas of 1883 shows the same. By the time of the 1903 Sanborn,
however, the north half has been attached, a slightly smaller footprint and on an adjacent parcel. Currently, 2832 Pennsylvania is
a single family house.

Research: The south portion was built by 1875. The north side was built between 1884 and 1903. Deed indexes indicate that
Jacob B. Decker, a saloon owner, was owner of the property in 1874. A Decker family member sold it to Barbara Klein in 1885.
Construction of the north side could have taken plavce after this sale. City directories place Matthias Boll, a dairyman, on the east
side of Pennsylvania between Rappahannock (now Magnolia) and Pestalozzi, from 1870 to 1880. In 1881 the address 2524
Pennsylvania is used; in 1886 the address 2832 is used. By that time, Henry and Charles Boll also resided there. The Boll family
remained at the property through at least 1890.

The southern half of 2832 Pennsylvania presents a 2-bay common bond brick front fagade with two doublehung windows at the
first story and a single doublehung window at the second. A projecting brick coping tops the parapet, and a limestone sill is set
above the rubble stone foundation. On the 3-bay south fagade, a side gallery with replacement posts shelters the single-leaf entry
door and transom, centered on the elevation and flanked on the east and west by single doublehung windows.

All openings have segmental soldier arches. A single brick stove chimney is placed towards the rear at the ridge line. A small 1-
story flounder ell, original to the structure, extends from the rear fagade.

2832 Pennsylvania north replicates the details of the earlier half with brick coping, stone sill and segmentally arched openings. It
also has a 2-bay front fagade but its first story has in the south bay an entry door with 2-light transom flanked by a single
doublehung window.
