CP Test Checklist- Impressed current 
 “On” readings 
 Instant off readings 
 -100mV polarization or “decay” readings, if applicable 
 Continuity readings include test points on sketch 
 Rectifier settings and allowable range 
 Rectifier output onboard gauges and/or readings with meter (include 

shunt values)
