This grant funds recycle signs for $400 (40 at $10 each), 14 recycled rubber parking curbs
for the elementary school parking lot for $559.30 (14 @ $39.95 each) and 12 recycling bins
for aluminum cans $1,571.28 (12 @ $130.94 each). The aluminum is placed in a container
behind the Elementary School and then taken to be recycled. Hollister R-V Schools want to
increase their plastic and aluminum recycling. Presently their plastic containers are also
used for aluminum, so purchase of aluminum containers will allow an increase for both
plastic and aluminum. Grant funds shall only be used for recycling containers/bins and not
trash containers/bins pursuant to 10 CSR 80-9.050(2)(B)6.

This grant partially funds a trailer mounted leaf loader and leaf loader box for $5,000. This
equipment will allow the City to vacuum leaves off the city streets and grind them prior to
composting them at the City of Aurora Composting Facility. The compost is distributed free
of charge to residents and persons from the surrounding area who pick up the compost at
the facility.
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
