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Dear Commissioners: 

House Bill 28 was passed by the Missouri General Assembly earlier this year and signed into law 
by Governor Nixon on July 12. Section 644.057 of the new law establishes the authority of the 
Missouri Clean Water Commission to set a clean water fee structure. A copy of that section is 
enclosed. The first step in this process is for the Department to provide the Commission a 
recommendation on changes to the fee structure based on stakeholder input. That 
recommendation is enclosed. 

The Department conducted eight meetings over the past two years to present information related 
to clean water activities, expenditures and funding sources. In addition we met with individual 
sectors to review their specific situations with respect to the services they desire and their role in 
supporting the Department's clean water work. The recommendation includes many of the 
specific desires expressed by stakeholders. Similarly, House Bill 28 included some changes to 
construction permits that the stakeholders suggested in the course of the meetings. 
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Given the time constraints for proceeding with this new process under the law, we will ask for 
the Commission's expeditious approval. If approved, the Department would move forward with 
establishing the fee structure in rule. While we are confident this recommended fee structure 
represents the sense of the stakeholder group, there are aspects that need further work. For 
example, the statute contains a cap on any individual fee of $5000 which was exceeded in an 
earlier proposal considered by the stakeholders and might be subject to change. Also, the fee 
structure falls short of providing the support needed for the Department's clean water efforts, and 
this may lead to a further discussion of specific activities conducted for clean water protection or 
other ways to support them. 

The fee setting process through Commission rulemaking is a cyclical process that may be 
revisited for adjustment every two years through 2023. Establishing this fee structure at this time 
starts this process and may lead to further discussion and structure refinements over the next two 
years that would be reflected in the following rulemaking. As preparation for future fee structure 
refinement, the Department may conduct a study of specific effort expended on clean water 
activities by sector, as suggested by stakeholders.

Clean Water Fees Language 

644.057. The director of the department of natural resources may conduct a comprehensive 

review of the clean water fee structure set forth in sections 644.052 and 644.053. The 

comprehensive review shall include stakeholder meetings in order to solicit stakeholder input 

from each of the following groups: agriculture, industry, municipalities, public and private 

wastewater facilities, and the development community. Upon completion of the comprehensive 

review, the department shall submit proposed changes to the fee structure with stakeholder 

agreement to the clean water commission. The commission shall, upon receiving the 

department's recommendations, review such recommendations at the forthcoming regular or 

special meeting under subsection 3 of section 644.02 1. The commission shall not take a vote on 

the clean water fee structure recommendations until the following regular or special meeting. In 

no case shall the clean water commission adopt or recommend any clean water fee in excess of 

five thousand dollars. If the commission approves, by vote of two-thirds majority or five of 

seven commissioners, the clean water fee structure recommendations, the commission shall 

promulgate by regulation and publish the recommended clean water fee structure no later than 

October first of the same year. The commission shall file the order of rulemaking for such rule 
.- 

with the joint committee on administrative rules pursuant to sections 536.021 and 536.024 no 

later than December first of the same year. If such rules are not disapproved by the general 

assembly in the manner set out below, they shall take effect on January first of the next odd- 

numbered year and the fee structures set forth in sections 644.052 and 644.053 shall expire upon 

the effective date of the commission adopted fee structure, contrary to section 644.054. Any 

regulation promulgated under this subsection shall be deemed to be beyond the scope and 

authority provided in this subsection, or detrimental to permit applicants, if the general assembly, 

within the first sixty calendar days of the regular session immediately following the 

promulgation of such regulation, by concurrent resolution, shall disapprove the fee structure 

contained in such regulation. If the general assembly so disapproves any regulation promulgated 

under this subsection, the clean water commission shall continue to use the fee structure set forth 

in the most recent preceding regulation promulgated under this subsection. This section shall 

expire on August 28,2023.
