e When evaluating beneficial uses, consider water bodies that are within two miles
of a discharge point
e Water quality impact of a proposed project that will result in an increase in the
beneficial uses should be ranked higher than a project that will result in
maintaining the identified beneficial uses.
e Include Outstanding State Resource Waters to Factor A-2, Sensitive Waters
e Stakeholders requested a list of projects that would be “fundable’ using the draft
priority point system, an analysis of the impact to project ranking based on population
and an analysis of the impact to project ranking based on stream classification.

Projects that are phased/segmented due to limited
funding or project complexity. Requires
DNR/CWC approval. Assign 50 points.

Based on unique circumstances, the CWC may
assign "Special Priority" for project funding.
