This effluent limit is below the minimum quantification level (ML) of the most common and practical EPA approved CLTRC
methods. The department has determined the current acceptable ML for total residual chlorine to be 0.13 mg/L when using
the DPD Colorimetric Method #4500 — CL G. from Standard Methods for the Examination of Waters and Wastewater. The
permittee will conduct analyses in accordance with this method, or equivalent, and report actual analytical values. Measured
values greater than or equal to the minimum quantification level of 0.13 mg/L will be considered violations of the permit and
values less than the minimum quantification level of 0.13 mg/L will be considered to be in compliance with the permit
limitation. The minimum quantification level does not authorize the discharge of chlorine in excess of the effluent limits
stated in the permit.

Disinfection is required year-round unless the permit specifically states that “Final limitations and monitoring requirements
for E. coli are applicable only during the recreational season from April 1 through October 31.” If your permit does not
require disinfection during the non-recreational months, do not chlorinate in those months.

Do not chemically dechlorinate if it is not needed to meet the limits in your permit.

If no chlorine was used in a given sampling period, an actual analysis is not necessary. Simply report as “0 mg/L” TRC.

C. SPECIAL CONDITIONS

This permit may be reopened and modified, or alternatively revoked and reissued, to:
(a) Comply with any applicable effluent standard or limitation issued or approved under Sections 301(b)(2)(C) and (D),
304(b)(2), and 307(a) (2) of the Clean Water Act, if the effluent standard or limitation so issued or approved:
(1) contains different conditions or is otherwise more stringent than any effluent limitation in the permit; or
(2) controls any pollutant not limited in the permit.
(b) Incorporate new or modified effluent limitations or other conditions, if the result of a waste load allocation study, toxicity
test or other information indicates changes are necessary to assure compliance with Missouri’s Water Quality Standards.
(¢) Incorporate new or modified effluent limitations or other conditions if, as the result of a watershed analysis, a Total
Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) limitation is developed for the receiving waters which are currently included in Missouri’s
list of waters of the state not fully achieving the state’s water quality standards, also called the 303(d) list.
The permit as modified or reissued under this paragraph shall also contain any other requirements of the Clean Water Act then
applicable

All outfalls must be clearly marked in the field.

Permittee will cease discharge by connection to a facility with an area-wide management plan per 10 CSR 20-6.010(3)(B) within
90 days of notice of its availability.

Changes in Discharges of Toxic Substances

The permittee shall notify the Director as soon as it knows or has reason to believe:
(a) That any activity has occurred or will occur which would result in the discharge of any toxic pollutant which is not limited
in the permit, if that discharge will exceed the highest of the following "notification levels:"
(1) One hundred micrograms per liter (100 pg/L);
(2) Two hundred micrograms per liter (200 ng/L) for acrolein and acrylonitrile; five hundred micrograms per liter (500
pg/L) for 2,5 dinitrophenol and for 2-methyl-4, 6-dinitrophenol; and one milligram per liter (1 mg/L) for antimony;
(3) Five (5) times the maximum concentration value reported for the pollutant in the permit application;
(4) The level established in Part A of the permit by the Director.
(b) That they have begun or expect to begin to use or manufacture as an intermediate or final product or byproduct any toxic
pollutant, which was not reported in the permit application.

Report as no-discharge when a discharge does not occur during the report period.

Water Quality Standards
(a) Discharges to waters of the state shall not cause a violation of water quality standards rule under 10 CSR 20-7.031,
including both specific and general criteria.

Waters shall be free from substances in sufficient amounts to cause the formation of putrescent, unsightly or harmful
bottom deposits or prevent full maintenance of beneficial uses;

Waters shall be free from oil, scum and floating debris in sufficient amounts to be unsightly or prevent full
maintenance of beneficial uses;

Waters shall be free from substances in sufficient amounts to cause unsightly color or turbidity, offensive odor or
prevent full maintenance of beneficial uses;

Waters shall be free from substances or conditions in sufficient amounts to result in toxicity to human, animal or
aquatic life;

There shall be no significant human health hazard from incidental contact with the water;

There shall be no acute toxicity to livestock or wildlife watering;

Waters shall be free from physical, chemical or hydrologic changes that would impair the natural biological
community;

Waters shall be free from used tires, car bodies, appliances, demolition debris, used vehicles or equipment and solid
waste as defined in Missouri's Solid Waste Law, section 260.200, RSMo, except as the use of such materials is
specifically permitted pursuant to section 260.200-260.247.

7. The permittee shall comply with any applicable requirements listed in 10 CSR 20-8 and 10 CSR 20-9, unless the facility has
received written notification that the Department has approved a modification to the requirements. The monitoring frequencies
contained in this permit shall not be construed by the permittee as a modification of the monitoring frequencies listed in 10 CSR
20-9. If a modification of the monitoring frequencies listed in 10 CSR 20-9 is needed, the permittee shall submit a written
request to the department for review and, if deemed necessary, approval.

D. SCHEDULE OF COMPLIANCE

1) By December 31, 2011, the permittee must submit an engineering report to describe facility upgrades and modifications that
will be necessary to allow the facility to meet the final effluent limitations described in Section A on page 3 of 5. If this
facility fails to meet these limits other alternatives including land application, must be explored.

2) By June 30, 2012, the permittee shall submit an application for a construction permit to construct facilities as necessary to
enable the treatment facility to comply with the final effluent limitations described herein.

3) By December 31, 2012, the permittee shall submit a construction progress report.

4) By December 31, 2013, the permittee shall complete construction of whatever facilities are needed to comply with the final
effluent limitations described herein.

The Federal Water Pollution Control Act ("Clean Water Act" Section 402 Public Law 92-500 as amended) established the National
Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit program.

Untreated or partially treated discharges from SSSs are commonly referred to as SSOs. SSOs have a variety of causes including
blockages, line breaks, sewer defects that allow excess storm water and ground water to overload the system, lapses in sewer system
operation and maintenance, inadequate sewer design and construction, power failures, and vandalism. A SSOs is defined as an
untreated or partially treated sewage release from a SSS. SSOs can occur at any point in an SSS, during dry weather or wet weather.
SSOs include overflows that reach waters of the state. SSOs also include overflows out of manholes and onto city streets, sidewalks,
and other terrestrial locations. SSSs can back up into buildings, including private residences. When sewage backups are caused by
problems in the publicly-owned portion of an SSS, they are considered SSOs.

At this time, the department recommends the US EPA’s Guide for Evaluating Capacity, Management, Operation and Maintenance
(CMOM) Programs At Sanitary Sewer Collection Systems (Document # EPA 305-B-05-002). The CMOM identifies some of the
criteria used by the EPA to evaluate a collection system’s management, operation, and maintenance and was intended for use by the
EPA, state, regulated community, and/or third party entities. The CMOM is applicable to small, medium, and large systems; both
public and privately owned; and both regional and satellite collection systems. The CMOM does not substitute for the Clean Water
Act, the Missouri Clean Water Law, and both federal and state regulations, as it is not a regulation.

This facility is not required to develop or implement a program for maintenance and repair of the collection system; however, it is a
violation of Missouri State Environmental Laws and Regulations to allow untreated wastewater to discharge to waters of the state.
