C.  SPECIAL CONDITIONS 
 
1. This permit may be reopened and modified, or alternatively revoked and reissued, to: 

(a) Comply with any applicable effluent standard or limitation issued or approved under Sections 301(b)(2)(C) and (D), 
304(b)(2), and 307(a) (2) of the Clean Water Act, if the effluent standard or limitation so issued or approved: 
(1) contains different conditions or is otherwise more stringent than any effluent limitation in the permit; or 
(2) controls any pollutant not limited in the permit. 

(b) Incorporate new or modified effluent limitations or other conditions, if the result of a waste load allocation study, toxicity 
test or other information indicates changes are necessary to assure compliance with Missouri’s Water Quality Standards. 

(c) Incorporate new or modified effluent limitations or other conditions if, as the result of a watershed analysis, a Total 
Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) limitation is developed for the receiving waters which are currently included in Missouri’s 
list of waters of the state not fully achieving the state’s water quality standards, also called the 303(d) list. 

The permit as modified or reissued under this paragraph shall also contain any other requirements of the Clean Water Act then 
applicable. 
 

2. All outfalls must be clearly marked in the field. 
 
3. Permittee will cease discharge by connection to a facility with an area-wide management plan per 10 CSR 20-6.010(3)(B)1. or 2.  

within 90 days of notice of its availability.  The permittee shall obtain department approval for closure or alternate use of the 
facility. 

 
4. Changes in Discharges of Toxic Substances 

 
The permittee shall notify the Director as soon as it knows or has reason to believe: 
(a) That any activity has occurred or will occur which would result in the discharge of any toxic pollutant which is not limited 

in the permit, if that discharge will exceed the highest of the following "notification levels:" 
(1) One hundred micrograms per liter (100 µg/L);

C. SPECIAL CONDITIONS (continued 

 
(2) Two hundred micrograms per liter (200 µg/L) for acrolein and acrylonitrile; five hundred micrograms per liter (500 

µg/L) for 2,5 dinitrophenol and for 2-methyl-4, 6-dinitrophenol; and one milligram per liter (1 mg/L) for antimony; 
(3) Five (5) times the maximum concentration value reported for the pollutant in the permit application; 
(4) The level established in Part A of the permit by the Director. 

(b) That they have begun or expect to begin to use or manufacture as an intermediate or final product or byproduct any toxic 
pollutant, which was not reported in the permit application. 

 
5. Report as no-discharge when a discharge does not occur during the report period. 
 
6. Water Quality Standards  

(a) Discharges to waters of the state shall not cause a violation of water quality standards rule under 10 CSR 20-7.031, 
including both specific and general criteria. 

(b) General Criteria.  The following general water quality criteria shall be applicable to all waters of the state at all times 
including mixing zones.  No water contaminant, by itself or in combination with other substances, shall prevent the waters 
of the state from meeting the following conditions: 
(1) Waters shall be free from substances in sufficient amounts to cause the formation of putrescent, unsightly or harmful 

bottom deposits or prevent full maintenance of beneficial uses; 
(2) Waters shall be free from oil, scum and floating debris in sufficient amounts to be unsightly or prevent full 

maintenance of beneficial uses; 
(3) Waters shall be free from substances in sufficient amounts to cause unsightly color or turbidity, offensive odor or 

prevent full maintenance of beneficial uses; 
(4) Waters shall be free from substances or conditions in sufficient amounts to result in toxicity to human, animal or 

aquatic life; 
(5) There shall be no significant human health hazard from incidental contact with the water; 
(6) There shall be no acute toxicity to livestock or wildlife watering; 
(7) Waters shall be free from physical, chemical or hydrologic changes that would impair the natural biological 

community; 
(8) Waters shall be free from used tires, car bodies, appliances, demolition debris, used vehicles or equipment and solid 

waste as defined in Missouri's Solid Waste Law, section 260.200, RSMo, except as the use of such materials is 
specifically permitted pursuant to section 260.200-260.247. 

 
7. The permittee shall comply with any applicable requirements listed in 10 CSR 20-8 and 10 CSR 20-9, unless the facility has 

received written notification that the Department has approved a modification to the requirements.  The monitoring frequencies 
contained in this permit shall not be construed by the permittee as a modification of the monitoring frequencies listed in 10 CSR 
20-9.  If a modification of the monitoring frequencies listed in 10 CSR 20-9 is needed, the permittee shall submit a written 
request to the department for review and, if deemed necessary, approval. 

 
 
PERMIT TRANSFER 
 
This permit may be transferred to a new owner by submitting an “Application for Transfer of Operating Permit” signed by the seller 
and buyer of the facility, along with the appropriate modification fee. 
 
 
PERMIT RENEWAL REQUIREMENTS 
 
Unless this permit is terminated, the permittee shall submit an application for the renewal of this permit no later than six (6) months 
prior to the permit’s expiration date.  Failure to apply for renewal may result in termination of this permit and enforcement action to 
compel compliance with this condition and the Missouri Clean Water Law.   
 
 
TERMINATION 
 
In order to terminate this permit, the permittee shall notify the department by submitting Form J, included with the State Operating 
Permit.  The permittee shall complete Form J and mail it to the department at the address noted in the cover letter of this permit.  
Proper closure of any storage structure is required prior to permit termination.  A closure plan shall be submitted to the department and 
approved prior to initiating closure activities.  
 
 
DUTY OF COMPLIANCE 
 
The permittee shall comply with all conditions of this permit.  Any noncompliance with this permit constitutes a violation of Chapter 
644, Missouri Clean Water Law, and 10 CSR 20-6.  Noncompliance may result in enforcement action, termination of this 
authorization, or denial of the permittee's request for renewal.

A Statement of Basis (Statement) gives pertinent information regarding the applicable regulations and rational for the development of 
the NPDES Missouri State Operating Permit (operating permit).  Statements of Basis are required for all operating permits for which a 
Fact Sheet is not required.  Statements of Basis briefly describe, among other items, the derivation of the effluent limitation and the 
reasons for operating permit’s Special Conditions.  Fact Sheets should be developed for any permit that requires complex calculations 
or special conditions; and this is particularly true for permit conditions based on Best Professional Judgment (BPJ). 
 
A Statement is not an enforceable part of an operating permit.   
 
 

Part I – Facility Information  
 
Facility Type:  Commercial buildings with domestic wastewater only. 
Facility’s SIC #: #6512/#4952 
 
Facility Description: The facility treats the domestic wastewater from two commercial buildings with the potential of treating up to a 
total of four commercial buildings. Each building has an individual aerated septic tank prior to the effluent flowing into the two-cell 
lagoon. The septage is disposed by a contract hauler. The design population equivalent is 12. The design flow is 1,200 gallons per day 
with an actual flow of 110 gallons per day based on submitted drinking water use records. The design sludge production is 1.26 dry 
tons per year. 
 
Receiving Water Body’s Water Quality & Facility Performance History: No stream surveys or low flow studies have been conducted 
at this facility. The facility is located approximately five miles from the first classified stream. The facility has not discharged during 
the previous permit cycle according to submitted Discharge Monitoring Reports (DMRs). The facility was designed to handle the 
domestic wastewater from four commercial lots, only two lots are connected and currently only one business is occupied. The facility 
receives 110 gallons per day on average from submitted water use records; according to the files the facility has a net water loss of 270 
gallons per day for the surface area of the lagoon. The facility was not in compliance when it was last inspected on November 9, 2004. 
Compliance issues included failure to establish a proper continuing authority; failure to mark the outfall pipe; and failure to maintain 
an all weather access road. A response was received from the owners on September 2, 2005.  
 
Comments: The owners of the facility have not followed up on the compliance issues as stated in the response letter. A visit was 
conducted at the facility on June 22, 2011. It was observed that the lagoon was in need of mowing and the all weather access road has 
not been built. The facility continues to lack a valid continuing authority. The owners of the facility must establish a proper continuing 
authority for the operation, maintenance, and modernization of the wastewater facility and collection system.  The empty lots that 
connect to the lagoon are for sale and without a proper continuing authority, the collection lines cannot be maintained and costs 
associated with operating, maintaining and modernization of the facility cannot be shared.   
 
 

Part II – Operator Certification Requirements 
This facility is not required to have a certified operator.   
 
 

Part III - Rationale and Derivation of Effluent Limitations & Permit Conditions 
 
ANTI-BACKSLIDING: 
A provision in the Federal Regulations [CWA §303(d)(4); CWA §402(c); 40 CFR Part 122.44(I)] that requires a reissued permit to be 
as stringent as the previous permit with some exceptions.   
 

 - All limits in this operating permit are at least as protective as those previously established; therefore, backsliding does not apply. 
 
 

AREA-WIDE WASTE TREATMENT MANAGEMENT & CONTINUING AUTHORITY:  
As per [10 CSR 20-6.010(3)(B)], …An applicant may utilize a lower preference continuing authority by submitting, as part of the 
application, a statement waiving preferential status from each existing higher preference authority, providing the waiver does not 
conflict with any area-wide management plan approved under section 208 of the Federal Clean Water Act or any other regional 
sewage service and treatment plan approved for higher preference authority by the Department.   
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BIOSOLIDS & SEWAGE SLUDGE: 
Biosolids are solid materials resulting from domestic wastewater treatment that meet federal and state criteria for beneficial uses (e.g. 
fertilizer).  Sewage sludge is solids, semi-solids, or liquid residue generated during the treatment of domestic sewage in a treatment 
works; including but not limited to, domestic septage; scum or solids removed in primary, secondary, or advanced wastewater 
treatment process; and a material derived from sewage sludge.  Sewage sludge does not include ash generated during the firing of 
sewage sludge in a sewage sludge incinerator or grit and screening generated during preliminary treatment of domestic sewage in a 
treatment works.  Additional information regarding biosolids and sludge is located at the following web address:

 Sludge/biosolids are removed by contract hauler or are stored in the lagoon.   
 
 
COMPLIANCE AND ENFORCEMENT: 
Enforcement is the action taken by the Water Protection Program (WPP) to bring an entity into compliance with the Missouri Clean 
Water Law, its implementing regulations, and/or any terms and conditions of an operating permit.  The primary purpose of the 
enforcement activity in the WPP is to resolve violations and return the entity to compliance.   
 

 Not applicable - The permittee/facility is not currently under Water Protection Program enforcement action.    
 
 

OUTFALL #001: 
 - Effluent limitations have been reassessed and verified that they are still protective of the receiving stream’s Water Quality.  

Therefore, effluent limitations have been retained from previous state operating permit – no changes proposed. 
 

 - pH. . Effluent limitations have been modified to reflect the change in the Code of State Regulations. pH ≥ 6.5, pH is not to be 
averaged. [10 CSR 20-7.015(8)(A)3.A]. 
 

 - Minimum Sampling and Reporting Frequency Requirements.  Sampling and reporting frequency requirements have been 
retained from previous state operating permit. 
 
 

REMOVAL EFFICIENCY: 
Removal efficiency is a method by which the Federal Regulations define Secondary Treatment and Equivalent to Secondary 
Treatment, which applies to Biochemical Oxygen Demand 5-day (BOD5) and Total Suspended Solids (TSS) for Publicly Owned 
Treatment Works (POTWs)/municipals.  Please see the United States Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) website for 
interpretation of percent removal requirements for National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Permit Application Requirements 
for Publicly Owned Treatment Works and Other Treatment Works Treating Domestic Sewage  @  www.epa.gov/fedrgstr/EPA-

 Not applicable - This wastewater treatment facility is not a POTW.  Influent monitoring is not being required to determine percent 
removal.   
 
 

SANITARY SEWER OVERFLOWS (SSO) AND INFLOW AND INFILTRATION (I&I): 
Sanitary Sewer Overflows (SSOs) are defined as an untreated or partially treated sewage release are considered bypassing under state 
regulation [10 CSR 20-2.010(11)] and should not be confused with the federal definition of bypass.  SSO’s have a variety of causes 
including blockages, line breaks, and sewer defects that allow excess storm water and ground water to (1) enter and overload the 
collection system, and (2) overload the treatment facility.  Additionally, SSO’s can be also be caused by lapses in sewer system 
operation and maintenance, inadequate sewer design and construction, power failures, and vandalism.  SSOs also include overflows 
out of manholes and onto city streets, sidewalks, and other terrestrial locations.    
 
Additionally, Missouri RSMo §644.026.1 mandates that the Department require proper maintenance and operation of treatment 
facilities and sewer systems and proper disposal of residual waste from all such facilities.   
 

 Not applicable - This facility is not required to develop or implement a program for maintenance and repair of the collection 
system; however, it is a violation of Missouri State Environmental Laws and Regulations to allow untreated wastewater to discharge 
to waters of the state. 
 
 

SCHEDULE OF COMPLIANCE (SOC): 
A schedule of remedial measures included in a permit, including an enforceable sequence of interim requirements (actions, operations, 
or milestone events) leading to compliance with the Missouri Clean Water Law, its implementing regulations, and/or the terms and 
conditions of an operating permit.

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 Not applicable - This permit does not contain a SOC. 
 
 

WATER QUALITY STANDARDS: 
Per [10 CSR 20-7.031(3)], General Criteria shall be applicable to all waters of the state at all times including mixing zones. 
Additionally, [40 CFR 122.44(d)(1)] directs the Department to establish in each NPDES permit to include conditions to achieve water 
quality established under Section 303 of the Clean Water Act, including State narrative criteria for water quality. 
 
 

WHOLE EFFLUENT TOXICITY (WET) TEST:  
A WET test is a quantifiable method of determining if a discharge from a facility may be causing toxicity to aquatic life by itself, in 
combination with or through synergistic responses when mixed with receiving stream water.   
 

 Not applicable - At this time, the permittee is not required to conduct WET test for this facility.   
 
 

40 CFR 122.41(M) - BYPASSES: 
The federal Clean Water Act (CWA), Section 402 prohibits wastewater dischargers from “bypassing” untreated or partially treated 
sewage (wastewater) beyond the headworks.  A bypass, which includes blending, is defined as an intentional diversion of waste 
streams from any portion of a treatment facility, [40 CFR 122.41(m)(1)(i)]. Additionally, Missouri regulation 10 CSR 20-2.010(11) 
defines a bypass as the diversion of wastewater from any portion of wastewater treatment facility or sewer system to waters of the 
state.  Only under exceptional and specified limitations do the federal regulations allow for a facility to bypass some or all of the flow 
from its treatment process.  Bypasses are prohibited by the CWA unless a permittee can meet all of the criteria listed in 40 CFR 
122.41(m)(4)(i)(A), (B), & (C).  Any bypasses from this facility are subject to the reporting required in 40 CFR 122.41(l)(6) and per 
Missouri’s Standard Conditions I, Section B, part 2.b.  Additionally, Anticipated Bypasses include bypasses from peak flow basins or 
similar devices designed for peak wet weather flows. 
 

 Not applicable - This facility does not bypass. 
 
 

303(d) LIST & TOTAL MAXIMUM DAILY LOAD (TMDL):  
Section 303(d) of the federal Clean Water Act requires that each state identify waters that are not meeting water quality standards and 
for which adequate water pollution controls have not been required.  Water quality standards protect such beneficial uses of water as 
whole body contact (such as swimming), maintaining fish and other aquatic life, and providing drinking water for people, livestock 
and wildlife.  The 303(d) list helps state and federal agencies keep track of waters that are impaired but not addressed by normal water 
pollution control programs. 
 
A TMDL is a calculation of the maximum amount of a given pollutant that a body of water can absorb before its water quality is 
affected.  If a water body is determined to be impaired as listed on the 303(d) list, then a watershed management plan will be 
developed that shall include the TMDL calculation 
 

 Not applicable - This facility does not discharge to a 303(d) listed stream. 
 
 
Part IV – Administrative Requirements 
 
On the basis of preliminary staff review and the application of applicable standards and regulations, the Department, as administrative 
agent for the Missouri Clean Water Commission, proposes to issue a permit(s) subject to certain effluent limitations, schedules, and 
special conditions contained herein and within the operating permit.
