
3.3.1.2 Overview of the Permit/General Permits/Statewide GP 
Template/Applicability 

Applicability:  

This topic applies only to writers of statewide general permit templates.  If issuing a general 
permit, see the topics in 3.3.2 Facility Specific Information. 

Content:  

The applicability section of a general permit clearly defines the types of facilities that should be 
authorized by the permit.  It may include SIC codes, any specific inclusions or exclusions, and 
any referrals to other permits.  It also includes any restrictions on the discharge of water 
contaminants under the general permit to special waters, such as losing streams, drinking water 
lakes, critical habitat areas and national or state resource waters. 

A general permit must apply to the same or substantially similar types of operations that 
discharge the same type of waste, require the same effluent limitations, monitoring and operating 
conditions.  For example, it is not appropriate for a facility discharging to a losing stream to have 
the same effluent limits as a facility discharging to a gaining stream.  Therefore, in order to offer a 
general permit for a discharge statewide, discharges to losing streams are excluded. 

Finally, it includes the department’s reservation that a site specific permit can be required if the 
department deems it appropriate.  The situations where a site specific permit can be required are:  

1. The discharge is a significant contributor of pollution which impairs the beneficial uses of the 
receiving stream, 

2. The discharger is not in compliance with the conditions of the general operating permit, 

3. A water quality management plan containing requirements applicable to these point sources is 
approved.
