Public Notice of Regulatory Impact Report for
10 CSR 20-6.300, Concentrated Animal Feeding Operations  

October 19, 2015 – December 21, 2015
The Missouri Department of Natural Resources invites the public to comment on a regulatory impact report on a draft revision to 10 CSR 20-6.300, Concentrated Animal Feeding Operations (CAFO).  Regulatory impact reports document the environmental benefits and economic costs associated with upcoming rulemakings involving environmental standards or conditions.  The department is planning a CAFO regulation amendment that provides the basis and authority for developing permit limits for wastewater discharges, such that water quality standards are maintained.

There are a number of reasons this rule needs to be revised.  The amendment will 1) remove references to construction permitting requirements, 2) update and add definitions, 3) add animal units for ducks, 4) revise documentation required for an operating permit application, 5) revise buffer distance requirements for existing buildings, 6) revise inspection requirements for Class IA CAFO’s with wet handling flush systems, and 7) remove voluntary permit language.

The department is providing an open comment period on the regulatory impact report until Dec. 21, 2015.  An open public comment period on the proposed rule amendment will also be provided during the rulemaking process.
