IF THE SCHOOL DOES NOT ALREADY HAVE A HAZARDOUS WASTE IDENTIFICATION NUMBER AND THE SCHOOL IS CHOSEN TO PARTICIPATE IN THE PROJECT, THEN UPON NOTIFICATION BY THE DEPARTMENT THE SCHOOL WILL BE REQUIRED TO COMPLETE THE NOTIFICATION OF REGULATED WASTE ACTIVITY FORM (FORM MO 780-1164) AND TO PAY THE $100 REGISTRATION FEE WITHIN FOURTEEN (14) BUSINESS DAYS OF ACCEPTANCE NOTIFICATION.  IF THE SCHOOL DISTRICT’S OR SCHOOL’S PAYMENT IS NOT RECEIVED BY THE DEPARTMENT’S HAZARDOUS WASTE PROGRAM WITHIN THE REQUIRED TIMEFRAME, THE APPLICATION APPROVAL MAY BE WITHDRAWN AND THE DEPARTMENT MAY SELECT ANOTHER SCHOOL.

· THIS PROJECT IS NOT INTENDED TO REMOVE AND DISPOSE OF NON-INSTRUCTIONAL USE CHEMICALS. THE DEPARTMENT WILL NOT DISPOSE OF AND WILL NOT PAY DISPOSAL COST FOR NON-INSTRUCTIONAL USE CHEMICALS OR WASTES AS MAY BE DETERMINED BY THE DEPARTMENT.
· IF DURING THE ON-SITE CLEANOUT ACTIVITIES, THE DEPARTMENT’S CONTRACTOR BECOMES AWARE OF A SUBSTANCE, DEVICE, OR OTHER MATERIAL THE DEPARTMENT’S CONTRACTOR JUDGES TO BE AN IMMINENT PUBLIC HEALTH OR SAFETY HAZARD, THEN THE DEPARTMENT’S CONTRACTOR SHALL TAKE THE FOLLOWING STEPS: IMMEDIATELY NOTIFY THE SITE’S CLEANOUT COORDINATOR OF THE HAZARD AND THE DEPARTMENT’S ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES PROGRAM EMERGENCY ENVIRONMENTAL RESPONSE (ESP EER) POINT-OF-CONTACT; AND WORK WITH THE DEPARTMENT’S ESP EER POINT-OF-CONTACT TO DETERMINE THE APPROPRIATE STEPS TO BE TAKEN TO REMOVE SUCH HAZARD.

· THE SCHOOL WILL WORK COOPERATIVELY WITH THE DEPARTMENT, THE CENTER FOR SAFE SCHOOLS AND THE DEPARTMENT’S CONTRACTOR TO SCHEDULE THE CLEANOUT ACTIVITIES WHEN SCHOOL OCCUPANTS ARE NOT PRESENT AT THE FACILITY OR ARE NOT WITHIN A CLOSE PROXIMITY TO THE CHEMICAL STORAGE LOCATION WHERE THE CHEMICALS WILL BE REMOVED OR THE EGRESS AREA ALONG WHICH THE CHEMICALS SHALL BE MOVED.
· THE ORGANIZATION AND ITS RESPONSIBLE OFFICIAL SHALL HOLD THE MISSOURI DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES HARMLESS FROM ANY CLAIMS RELATED TO OR ARISING OUT OF THE CHEMICAL CLEANOUT ACTIVITY, INCLUDING REASONABLE ATTORNEY’S FEES AND ANY CLAIM FOR THE VALUE OF THE CHEMICALS REMOVED FROM OR DAMAGED ON THE SITE. FURTHER, THE DEPARTMENT’S CONTRACTOR IS SOLELY RESPONSIBLE FOR ITS CHEMICAL AND HAZARDOUS MATERIALS CLEANOUT ACTIVITIES AND INDEMNIFIES AND HOLDS HARMLESS THE DEPARTMENT, ITS CONTRACTORS, SUBCONTRACTORS, AGENTS AND EMPLOYEES FROM ANY CLAIMS, CAUSES OF ACTION, OR LIABILITY (INCLUDING REASONABLE ATTORNEYS FEES) ARISING OUT OF THE CLEANOUT ACTIVITIES ON THE SCHOOL OR SCHOOL DISTRICT’S PROPERTY.
