Lexingtcn's frue significance lies in these early buildings interspersed with

cutstanding 2xamples of ITtalianabte and Victorian architecture, all in a scenic

small-town setting. Lexington's historical develcpment, from its steamboat era
to its Pest Civil-War affluence on through its prospercus Victorian mining days
tc its static early twentieth century is aptly illustrated by this architectur-
al heritage. ’

This Multiple Rescurce area is ccomprised of 471 architecturally and histori-
cally signifiant buildings, structures and sites ranging in date from the early
1Gth century tc 1939, The area has a large ccncentration of residential
structures, apprcoximately 244, The central business district features
apprcximately 69 significant buildings, the majority of which are on Main and
Franklin 3treets, In addition, this Multiple Rescurce area includes 2
gcvernment buildings, 1 educaticnal building, 15 ecclesiastical buildings, 1
train depct, 1 theatre, 1 museum, 1 park, a bridge, 2 monuments, 2 scenic and
histeriec areas, 1 cemetery, and approximately 5 significant stone retaining
walls.

This Multiple Rescurce area is plotted in a grid with its streets running ncrtn
to scuth and east to west except for Highland Avenue, which follows an irregu-
lar ccurse zlcng the Misscuri River bluffs. The grid has been altered to con-
form to ravines menticned previcusly. Originally "01d Town", the first settle-
ment of Lexingten, was platted April 22, 1822, scutheast cof the Multiple Re-
sgurce area, beginnning at 22nd 3treet and extending east. A courthouse was
constructed here in 1825 on a central city bleck. The lceaticn of the criginal
settlement was based ¢on the 3Santa Fe Trail, which became the main thercughfare
in the 01d Town area (tocday Scuth Street). By 1836 with the advent cf commerce
on the Misscuri River, the economic focus of the town had moved northwest to
the river and in spring of that year the First Addition of New Town was laid
cut. Mcst of the Multiple Rescurce area is lccated within this First Addi-
ticn.

Lexingtan's neighborhocds are characterized by large weoded lots. Originally
the sidewalks were laid out in brick and many of these still survive; many of
the original cut stone curbs alsc remain. Ancther significant scenic element
is the presence of cast-iron light posts on certain streets in the clder neigh-
berhocds, dating to e. 1900 and still in use. The city retains many of its
criginal stone retaining walls, in most instances still structurally function-
al. The density of the residential neighbcrhcods has not been altered sub-
stantially, with new construction replacing o'd buildings on the original

lcts.  The density of the commercial area, due to the intrusicn of parking lcts
and new construction, has been significantly reduced. Residential structures
are constructed primarily in brick, as are the gcvernment, ecclesiastical, and
commercial buildings. The buildings are fairly well maintained and the biggest
problem is nct structural upkeep but physical alteration by stuccc, siding, ad-
diticns, ete. Very few log structures survive. Because of the difficulty in-
volved in recognizing lcg structures, the Cld Tcwn area, which is expected tc
have the highest percentage of this type of construction, will be surveyed at a
future date tc verify this promise. Only cne log building in the Multiple Re-
scurce area has been dccumented (555).

Statement of Significance {in one paragraph}
The primary significance of the Historic Lexington Multiple Rescurce Area lies
in the tcwn's growth and develcpment as a majcr area of ccmmerce in the
Misscuri River valley and in the architecture which was the result of this
growth, Initially developing as an ¢verland trading center cn the Santa Fe
Trazil, Lexingtcn was important in the setflement ¢f western Misscuri and played
a significant role in the early settlement of the frontier. With the develcp-
ment of commerce cn the Misscurl River, Lexington attained a unique and pros-
percus positicn, and was for a time head of navigation on the Misscuri
Rivar. Architecturs from thess pericds when viewed individually, includes
scme cubstanding stylistic representaticns on a state-wide level and when
viewed 1n its entirety, Lexington constitubtes the finest ensaemble of anteballum
architecturs in Misscuri. Less significant pericds cf development include the
growth of the mining industry after the Civil War and a German immigraticn.

Tn 1815 the first white settler <f Lafayette Ccunfy, Gilead Rupe, settled about
twe miles scuth of the present site ¢f Lexington.® By 1819 a ferry was estab-
lished acrcss the Misscuri River at Lexinghtcn by Capt. William Jack, and the
first hemp crops began tc be raised zlong Dover Road (the ¢ld Santa Fe Trail).
In the early 1820's the develcpment of the Santa Fe Trail established Lexing-
ten as cne of the primary areas of ccmmerce and trade along the frontier, The
trail ran west frcm Dover and connected in Lexingtcn at its eastern boundar-
ies. In April of 1822 "0Old Town" was platted. The Santa Fe Trail became the
main thorcughfare, labelled Main Street. Today this is Scuth Street. Lexing-
tcn rapidly became a primary gathering pcint for shippers, trappers, explcrers,
and settlers. By 1827 trappers and fur traders had made Lexingtcn their cen-
er, and by 1829 Rcbert Aull had established a private bank as a facility for
his shipping business. Rcbert was to join with James Aull in 1831 to develop
prcbably the best known ind largest shipping bhusiness in the West cutfitting
westward bound picneers., In 1832, a new Court Hcouse was built in 0ld Tcwn.

3oon commerce alsc began growing cn the Misscuri River, lcoeated scme distance
ncrth and west frem the criginal town plat? The first steambcat, the "Western
Engineer'", had passed up the river ag early as 1820, By the early 1830's the
main area cf activity began to shift from the Santa Fe Trail connecticn ncrth
tc the river, and in 1836 the shift was completed with the platting of the
First Additicn ¢f New Town.,

The riverfrcnt rapidly became an area of great activity and bustling ccmmerce.
Brcadway became the main business center: 'Wagcns were sometimes lined up a
half mile lonﬁ with produce breought from as far away as Warrensburg cr even
Springfield."” By 1837 Lexingtcn was an outstanding cutfitting post and
trading center and was the eastern terminus of the trade with Mexice and
California. 1In 1848 Alexander Majors established a freighting business which
was tc go cn to become cne of the mcst successful shipping firms in the na-
ticn. By 1858 Russell, Majors and Waddell had increased their equipment tc

Building styles in histcric Lexingten range from the log structure just men-
ticned and early brick vernacular buildings tc very fine Greek Revival examp-
les, to a significant and unique Italianate building style and culminate with
signifiecant buildings in local renderings of Victcrian, Neoclassic, and Colon-
ial Revival styles. Major building pericds cecurred during the steamboazt erz
befcre the Civil War and in the Victorian pericd during Lexington's bcom mining
days. Mcst characteristic and significant ¢f this era are Greek Revival struc-
tures, most in brick, laid cut in a classic twe-stery "L" side hall plan, as
exemplified by the Waddell-Pomercy Hcuse (26). Several styles cf early verna-
cular brick structures alsc remain, as well as several early frame styles. Ths
Italianate style occurring after the War i1s manifested mcst appropriately by
the brick cross-gable plan c¢f the Withers House (180). Victorian styles werse
abundant and well-executed, with many middle—class frame structures surviving.
However, classic Vietorian era architecture in a textbock mode is exhibited in
only twe structures, the Taubman House (88), and the Stramcke Hcuse (BRA).
Other Victorian era types are mcre significant for their contributicns to the
street and homegeneity of the districts. The turn ¢f the century contribufed a
few gecod architectural examples; cn the whcle, however, the pericd from 1830 on
never equalled the antebellum and Italianate pericds architecturally cr histor-
ically.

Three histcric districts have been designated within the Multiple Rescurce
Area:

District #1 - 01d Neighberhcods Histcric District: This district is located
on the eastern and neorthernmost bcundary ¢f the Multiple Rescurce Area with its
bcundaries delineated as follows:

A tract c¢f land containing apprcximately 97 acres beginning cn the W side cf
22nd Street approximately 130 S of the 3 intersection of 22nd and Scuth
Streets, extending approximately 500' N to the NW corner of 22nd and Franklin
Streets; hence W approximately 75' along the S border of Lot 8, Block 2, First
Additicn, then N along the E bocundary cf Lot 7, Block 2, approximately 142" te
the alley cf Blcock 2; then W along the S side of the alley approximately 250°
to the West side of 21st Street; then N approximately 142' to Main Street;
continuing N approximately 200' to the 3W corner of the intersection of N. 2ist
Street and the alley c¢f Blcck 4; thus extending W cn the S side of this alley
approximately 350' to the SW corner c¢f the intersection of the alley of Blcocek @
and N. 20th Street; thus N apprcximately 150' ¢n the W side cf 20th Street tc
Washingtcn Avenue; then extending West ¢n Washington Avenue approximately 075!

7. House (2011 Scuth Street): c¢. 1890. One story frame T plan; center gabled
prejecting wing flanked by matching gingerbread porches.

8. McGrew House (2001 Scuth Streetd: c. 1890. Two stery brick cornate Queen
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Anne, encircling verandah with gingerbread trim; tower with conical rccf has
terra coita ornamentation. Art glass windows and many intericr details remain
intact. Bullt by early mining magnate; now antique shcp.

Q, Schacklett House (1919 Scuth Street): . 1888. Attributed t¢ James
Cheatham. 2 story frame L plan, criginal shutters, front entry poreh
enclosed.  Victerian ircn fence and large Victcrian garden tc the rear intact.
Sided.

10. House (1613 Scuth Street): ¢, 1905, 2 1/2 steory brick with large balconied
full-length front entry porch. Large central chimey, hip rcof, hipped dor-
mer, Deccrative yellow brick stringecurse at ccrnice level.

11. Heouse (1909 3cuth Street): c. 1905, HNecclassic 2 1/2 story brick, almcst
identical tc #10. Hip rcof, same balconied full-length pcrch, leaded glass
sidelights in entry.

1915, 2 story frame, stuccoed, hipped rocf,
hipped dcrmer, porch coclumns replaced with ornamental iron, identical tc #75
and #16.

18. Hcuse (1805 Scuth Street): ¢, 1900. 1 story brick veneered, inset stone
lintels, bungalcw style. Hipped two-light central dormer c¢n irregularly slcped
rcof.,  Transition style from late Victorian.

19. House (1801 Scuth Street): c. 1850. 2 story frame, stuccoed. Pedimented
rcof with cireular windcow in gable; front full-length pcrch added «. 1900,

20. House (1712 Scuth Street): c. 1895. 2 stcry frame Vietorian, prcjecting
gabled wing with three-sided bay; gingerbread pcrch and window trim, deccrative
dormer,  Good coriginal condition.

21. House (1715 Scuth Street): c. 1906. 2 story red brick late Vieteorian.
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Slate roof, tan brick stringecurse at the cornice level, intericr details
mcstly intact.

Rcmanesque Revival.,
Arched ccrbel table, central prcjecting tower. Stone water table, cast iron
sills, criginal art glass windcws. Original tcower has been replaced by a
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smaller cne; major alteraticns in the intericr tock place in 1025,

24, Chapman House (1505 Scuth Street): c. 1845, Greek Revival, two story
brick, gabled rocf with two end chimneys, large extended ell to the rear with
two-tiered portico which has been enclgosed.

Veneer-
ed in new brick, c. 1915. Twc kinds of brick used. Tcnic perch added cn front
and east facades. Original integrity on extericr has been diminished but is
still visually cchesive with streetscape.

39. Walter B. Waddell Hcouse {1401 Scuth Street): c. 1905. Twc story red brick,
hip rocf with hcoded dermer on the front facade, pedimented dormers cn the east
and west, facades. Full-length balconied entry portico, baleonied bay windcw on
the east.

40, Eggleston House (1321-1323 Scuth Street): ¢. 1880. Victorian twe-story,
painted brick, deccrative central gable added., Eastlake stencilling c¢n cut
stene hecd molds cver front facade windows, central eastlake pcrch flanked by
twe prejecting bays. Duplex.,

41, Becone House (1317 South Street): c. 18U45. Greek Revival twe story brick

painted white. Crnately mcdelled brick lintels; windcows flanked by twe side-
lights. Twc-tier balcenied portico, cast-iren baleony not crginal. Cclessal
Icnic pertice added and intericor tastefully remcdelled in 1G13.

42, Lafayette Arms (1305 South Street): c. 1840. Originally William B.
Waddell Mansicn. Purchased in 1868, it was large Seccnd Empire 2 1/2 stery
brick, Baptist Female Ccllege. Stuccced in the early 20's. Mansard rcof re-
moved; pedimented dormers added tc hip rocf. Bracketted cornice, two tiered
balcenied portico. Made into apartments.

79. United Methcdist Church (1306 Scuth Street): c. 1865. Originally Roman-
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esque Revival. 1In 1915, stuccced and remodelled in a prairie style. Geumetric
stained glass, light fixtures and crnamentaticn in this style. Steeple has
been remcved. Bell tower added at this time tc the rear., 1In spite of this
extensive make-cver, the building was altered ccherently.

80, House (1310 Scuth Street): c. 1840, Greek Revival, two stcry brick, para-
pet twin end chimeys, stuccced. Windows surrcunded by inset brick in stuccc.
Original pcrch replaced.

81, Mccrehead Hcuse (1314 Scuth Street): Originally 1839, ccmpletely Victorian-
ized, c. 1890, Twc 1/2 stcry brick. Tall square central tower with finial.
Massive turned pcrch pcsts with kncbs, with incised Rastlake deccraticn in
stene, square hood mcld lintels. Twe story frame bay added to scuth facade.

87. Bentun-Tcdhunter House (1512 South Street): c. 1840, Significant example
of two story five bay Greek Revival in walnut clapbcard., Twe end chimneys,
original shutters, 3/4 length pcreh altered, features cornamental ircn rzilings
which are prcbably nct criginal. Docr and interior details have been alterad;
5till retains scme fireplaces,

R8. Taubman House (1522 Scuth Street): o. 1885, Mcst significant example cf
Queen Anne in Lexingtcn city limits. Ornate 2 1/2 story brick with a conical
tecwer, finials, and domed turret, ornate tall chimeys, deccrative terra cclfta
tiles arcund turret. Stained glass, slate rocf, cresting, encireling pcrch
with gingerbread trim. In perfect ccndificn. Infericr well preserved.

1880, One stery frame Victorian, large rcund-
ed bay ¢n the west side of the front facade with an art glass transom. Ionice
poreh posts.  Stuccoed. Imbricated shingles in main gable.

97, Vaughn-Walker Funeral Homes (1720 South Street): East porticn of frent fa-
cade is a two story stuccced hip rocf rectangular plan with a balconied entry
porceh, built in 1917. Tt was added to a warehcuse at the rear, built co. 1750
as part of the <ld Winkler Mcrtuary, Ceiling beams in this building pepged.

103. House (1310 Scuth Street): c¢. 1910. Twe story frame Necelassic, hip rocf,
shed dormer, full length porch with Icnic posts, partially enclosed.

104, House (1912 Scuth Street): c¢. 1910. Twc story frame Necoclassie, hip rocf,
twc sash hip dormer with diamcnd paned windows. Full length porch enclcsed.

105. House (1916 South Street): c¢. 1915. Two story frame Necclassic, hip rocf
with bracketted cverhang, two sash hip dormer, full length three pcst Icnic
pcreh. Similar to #104.

106. James McGrew House (1920 Scuth Street): c. 1904, Fine example ¢f this
style. Two story red brick Necclassic/late Victorian; hip roof, twe sash hip
dormer.

115. House (2118 South Street): ¢, 1920, One story frame, medium gable, faces
the street. Projecting 3/4 length hipped pcrch with three Icnic posts.

116. House (2124 Scuth Street): c. 1920, One story frame, medium gable, stuc-
cced.

117. House (2115 Franklin): <. 1920. One stcry frame bungalcw, medium gable
faces the street, 3/8 length projecting front pereh, stuccoed.

One story medium gable bungalow style,
square windcw in gable, three plain pocsts cn inset full length pcrch.

139. Hcuse {1701 Franklin}: c. 1850, One story brick Wwith frame addition to
the east, Medium gable facing the street. Stuccced. Windcws, door have been
replaced with storm fixtures.

140. Marquis W. Withers House (1621 Franklin): c¢. 1870. Two story high style

144, John Eggleston House (1601 Franklin): c. 1840. Two story Greek Revival,
twe end chimeys, Brick painted cream, criginal shutters intact. Victgrian
added pcrch has ornamental ircon pests that replaced coriginal. Intact intericr;

Twc story English Tudcr half-fimbered,
high peaked front center gable with flanking two-window shed dormers. Round
topped door.,

152. House (1419 Franklin): c. 1920, One story frame bungalcw, hipped rccf
Wwith cverhang, large hipped gable cn frent and sides,; extericr chimney, inset
full length porch with plain square posts and balustrade.

153, Hcouse (1417 Franklind}: c¢. 1930. Two stery Tuder, frame, high gable facing
the street with massive extericr chimey applied to the center of the front
gable; full length shed dormers cn east and west facades; rcund-tcpped door.

Originally Church cf
Christ. Gabled Missicn-style church with two story tower cn the west with cur-
vilinear gable, Stuccced.

15R. Mattingly Stores Inc. (13th and Franklind: c. 1200. Two stcry painted
brick commercial building, deccrative brick corbel table at cornice level, seg-
mental windows, three bay storefront cn main north facade altered. A large two
story modern additicn to the east is an intrusicn,

212. Christ Church Episcopal (120 3. 13th Street): . 1848, Attributed tc the
Rev. J.W. Dunn. Gothic Revival, cne stcry red brick L plan. Crenelated tcower
cn scuth corner of front facade, dates to 1890. Vestry room added on the east
in 1860. COriginal pews still in use, crgan (1870) in use. Fine art glass win-
dows date to 1870. These windows include both stained and painted glass de-
signed by Boocth of New York, made in EZngland, and installed in the chancel in
1884, lLarge trees on frent lawn, included in HABS.

Twc story red brick, flat tarred rocf,
twe tiered full-length porch cn the front with turned Victorian pests and cut-
out trim and balustrade. Pressed tin cornice and finials added at later date.

Twc stcry red brick pressed tin cor-
nice and finials, four bay facade with hcoded inset stone lintels; full-length
hipped rocf porch with posts with fan brackets, Original Victorian docr.

Circular art glass windew
cn first flocor front facade. Brick nas been sandblasted and badly tuckpointed,

266. House (1819 Main): c. 1915, Negclassic two story frame, slight bell-cast
hip rcof with hipped gable. Hipped full length pcrch with Ichic posts. Brick
sidewalk.

267, House (1815 Main): c. 1928, One story frame eclectic, crcssed and inter-
secting gables facing the streef with circular windcws in the apex. Stuccced.

268, Groves House (1809 Main): <. 1915. Twe story frame Necclassic Revival,
gabled rocf with plain boxed cornice and returns. Pedimented entry portico.

260, Bour Flats (1805 Main): . 1900. Two story red brick apartment house.
Three bay front facade with wrap-arcund porches at each entryway cn the east
and west. Decorative brick qucins, crnate cornice compesed of four bhrick piers
and deccrative ccorbel table. Inset stcne lintels and sills. "Bour" in ccpper
letters at ccrnice line.

Fine example of bungalow styling, hip tile
rocf with six-light shed dormer; tile hip rcofed entry portico with flanking
doric columns; tile roofed porte-—cochere to the east., First flcer brick fin-
ished; seccnd flcor stuccced.

280, William Aull Jr. Heouse (1601 Main): c¢. 1915, Necelassic twc story frame,
gabled rccf, dentil cornice, shutters on secend floor withcut cut-cuts. Arched
entry pcrtice with derice colums flanked by pergola ccvered pcorches. Arched
transcm and sidelights at entry.

TIn 1913 througn a fremendous com-
munity effort, it was cleared, drained, and reclaimed as a playing field. Visu-
ally, there are huge ccthonwcods bordering Main Street from one end of the 1ot
te the cther, creating a very beautiful streetscape., Blight has cceourred in in-
trusicns acrcss the street, and this tree line is very important tc¢ counteract
this element as well as being an important asset to the stone bleachers inset

1926,
Jack N. Felt and Co., architects, Busboom Bros., builders. Impressive twe
story red brick Gothic Revival., Stone window enframements, lintels and sills;
tracery at cornice level. Art glass lunette cver inset central entry.

365. House (1608 Main): ¢. 1850. Two stcry brick Greek Revival T plan, painted
white. Low-pitched pediment rocf, decorative brick arched lintels cver front
facade and east facade windows. Side entry portice with Tenie pests. Original
Victgrian porch added to east facade.

366. House (1614 Main): c. 1890. Twc stery red brick Viectcrian; compesiticn
shingle rccf has replaced coriginal tile. Irregular plan, projecting central
bay with gabled dermer. Side pcreh replaced original, c. 1900,

367. Hcuse (1616 Main): c¢. 1890. Two story red brick Viectorian; slate rccf,
criginal cresting and finials. Irregular flccor plan with projecting bay in the
scutheast corner. Porch added c. 1920. Inset stone lintels with eastlake sten-
cilling. Deccrative black brick belt course between windows cn the second
floor.

368, Sturgis House (1622 Main): c. 1900. 1 1/2 story frame late Victorian with
bell cast gable facing the street. Finials and cresting intact. Inset in gab-
le is round-arched recessed porch with three deccrative paned windows. Nctable
deccrative shinglewcrk. Matching bell-case gabled side bhay on front porch with
art glass window. Neocclassic porch is criginal; main entry has beveled glass
transcm and sidelights.

369. The Aull House (1702 Main): c. 1904, Twc story red brick Classic Revi-
val. Three pedimented dcrmers, front and rear. Boxed cornice and pediments
dentil mclding., Twe-story baleconied perticc pereh with Ionic fluted ccolumns.
Two story wood pilasters encase the four corners; flat arch with radiating
vousscirs ¢f cut stone over docrs and windows.

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added.

371, Mount icy-Spears-Steward Hcouse (1714 Main): c. 1884. Attributed tc James
Cheatham. Two story frame Queen Anne. Hip rocf with composition shingles; cne
stocry three-sided bay on the west features art glass transoms. Imbricated
shingles c¢n side pcrech, crnamental ircn replaces criginal posts.

1 1/2
story frame Queen Anne in almost original condition; cwnership still under ori-
ginal name.

277. Aull Heouse (1902 Main): c. 1R55. One story frame early Vietcrian. Medium
gable faces street, elcngated windcws ¢n first flcor of front facade; circular
windcw in gable. Side porch in bad condition but original. Original shutters
and doors; back poreh collapsing. Vacant,

37%. Ardinger House (1908 Main): c. 1839-L0. 1t 1/2 steory brick Gethic Revival;

Older
trees, a scale replica of the criginal first Masonic College in the world,
built in 1847 here. This building served as Col. Mulligan's headquarters
during the Battle of Lexingtcon.

District #2 - Commercial Community Histcric District: This district is lo-
cated in the center of the Multiple Rescurce Area with its boundaries delin-

380" to the W side cf Scuth 12th; hence 2 approximately 110" Lo an imaginary
line dividing lots 1 and 2, Block 32, First Additicn in half, Hence W 1257,
then S 50' ¢n the E berder of 1ot 2 of that block; then extending W in a
straight line cn the S side of the rear lcts facing Scuth Street approximately
1225'; then turning N approximately 250" <n the W side cf fth Street £o an
imaginary line dividing Lot 7 Block 46 First Additicn in half; hence N ¢n the ¥
boundary line of that 1ot appreximately 75'; hence £ on the S boundary of the
alley of block U6 zpproximately 2G0'; then turning N on the E side of Scuth Gth
Street to the NE corner of Gth and Franklin 225'; then W ¢n the N side of
Franklin to the NE corner of 8th and Franklin, apprcximately 350'; N
approximately 65'; E 9C'; then N approximately 100' to the N side of the alley
of Blcek 45; then W 100'; hence N 150" ¢n the E side of B8th Street to Main;
turning £ on Main apprceximately 225'; N A0' to the NE corner of the
intersecticn ¢f Broadway and Main; then extending NW ¢n the N side of Broadway
to the NW ccrner of the intersecticn ¢f Brecadway and Highland Avenue, 3601;
hence NE on the E side of Highland appreximately 250'; then turning SE on the S
side of the alley of Rlcocek LU, approximately H00' to N, gth, corcssing N, Gth to
its E side and going N approximately 75' to the 3 side ¢f the alley in Blcoks
43, 36, 35, and 28. Extending E zlcng this alley approximately 1375' in a
straight line tc N. 13th; hence S in a straight line ¢n the W side of 13th
Street apprcximately 875' tc the starting pcint.

The Commercial Community Historic District consists of twe streets, Franklin
and Main, compcesing the traditicnal business district and the adjacent residen-
tial community to the south of these streets. To the rear c¢f Main Street, at
scme distance, can be seen the Misscuri River, The Lafayette Ccunty Courthouse
faces north on Main towards the river and provides an cutstanding fceal pcint.
However, the City Hall is almost as tall as the Courthouse and is alsc a visual
landmark.

L plan pcrch on the east, Distinctive
brick "egg and dart" lintel cver frunt facade twin windcows,

161. B & G. Ford (13th and Franklin): ¢. 1925, One story glazed brick with
beomtown front. Continucus glass sterefront windows,

165. Vacant Lot (southwest corner, 12th and Franklin): Lets 1, 2, Block 33,
First Additicon. The sandstcne retaining wall that runs along the entire front
cf the lot ¢n Franklin and scuth along 12th toc the alley is significant. This
1ot is approximately 6' lower than street level. Alsc, the adjacent building
makes this arez a significant buffer zcne. The wall was criginally part of a
brewery which included the adjacent existent structure.

166. Misscuri Public Service Storage Building (Baehrs Beer Cellar) (1115 Frank-
1in): e. 1871, Two stery brick with deccratve first flocr arcade, deccrative
segmental lintels ch second flocr. Many of original features, such as extericr
ice decr, remain, but building 1s in detericrating conditicn, Stucccing dimin-
ished the impact of the deccrative brickwork.

167. Storage Building (1105 Franklin): c. 1870, One story brick, with nearly
criginal frame five-bay storefrcnt. A garage door additicn has altered the twc
bays tc the west; the second floor has been removed and six brick pilasters
rise apprcoximately 7' above the stcrefreont and end with tile rcof capping.

168. Part cf 0ld Brewery (#166), faces 11th Street cn an alley. This building
is attached tc an intrusicn. 1 1/2 stcry brick, hip tile rocf, decorative

brick cornice cver entry; two windows cn the north (alley side) feature deccra-
tive brick segmental lintels. The coriginal cresting has been removed. Current-
ly used for storage.

169. GP's Screen Printing (212 S. 11th Street): ¢. 1905. One story brick ccm-
mercial building, deccrative brick corbel table, plain segmental windcows on
ncrth facade covered over. Tall dcorway cpens at angle to 11th and has been al-
tered. "Office" appears in large cgpper letters over the entry. Lot adjacent
to the scuth is used for parking.

170. Pat's Boats and Mctors (211 8. 11th Street): c. 1905. One story brick
with high curvilinear gable. New storefrcnt has been added. Originally used
fcr stable and boarding. Large lot to the scuth is used for beoat parking and
is an intrusicn.

172. Franklin Diner (1027 Franklin): c. 1900. This two-stcry brick 3-bay ccom-
mercial building has had a partial new storefront installed and the second
story crnament has been removed and stuccced. Storm windcws installed. The
original transom remains and the original entry. The building's height and
three segmental windcws make it significant to the block as a whole.

173. State Farm Insurance (1025 Franklin): c. 1900, Two story Victorian paint-
ed brick commercial, original three bay storefront with transom and criginal en-
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try and side entry tc the upstairs intact,; twe second stery segmental windows
have had added storm windows; deccrative brick corbel table at cornice level
significant; it ccntinues in similar fashicn on building to the west.

174, Misscuri Water Company (1023 Franklin): c. 1900. Two story three-bay
painted white, original stcrefront replaced. Three segmental windcws on seccnd
flocor; storm windows. Decorative brick arcade at cornice level in same style
as building tc the east.

175. Offices, Weldon Perry (1021 Franklind: c. 1900. Two stery brick commer -
cial building has had storefront altered by additicn ¢f sandstcne veneer, and 2-
bay seccnd stcocry with segmental windows has been stuccced. nly significant in
relaticn to height and window style tc rest of blcoek.

176, Cox Real Estate/Lauderdale Offices (1019 Franklin): c. 19C05. Four-bhay twc
story painted white brick, coriginal stcrefront replaced by "Williamsburg" fa-
cade with twc entries with broken pediments. Seccnd flcer, however, remains
original with fcour segmental windows and deccrative hrick corbel table and ar-
cade at the cornice level.

177. Offices, Dr. David Rich (1015 Franklin}: c. 1900. Twc stcory brick: has
had criginal stcorefront altered and second floor veneered., Significant only in
height and windcw propeortions to rest of the block.

178. Headquarters/Bus Station (1011/1013 Franklin): <. 1905. Twe story red
brick, hcuses two businesses with entries side by side in the center. Four win-
dows on second flcor with yellow brick segmental inset lintels. Storefront cn
the west has been altered with additicn cf brick veneer, as has storefrcont tc
the east.

17G. Schwab Real Estate (1009 Franklin): c. 1905. Two story red brick, identi-
cal to adjacent building to the west. Three windows on second flcor with yel-
low brick inset lintels; original stcrefrent intact with transcm and wooden
framewcrk.

181, Winkler Furniture Cc. (1001-1005 Franklin): co. 1870. Three stcry brick,
eight-hay front facade with segmental hcod molds cver upper story windows.
Storefrent has original six pane transcm. Stuccced. Tin ceiling, sandstcone
foundaticn., Last business of cone of the most prominent and historic industries
in town.

183. Hcuse (218 5. 10th Street): c. 1880, Two story briek Vietorian, hip rocf,
segmental arched windows, two story front porch with shed roof. Victorian turn-
ed pcsts. Central chimey.

185. Wright House (905 Franklin): Twc story original Greek Revival built o.
1840, Victorianized, c. 1867-90 tc combination of styles. Painted brick trun-
cated center gable, twe end chimneys, two-tiered entry porceh on second floor
features gingerbread trim. Full length frcont porch has Ttalianate posts and
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bracketting. Prcjecting bays cn both floors cn the west side of the decorway.
Deccrative brick hocd lintels, cne story ell extends ah the rear, Intericr in-
teresting ccmbinaticn of Greek Revival and High Victcorian deccrative features.

186. Goehner's Marblewcrks (901 Franklin): c. 1857. One story brick rectangu-
lar plan, bcombown brick frent was criginally curvilinear, has been changed fc
a stepped gable. Original storefrcnt with large nine light windows, original
four panelled docrs and transcm remains. Gable features inset steonewcrk with
statue niche. Monuments still remain cut front and in the side yard. Original
keys used for door knockers; cne of earliest businesses in Lexingtcon, illustra-
ting German influence, still almost intact. Used as residence by descendants
of the Gcehners.,

187, Goehner House (210 5. 9th Street): c. 1857, Twc story criginal red brick
Greek Revival ell plan. Six bay facade, doorway with inset stcne lintel. Side-
lights cf beveled glass not original. Twc story brick additicn on the ncrth
added at 2 later date featuras segmental windcws and a three-sided hivped rocof
pcreh.

188. Hopkins House (216 S. Gth Street): c. 1859, Two story brick Greek Re-
vival, painted brick., Distinetive shouldered architrave extericr window en-
framements. Twc end chimeys; 3/4 length Victorian gingerbread pcrch added to
frent facade, small cverhang added on second story entry. Alsc small gable
added in center as cornice decoration. Two story frame ell to the rear added
in 1901. Hip tin rcof.

191, First Presbyterian Church (920 Franklin): c. 1844, 1890. Originally Greek
Revival building with pedimented roof is to the north. Alsc features four en-
gaged pilasters cn a cclessal scale and medium gable facing the street. Bell
tcwer added to the south, ¢. 1890, with circular belfry. Brick has been tuck-
pcinted, inexpertly. Expansions and alterations diminish original integrity,
but still significant. Recent large addition tc the west is an intrusion.

192. City Hall (10th and Franklin): c. 1905. Fine example of vernacular muni-
cipal building designed by Oswsld Winkler, Lexington's maycr. 2 1/2 story
brick topped by large silver dome resting on pests with Tenic capitals, Decer-
ative licn's heads surrcund base of dome. TIrcn fence surrcunding rocf nct
original--from old Lafayette County Courthouse. Original red brick in gecd
conditicn with yellow brick corner pilasters, stone lintels and sills. Double
doors feature beveled glass. Intericr in near original condition; staircase,
brass hardware, doors with coriginal glass and lettering, and ornate safe in
clerk's coffice.

193. Municipal Auditorium (ncrthwest ccrner, Franklin and 3. 11th): This
building is the only Depressicn style (1930) structure in Lexington. Built by
WPA, it was well designed and cconstructed, and ccntributes tc the streetscape.

194, Commercial Building (1102 Franklin): e. 1855, Last remaining Greek Re-
vival ccmmercial building in near—griginal condition. Three story gray painted
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brick, pedimented lintels and sills. Three bay frent facade, A/f light dcuble
hung sash, sterefrent altered. West facade exhibits two enfries with classic
transcoms and sidelights and fine hardware. Small cancpies added. Twc story
additicn to the north in similar style with identical entry and decorative
brick ccrnice. Intericr features original stairway, newel pcst, and mantels.
Shutters nave been remcved.

195, Senicr Citizens Center (1104 Franklin): <. 1915. Twc story brick, halifax
style rccf with asbestcs shingles. Transcm has been covered cver, storefrent
replaced with wide expansive glass.

197. Telephcne Exchange Building (1114 Franklin): c. 1920, Two story red
brick, three bay facade, top frieze decorated with three diamcnd designs 1aid
in yellcw brick; windcws feature decorative brick crenelaticn con each side,
straight corbel table at top and bottom. Aluminum canopy added gver doorway;
criginal deccrative stcne lintel intact hut new entry installed.

198. Walker's Drug Stcre {1120 Franklin): <., 18R0. Two story white brick Vie-
torian. Decorative cornice intact with corner capitals; deccrative arched win-
dow hceds remain "floating”; windows have been bricked in to a foot below the
lintels. Stcrefrent and aluminum awning not criginal. Ccke-a-Cola sign on
west facade; frame additicn added to the west as dwelling; stalrway cpens cntc
sidewalk.

199, Deccter's Office (1122 Franklin): e. 1880. Twe stery criginally Vietcrian
structure has been entirely altered with a brick veneer front and a new store-
frent and transcm. However, height and window proporticns remain as important
features in this cchesive block.

200. Offices (1124 Franklin): ¢. 1880. Originally twc story Victorian, has
been entirely altered by a brick veneer front. Only height and window propor-
tions remain as important features in overall appearance of the block.

201, Offices (1126 Franklin): c. 18R0. Two story red brick Victorian, origi-
nally ornate pressed tin cornice with corner supperts, coriginal cast-ircn decor-
ative hcod molds. First floer, however, has been entirely altered by zapplica-
tion ¢f sandstone veneer and inserticn of single docrway flanked by ¢ne windew
with storm fixtures,

202, Head Start (1128 Franklin): c. 1900. Twc stcery red brick, set back frem
sidewalk by small lawn; coriginally residence. Dsccrative brick corbel table
divided by four brick pilasters, Inset stone lintels and sills, single entry
on first floor facade, second floor entry has its own stairway attached to the
west to #2017, Irregularly shaped and spaced windows; original full length
porch was remcved.

203. Russell's General Cffices (1132 Franklin}: c. 1865. Twc stery brick
Italianate. Overhanging bracketted cornice with cast iron eyebrow window
heads with deccrative finials, two rcund-arched windcws with criginal glass.
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Storefront criginal with paned transcm and small docrway tc the west. Glass
replaced. Original canopy remcved, Stuccced,

204, Garage (1134 Franklin): ¢, 1925, One story gabled brick with boomtown
front. Shedperch, dcouble entry flanked by glass windcws. Stuccoed,

205. Heuse (1202 Franklin): c. 1885. One story frame Victcrian, medium gable
faces street. OQOriginal gingerbread pcorch begins cn front and extends arcund
side to the west facade. Prcjecting bay cn west facade.

206, House (120671208 Franklin): ¢, 1925. One story brick bungalcw. Medium
frame gable faces street. Overhanging eaves inset 3/4 length poren with twe
brick cclums supporting gable at each end.

207. House (1214 Franklin): ¢. 1925, 1 1/2 story frame bungalcw, cross gable
plan. Medium gable facing the streef, inset pcrch with four brick coclums,
tall exterior chimey. Bay window cn the west.

208, House {1216 Franklin}: c. 1850. Two story brick Greek Revival. 0One end
chimey. Original entry with four pane transom, three pane sidelights. Porch
posts replaced; area under porch bricked in for apartment; front facade faced
with sandstcne veneer.

209. Marrs Tin Shop (1218 Franklin): c. 1878. Two story stuccced shed plan;
three second story windows with storm fixtures; original sterefront still has
name painted on windcw. Only original wooden awning and deccrative cast-ircn
porch left downtown.

210. Commercial Building (1220 Franklin}): c. 1925. One story psinted brick,
wocd shingle awning added. Flat rocf, complete glass stcerefront with central
entry.

211. Leiter Apartments (1222/1224 Franklin): East side, e. 1000. Two story
brick ccmmercial building in German vernacular. Decoratvie brick cornice with
"Leiter™ in copper letters applied in center. Two windows with inset stcone
flat-arched lintels and sills; criginal storefront bricked-in. "S" curve turn-
buckles prceminent on ccorner. West side, added in 1907. Twe story brick with
two-tiered frame porch with Tonic cclumns and balustrade on second floor, brick
piers cn the first. Clear beveled glass sidelights and transcm; used as resi-
dence fcr Mr., Leiter's bride.

293. Second Baptist Church (120171 Main): Rcmanesque gabled brick with square
bell tower on the west. Originally built in 1840 as a frame Christian church.
In 1893 the exterior was brick veneered and the bell tcower added. Bell tower
has compcsiticn shingles (replaced slate) and finial. Gable features decora-
tive corbel table., Sandblasting and inadeguate tuckpcinting has diminished
integrity.

294. J. B. Russell Lumber Co. (1125 Main). Only a two-story brick structure to
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the rear of this building remains significant (c. 1869). OCriginally part of a
stable, it 13 gabled brick painted white and it comnects directly to the rest
of the frame cne-story intrusive structure to the north.

296. Heritage Jewelry Stcre (1121 Main): cc. 1900. Two stery brick commercial
building, deccrative corbel table at cornice line, stone lintels and sills c¢n
two seccnd story windows. Storefront nearly intact with glass transom and in-
set dcors.

297. Heritage Gifts (1119 Main): c. 1900. Two story brick commercial, deccra=-
tive corbel table at cornice and yellow brick panel; two windows with stone lin-
tels and sills., Storefront partially intact with glass transcm and c¢riginal en-
try.

298, Dr. James M. Booker Offices (1117 Main): c¢. 1900, Two story red brick ccm-
mercial, deccrative corbel table at ccornice; yellow brick panel; insef stone
lintels and sills on second flcor; criginal steorefront removed.

209, Main Street Cleaner (1115 Main): <. 1890. Two story Victorian commercial
intact. Deccrative brick arcade at ccrnice, corbel table and undulating dentil
stringcourse over second story segmental windows. Intact cast-iren sterefront.

300, Anderson's Bocks (1111 Main): c¢. 1920. Twc story brick commercizl, multi-
cclcred brick, stepped cornice. Fcour bay facade, full length original steore-
front.

301. Barber Shcp (1109 Main): c¢. 1869, Same as 302, three bay stcrefrent in-
tact.

302. Driskill Agency (1107 Main): c. 1869. Two story brick Ttalianate, three
bay cornice has been remcved and replaced with brick corbelling. Eyebrow iron
window heads with c¢riginal round-arched sash and lights. Original full-length
cast-iron storefront,

303, Ccnner-Wagner (1103 Main): <. 1910. Two story gray painted brick ccmmer~
cial building. Three bay facade. Decorative brick cornice. Three sets of twc
sash windows, inset stone lintels and sills. Storefreont altered somewhat,

304, Riverway Fashicns (1101 Main): c. 1900. Two story red brick commercial
building. Three bay front facade, extends around corner scuth on 11th Street,
Inset stone lintels and sills. Original cast-iron facade with dentil ccrnice
and pressed tin finials. Some glass has been covered to conceal lowered ceil-
ings.

306. Lafayette County Sheriff's Office and Jail (10 S. 11th Street): c. 1939.
This two story Greek Revival style white painted brick building is compatible
to the authentic Greek Revival ccurthcouse next door. Projecting pavilicn with
pedimented rcof and four brick pilasters. Transomed entry with classical ccr-
nice.

309. Duncan Music Co., ete. (10th and Main): e. 1885. Twc story red brick
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commercial building faces cnte 10th street. Three adjcining fzcades. Five
three-sided bay windows with tile roofs and ccnscles beneath cn the second
floor; shuttered windows cn second flcor feature brick radiating vousscir lin-
tels., Scme alteraticns have taken place on individual storefrents. Awnings
added.

310, Flaver Maid Deonuts (931 Main): c. 1869. Three story red brick Ttalianate
attributed to Cheatham and Barley architectural firm. Elongated paired windows
in round-arched enframement, distinctive three-pcinted mclding in arch. Stone
keystones., Storefront has been replaced. 0One of last three-story buildings
left downtown.

311. The Lexingtcn News (927 Main): c. 1910. Twe story red brick cocmmercial
building, five bay facade with deccrative brick cornice. Storefront altered
but ccmpatible.

313, Mascn's Bar Building (913 Main): c. 1890. Twc stcry red brick Victeorian
commercial ; decorative brick cornice; semi-circular window on second story with
inset stcne enframement, supposedly art glass beneath, now covered with ply-
wcod., Original cast-ircn front has crnate cornice. Has been enclosed.

214, The Eagle Building (905 Main): ¢. 1915. Three story red brick, originally
a theater. Third floor has stepped cornice with EAGLE in the center; six 1/1
light windows. Two-tiered porticoe features columns with a decorative terra
eotta molding on the capitals. First flcor storefront has been altered.

Second floor occupied as offices; first flcor as restaurant. Elevator
installed.

315. J.P.'s Emporium (The Palace Bar) (901 Main): ¢. 1890. Twc story brick Vie-
torian ccmmercial building; decorative brick cornice, eight segmental windows

cn second floor; ornate original cast-iron storefront intact. Awnings added to
seccnd floer. Good color scheme.

317. Cormercial Building (120 S. 9th Street): ¢, 1850. Although this building
has had the storefront altered, the distinctive sloping rocf still distin-
guishes it as one of the few antebellum ccmmercial buildings left in Lexing-
ten.

321. Homelite Building (117 S. 9th Street): c¢. 1885. Two story brick painted
white commercial building, two segmental windows on second fleoor; criginal cast-
iron sterefront intact but has been enclcsed.

324, Morrison Wentweorth Bank Building (827 Main): <. 1870. Attributed tc Cheat-
ham and Barley. The finest Ttalianate commercial building in downtown Lexing-
ton. Two stery brick painted white, crnate pressed tin, bracketted cornice

with arched central ccrnice ornament. Cast-iron eyebrow lintels on side fa-
cade. Twin elcngated windows enframed in ircn arched lintels on the first

flocr facade. Original cast-iron facade ccovered by new sign but intaet. Or-
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nate side ircn balccny removed. Central frent window bricked-in., Original
arched panelled side doors extant. Vacant.

5. Commercial Building (823/825 Main): ¢. 1870. Two story brick, dentil cor-
nice. Five brick arcaded window enframements, filled in tc fit square storm
windows; original cast-iron twc bay sterefront. Stuccced and vacant,

327. Jim's Shce Hospital (Banking House of William Limrick) (817 Main): c.
1869. Attributed tc Cheatham and Barley. This ITtalianate structure features a
bracketted pressed tin cornice, distinctive qucins. Elongated paired windows
enclosed under arched cast-iron lintels. Original cast-iron stcrefront remains
but filled in and wood shingle awning added,

229, Flks Lodge (Fifth Branch Bank) {(8th and Main): ¢. 1846, Twc story monu-

mental Greek Revival red brick. Gabled plan. Stcne lintels and sills. Pedi-
mented entry has been altered and criginal porch removed. Parapef chimmey c¢n

scuth facade. Building was damaged by sandblasting and inadequate tuckpcint-

ing. Scme interior details extant; alsc swimming pccl and incompatible beard

fence on grounds diminishes integrity. Deeded in 1904 to the Elks, and still

in use by this crganization.

330. Schriefer's Floor Covering (G000 Main): c. 1888, One story brick, panelled
brick cornice. Some cast-iron cclumns remain of criginal facade., Awning added.

331. The Niche (906 Main): e¢. 1920, Two story golden brick commercial build-
ing, dentil cornice, inset tile diamond designs cver three second story win-
dows. Storefront altered but covered by ccmpatible awning.

333. Commercial Building (912 Main): c. 1R85. Fine example cf two stery East-
lake styling. Pressed tin bracketted cornice cover 1/1 light double hung
windows with massive cast-ircn decorative hood molds. Central deccrative
keystone features Eastlake stencilling. Original storefront has been altered.
Stuceced.

334, Commercial Building (914 Main): c. 1900. Twe stcry red brick, inset gold
brick panel at cornice level. Three cf the six second floor windows have been
bricked in. Stcne lintels and sills. MNew storefront added. Neon "Red Wing
Shoes™ sign notable,

335. Ccmmercial Building (918 Main): ¢. 1850. Twc story red brick Greek Re-
vival, deccrative brick cornice. Pedimented cast-iron lintels with dentil
decoraticn at top. Glass transcm intact but ccvered; new storefront, Original
pressed tin ceiling and skylight inside intact.

337. True Value Hardware (924 Main): c. 1900. Two story white painted brick.
Windcws altered with new lights; HO's style stcorefront added at a later date
with chrome curving cornice.

340, The Corner Lounge (10th and Main): o. 1930. Good example <f pre-fabrica-
ted glazed tile construction. Two stery curvilinear gable with deccrative
rtiles, three-window front facade with deccorative tiles at the corners. Tiles
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extend dcwn 10th Street. Green tile awning with conscles cver seccond story.
Original storefront has been altered with additicn of fake stone siding.

343, Vincent's Shoe Store (1010 Main): c. 1886. Two story Queen Anne commer -
cial, deccrative pressed tin ccrnice with finials, three sided hay on second
story; cff center, with conical rocf and deccrative pressed tin trim. Store-
frecnt has been altered but original cast-ircn corner cclums remain.

344, William Ccllins, Accountant Offices (Trust Company) (1012 Main): <. 1910.
Twe story brick has been veneered with Beaux Arts white stone facade. Slate
sloping rocf, stone balustrade at cornice level, corner swags, large central
arcade with center conscle frames monumental entry with stcone clock pisce on
conscles cver entry. Clock gone, Brass depcsit bex intact. (014 Banking
Building).

345, Mode O' Day (1014 Main): c. 1869. Three steory red brick ccmmercial build-
ing, cornice has been removed. Cast-iron eyebrcew lintels on third flocr, iron
segmental hcod melds on second floor. MNew storefront and corrugated metal fran-
SCm.

347, Cld Law Offices, Sherman and Sherman (1022 Main): ¢. 1870, Twe stcry red
brick, deccrative brieck ccornice, three second floor windows with cast-iron seg-
mental hood molds, coriginal sash. First flcer of building now a drive-thru for
Charter Bank.

348, Commercial Building (1024-1030 Main): <. 1900. Twc story red brick, brick
piers project past rocfline to form four bays on front facade. Iron grillwork
lurette, square windows with inset lintels and sills. Aluminum transcm and awn-
ing. Storm fixtures detract from the windows.

249, Mattingly's Offices (11th and Main): c. 1930. Two story yellow brick with
brick stringeccurse repeated at cornice and between windows. Seven square win-
dows ¢n seccond story facade. Aluminum fransom and awning.

350. Commercial Building (1106-1108 Main): c. 1930, Twc story tan brick, de-
corative inset square stcone forming the ccorners of a square design cver the

second story windows. Shutters added, half has aluminum transom. New store-
front.

351. Commercial Building (1110 Main): <. 1905. Two story brick painted mus-
tard; deccrative brick panels at corner; aluminum transom and awning. New
storefront.

352. Commercial Building (1112 Main): c. 1910. Two story white glazed brick.
Aluminum transom and awning, altered storefront.

353. Medical Clinic (Mascnic Lodge) (1114 Main): ¢. 1930. Monumental three
story tan brick, arcaded third story with turned pilasters between the eight
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Wwindows., Stringecourse separates five square windows on second stery.  Aluminum
transom and awning, new storefront, Entry to upstairs has palladian-style tran-
som and terra cctta enframements.

354, Commercial Building (1120 Main): ¢. 1000. Twc stcry red brick, deccorative
brick panels at ccrnice; four second story windews with inset stene sills and
lintels. Aluminum transcm and awning; storefront altered.

355. Ccmmercizl Building (1122 Main): ¢. 1905. One story painted brick, crigi-
nal cornice removed. Wood shingled awning and new storefront.

356. Commercial Building (1128 Main): c. 1905. Two story red brick, deccrative
brick panels at cornice. Inset stone lintels and sills con rectangular windows.
Aluminum transom and awning. New storefront.

357. Pat's Army Store (First Baptist Church) (1202 Main): ¢. 1858. Very fine
red brick Greek Revival; pedimented rcof. Ornate cast-ircon lintels and sills.
Art glass has been remcved and windows have been bricked in; steeple has been
remcved.,

358, House (1208 Main): <. 1840. Two story L plan red brick Greek Revival with
sandstone lintels and sills. Commercial one story intrusicn was appended to
the front facade, c¢.

The Highland Avenue Historic District is separated by the traditicnal business
district from the other 0ld Neighborhood area in District #1. This district is
gecgraphically distinct, running along cnly one street. To the ncrthwest is 3
steep slcping bluff, at the very foot of the homes, leading down tc Cliff Drive
and the Misscuri River. This street with its great wealth ¢f antebellum
buildings, provides perhaps the most striking streetscape in Lexington. An
especially fine visual focal point is seen when viewing Highland from Main
Street. The street is separated by Broadway, curving down and arcund the
bluff, changing tc Cliff Drive and leading tc the Lafayette-Ray Ccunty Bridge
and the WW I Mcnument at the foot of the bluff. At its northeast end it
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connects Witn 10th Street, the origlnal rcad used Icor river tratfic.

Buildings in the Highland Avenue Historic District are as follows. The numbers
given ccrrespend tc those on Map #3.

485, Vacant Lot (Block 44, Lots 5, A) With several large trees and an cld re-
taining wall, this lot is significant to the neighbcrhocd landscape.

486, Heouse (8919 Highland Avenue): c. 1890. One steory frame Victorian, medium
gable faces the street with three-sided front facade. All Vietcrian details
have been remcved and siding placed on the building. Original side porch re-
mcoved.

487, House (923 Highland Avenued): <. 1880. 1 1/2 story brick and frame Queen
Anne cross gable plan with imbricated shingles, deccrative hocded windows,
brick qucins beneath gables. Large cenftrzl chimey with deccrative brickwork.
Ornate side pcrch has been enclcsed and the gingerbread detalls removed.

488, House (931 Highland Avenue): c. 1850. One story frame, medium gable faces
the street with flared returns and boxed ccrnice. Side perch has had posts re-
placed. Mcved in 1920 and remcdelled. . -

489, William H. Russell House (1003 Highland Avenue): c. 1845. One story red
brick Greek Revival, gabled rocf. Centrally placed entry intact with classical
ccrnice, transcm and sidelights. Flanked by one window with distinetive 2-
light sidelights con either side of window. Full length porch on rear facade.
Attached brick "slave quarters' to the rear, share extensicn of ncrtheast wall;
door of walnut with lcek and brass key extant., Brick has been sandblasted and
pcorly tuckpcinted.

L4ag, House (1007 Highland Averue): c. 1R40. Two story Greek Revival, criginal-
ly L plan. Five bay front facade, two large end chimneys. Building has been
stuccced, hip 3/4 length roof added. Has been remodelled withcut regard to in-
tegrity, but still contributes to district.

491, Heouse (1011 Highland Avenue): c. 1900. One story frame Victorian, medium
gable. 3/4 length hipped rcof with turned posts and balustrade intact. Large
gabled dormer on south slope. Sided.

4g2. House (1015 Highland Avenue): c. 1915. One story frame bungalow, medium
gable faces the street with gabled wing facing scuth with boxed cornice and
flared returns. Round-arched window inset in front gable; inset porch with
square pcsts on piers.  Stuceced.

493, House (1017 Highland Avenue): ¢. 1900, One steory frame with hipped rcof.
Victorian detail and posts on entry porch. Stuccced,

H94, House (1023 Highland Avenue): c. 1910. Small cne-story frame Victorian,
gabled. Cutwork supports under entry canopy. Sided.
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4G5, Stcne retaining wall (1114 Highland Avenue): c¢. 1R40. This lot was ocnce
the site ¢f a Greek Revival hcuse. A new frame hcuse ncw occupied the site;
however, its location to the streetscape and the cld original sandstone retain-
ing wall make it significant.

U4g6. Stone retaining wall (Blecek 70, Lets G, 10).  Vacant lct with significant
hand-built sandstcne retaining wall that continues across to adjacent proper-
ties.

k97, House (1102 Highland Avenue): c. 1850. Three story flat rocfed Greek Re-
vival. UDentil! cornice; twc-tiered full length entry verandah with criginal
pcsts replaced but criginal balustrade intact. Lowers tc cne stery cn the
west; segmental windows. Stuccced.

498, House (1026 Highland Avenue): c. 1840, Originally a two story brick Greek
Revival, the gabled rocf was placed cn this hcuse after a storm damaged the
racf, co. 1860's. Central gable faces the street. Flanked by pedimented dcmes.
Painted. 3/4 length Victorian pcorch retains criginal gingerbread detail and
turned pcsts. Stone lintels and sills. Stcne retaining wall acress front,

439, House (1020 Highland Avenue): c. 1890. One stcry frame Victorian,; gable
with bexed ecrnice and returns faces the street. Side pcorch has heen enclosed.
Stcne retaining wall runs across front. Sided.

500, House (1016 Highland Avenue): ¢. 1860. One story frame early Ttalianate;
medium gable faces street with two round-arched windows at first floor. BSide
pcreh has been replaced. Siding has covered all cother decorative detalls.

501, John Aull House (1008 Highland Avenue): c. 1840. Two story brick Queen
Anne appended to earlier Greek Revival structure. Hip rccf has gable with im-
bricated shingles at peak; projecting bay features gable facing street with
decorative shingle work. Bracketted cornice. Front facade has been veneered
with large cut stone blocks. Gabled porch features gingerbread detailing, but
criginal posts have been replaced. Twe stery ell to the rear has been part-
ially enclcsed.

502. Frick House (1006 Highland Avenue): c. 184C. Two story painted brick
Greek Revival, gabled rcoof with boxed cornice and returns. Full length front
pcrceh added ¢, 1900, che story rear ell. Stucceoed.

503. Hcuse (1004 Highland Avenue): c¢. 1930. One stcry frame bungalow, three
gabled rccfs faces street with overhanging eaves. Inset pcrch with square
posts.

501, House (930 Highland Avenue): c¢. 1845, Twc story brick Greek Revival,
medium gable rocf with central gable facing street, with single window. Seg-
mental windows on the first flcor. IEntry porticc added later. 3Stcne retaining
wall.

505. Retaining wall (lot 15, Blcek 65) ¢. 1840, Vacant lot with significant
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sandstone retaining wall extending tc adjacent prupertles.

E06. Mautinc House (922 Highland Avenue): c. 1850. Two story red brick Greek
Revival; gabled rcof. Second flcor windows have rcound arched heads, first
flocr are square with stone lintels, sills. One end chimney. Full length
front porch added, c. 1900,

507. House (916 Highland Avenue): c¢. 1925. 1 1/2 story frame bungalow; medium
gable with boxed cornice and returns faces the street and is stuccced. Tnset
porch has sgquare posts.

508. House (912 Highland Avenue): c¢. 1925. 1 1/2 story frame bungalcw; flared
roof with overhanging eaves with large gabled dormer with purlins faces the
street. Exterior chimney. Tnsel porch with brick square piers and balustrade.

509. Arncld House (908 Highland Avenue): c. 1848. Two story white painted
brick Greek Revival with two end chimeys. L plan with twe story verandah
facing scuth; pedimented entry porticc. Original shutters., Stone retaining
wall crosses front of property. Loeation and landscaping significant tc anchor
street ccorner. Magnificent river view.

510. Madcnna of the Trail (Lot 7, Block 65): Intersecticn of Broadway and High-
land Averme at beginning cf Cliff Drive. FErected in 1928, E.R. Hubbell, Sculp-
tor, Leimbach-Algonite Stcne Co. of St. Louis. Placed on this site at the mark-
ing <f the Naticnal 0Old Trails Rcad, dedicated by Harry S. Truman, cf Indepen-
dence, at the time Presiding Judge of Jackscn County. Picneer mcther and child
faces the Misscuri River, One of twelve monuments erected in twelve states
through which the 0ld Trails Road passed.

512. Hcouse (102 Bluff Street): c. 1RU4B. One story brick, cross gable. Sided.
Situated high cn bluff overlocking the Misscuri River.

513. Viaduct leading to the Lafayette-Ray County Bridge and curving arcund
Highland Avenue bluff. Made of concrete, this viaduct begins at the Madonna cf
the Trail and curves arcund the edge of the bluff, locking towards the river.
Viaduct features a classical balustrade and the date of dedication is inset at
the end piece. Originally light posts sat atcp the wall, all in all making the
viaduct an impertant element in the landscaping and design of the entry to Lex-
ingten from the river.

51U4. Heouse (820 Highland Avenue): c. 1915. 1 1/2 story frame bungalow, double
slcped rocf with two end gables and cverhanging eaves. Gabled front dormer
with purlins. Exterior chimey. Inset porch supperted by twe round posts on
piers.

515. House (816 Highland Avenue): c., 1850. One stcry frame early Vietorian,
curvilinear vergebcard con side facade, gables with circular windcw. FEast chim-
ney. Addition has been appended to front, c. 1950's, facing Highland Avenue.
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517. Hcuse (808 Highland Avenue): c, 1860. One stcry frame, gabled rocf, Greek
Revival. Entry has transcm and sidelights. 2/4 length porch with four square
pocsts on piers added at a later date. Sided. Stcne retaining wall and very
large Ginkc tree significant landscaping features.

518. Gillen Hcuse (802 Highland Avenue): c. 18U4C. Twc story red brick Greek Re-
vival L plan; gabled roof with boxed cernice and returns. Twe end chimneys.
First flocr windows feature cast-iron pedimented lintels., Vietorian 3/4 length
pcreh with gingerbread trim and turned posts added later. Tall stcne retaining
wall.

519. Tenement (788 Highland Avenue): c. 1842. Twc stery red brick Greek Revi-
val, "first tenement hcuse in Lexington." Three bay facade, central chimney.
Vieterian full length porch, added later. Large cut stcne retaining wall bor-
ders on the north. Interior features shculdered architraves. Half cf the
building, rest #520, but there are nc intericor passageways.

520, Tenement House (786 Highland Avenue): c. 1842, Two story red brick Greek

Revival, seccnd half of #519. Original Greek Revival porch has had crnamental

iron cclumns replacing original posts. Interior has been remcdelled in Mission
style,

621. Hinesley House (784 Highland Avenue): c. 1840, Twc story red brick Greek
Revival, three bay with tall parapet chimneys. Inset stone lintels and sills;
finely proporticned entry with transom, sidelights, and four pilasters. Origi-
nally had two-tiered verandah at rear, has been enclesed. Vietorian perch with
cresting, finials, gingerbread trim added later. Intericr has many of original
features intact. Very significant 1 1/2 stcry brick slave quarters still in-
tact to the rear, including stairway. River view. One of only twc Chestnut
trees in Lexingten in this front yard.

522. House (778 Highland Avenue): c. 1840, Two story walnut frame [ plan Greek
Revival. Cut sandstcne foundaticon. Gabled roof with boxed cornice and re-
turns. 3/4 length Victorian porch added later. Sided. Awnings placed cver
windows. Twc-tiered verandah on the east retains criginal Greek Revival pcsts.

523. Elizabeth Aull Seminary (766 Highland Avenue): c¢. 1850. Twc story white
brick Greek Revival L plan. Bracketted boxed cornice with returns and acorn
droeps, added later. Tall end chimeys. 3/4 length porch has doric cclums, is
bracketted with acorn drcops, alsc added later. Entry with transom and side-
lights. Has been altered on intericr for apartments. Two-tiered verandah has
been enclcsed tc the rear.

524, House (760 Highland Avenue): ¢. 1900, 2 1/2 story brick bungalcw style.
Medium gable faces the street with boxed ccrnice and flared returns, over

eaves. Irregularly sized seccnd stery windows. Front pedimented porch with
flared returns projects from front facade, supported on square brick piers. Al-
tered from clder hcuse.
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525. Hcuse (754 Highland Avenue): c. 1920. One story bungalcow, gabled roof
with cverhanging eaves. Gabled dormer has overhanging eaves. Exposed rafters;
purlins in gable. Pcrch cpens on side.

526. (750 Highland Avenue): c. 1858-60. Two story red brick with prcjecting
central gabled bay. Stone lintels and sills on first flceor, segmental on sec-
cnd. Full length porch and some remodelling dates tc c. 1900, Additicns to
the rear.

527. House (744 Highland Avenue): c. 1885. 0One story frame Victorian; medium
gable with hcxed cornice and returns faces the street with three sided crnate
bay with art glass transcms. Side pcrch retains coriginal turned posts and a
frim in 2z meander design. Stuccced.

528. House (740 Highland Avenue): c. 1885. One stery frame Victcerian similar
e #527. Medium gable faces the street with large three-sided bay window with
art glass franscms, Side porch trim and pests have been remcved. Ornate door
still intaect., Stuccoed,

529. House (734 Highland Avenue): c. 1900. 1 story frame late Victerian. Hip-
ped rocf with shed dcrmer with rcund-arched window. Inset porch features twin
round posts cn brick piers. Art glass windows. Sided.

530, House (730 Highland Avenue): c. 1890. One stcory frame late Victorian, me-
dium gable faces the street. Prcjecting side porch with rcund cclums and bal-
ustrade.

531. House (726 Highland Avenue): c. 1910. One story frame bungalcw style; me-
dium gable with ¢verhanging eaves faces the street. Hipped porch has had c¢rig-
inal pcats replaced., Stuccced.

532. Chadwick Heouse (712 Highland Avenue}: c. 1850. Monumental twc story red
brick Greek Revival L plan. Yellow stcne lintels and sills, bracketted cor-
nice, twc twin end chimeys; balccnied entry portico with both entrances fea-
turing sidelights and transcm, porch supported by four Ionic eclumns. Ancther
small entry pcrch is c¢n the ncrtheast facade. A two-tiered verandah wraps
around the north and west facades in the L plan. Reduces tc cne story brick to
the rear. Three significant brick cutbuildings tc the north. This hcuse is on
a magnificent bluff cverlocking the Misscuri River valley. Many old trees in
yard and a significant cut stone retaining wall.

535. Boulware-Gruber-Hopkins Hcouse (608 Highland Avenue}: c. 18H3. Two story
red brick Greek Revival L plan. Three bay front facade features distinctive
windows with two-paned sidelights ¢n each side. Balconied entry porticoe re-
tains c¢riginal classic revival posts, one of few extant in Lexington. Entries
feature transcm and sidelights. Twc story significant brick slave quarters to
the rear.

536. World War T Mcnument {(located northwest of 608 Highland Avenue, starting
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at the rear west of the house and extending dcwn the bluff to Cliff Drive.)
Conerete memorial to World War I Veterans of Lafayethte County, erected in

1925, Aligned with the Lafayette-Ray Ccunty Bridge, this is significant visu-
ally in Lexington's landscaping and crientaticon to the river, A central pavil-
icn is flanked by stairs that jein in a single stair running to the top of the
bluff. Originally had ircn standards and globes on six plers. Has been heav-
ily vandalized.

537. Lafayette-Ray County Bridge. 1In 1925 this bridge was erected acrcss the
Missouri River. 1Its light and airy span crosses the river, ending at the base
of the high bluff belcw Highland Avenue. The bridge still has the criginal
ircn lamp posts but only one globe remains. They are no longer working., The
bridge admirably combines engineering principles with a design compatible with
the river valley tcpography. Also constructed at this time was the viaduct
leading cn to Lexington (#513).

541, House (420 Highland Avenue): ca. 1850's. Unusual surviving brick single
pen antebellum house with 2 rocm deep ell, pilaster mantel in main block,
uriusual gable end entrance, now covered with stucco but otherwise intact.

543, House (416 Highland Avenue}: c. 1890. One story red brick, hip rocf with
shed dormer. Deccrative brick curving lintels. Central chimey. Entry pcrti-
co has dentil trim, square posts.

545, House (U404 Highland Avenue): ¢, 1890, One stcory frame gabled roof, end
chimneys. Full length Victorian porch with turned posts. Sided.

546. House (324 Highland Avenue): c. 1840. 1 1/2 story brick has been sided.
Gabled rcof with projecting pedimented pcrch. Porch posts have been replaced
with rock. Four light classical transom over door. Cut stcone retaining wall--
original had weod shingle rocf, now ccmpasticn.

547, House (318 Highland Avenue): c. 1850. Two story brick Greek Revival, en-
try ¢n seccnd flcer. Hipped bungalcew porch added later. Several frame addi-
ticns to the rear.

RUR, House (302 Highland Avenue): <. 1900, One story frame, medium gable faces
the street. Sided, porch enclcsed. 0One cf most significant rock retaining
wall cn north boundary of property--built withcut mortar, approximately 67
tall.

549, House (300 Highland Avenue): c. 1830. One stcory frame Victeorian, medium
gable faces street. Side porch with coriginal pests and trim.

550. Retaining wall (on scuth side of Rceck Street, extending from Highland
Avenue approximately 50' scutheast).

553. House (319 Highland Avenue): c. 1890. One story frame Victorian, medium
gable faces the street. Four bay side porch with original ¢rim and posts.
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555. Hcuse (#03 Highland Avenue): c¢. 1852, 1 1/2 story brick painted cream
Greek Revival., Gable rocf, two segmental windows flanking central segmental
entry with transcm and sidelights. Catslide additicn to the rear east facade.
Outbuilding on the east, used as a garage, is of log construction and was orig-
inally a dwelling. Has been clapbcarded.

556. House (411 Highland Avenue): <. 1890. One story frame, medium gable faces
the street. Central chimey. Drive-in garage added con the scuth.

557. 0'Malley-Kelly House {421 Highland Avenue): c. 1850, 1 1/2 story brick
painted cream Greek Revival, cut sandstone foundation. Twe windows with inset
stone lintels and sills flank classical entry with franscm and sidelights and
flanking pilasters. Tall parapet chimeys. Seamed tin rocf. Significant fea-
tures on interior include walnut woodwork. One story brick cutbuilding direct-
ly west significant.

559, House (509 Highland Avenue): <. 1840. 1 1/2 story red brick Greek Revi-
val. Two windows with inset pine lintels and sills flank classical central en-
try with transom, sidelights, and suppcrting pilasters. Hipped rocf. Parapet
chimeys. Pcssibly criginal posts, but roof added later,

561. House (517 Highland Avenue): c. 1840. One story brick Greek Revival cct-
tage. Parapet chimey walls; stuccced. Stuccc has cbscured criginal windcw
and door details. Extend down sleping hillside,

563. House (621 Highland Avenue): c. 1840. 1 1/2 story brick, now stuccced.
Gabled rocf. Entry on one side of front facade with twc windows with pine
lintels and sills on its scuth side. Two massive brick chimmeys on the scuth
facade., Victcorian porch added later.

565. 0ld Winkler House (705 Highland Avenue): ¢. 1855. Twec story white brick
Greek Revival L plan. Two end chimmeys. Two windows with curving brick 1in-
tels flank two-tiered entry. Victorian entry porticec nct original. Brick one
story kitchen gn rear scuth side.

567. House (719/717 Highland Avenue): ¢. 1850. Twc story frame gabled duplex;
end chimeys. Full length front pcrch with brick piers. Stuceced.

568. House (725 Highland Avenue): ¢. 1900. Twe steory frame, medium gable fac-
ing the street. One story porch. Stuccoed.

569. House (735 Highland Avenue): ¢. 1900. One story frame Victorian, medium
gable with boxed cornice and returns faces the street. Stucceoed; front windcw
and pcrch have new awnings. Victorian side porch posts original, Gothic peak-
ed windcw in gable.

570. Hcuse {753 Highland Avenue): ¢. 1885. One steory frame Victorian, three-
sided gabled bay faces the street. Side porch with original trim and posts.

572. House (685 Highland Avenue): <. 1840, 1 1/2 story red brick Greek Revival
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WiLlh gabied rool and parapet chimeys. Gentral doorway WLLh transcms Ilanked
on each side by two windows with inset pine lintels and sills. Frame additicns
to the rear. Much intericor detail intact.

2 1/2 story Victorian cross gable
plan. High gable with boxed ccornice and returns; bracketted cornice faces
street. Brick begins below cornice. Decorative red brick queoins, decorative
brick chimneys. Full length front porch with brick peosts cn piers. Three-
sided bay windcw on the scuth with balccny.

574, Wentworth Place (335 Wentwerth Street): c¢. 1870. Italianate 1 1/2 story
frame crcss gable plan, attributed tc James Cheatham. Gable facing street has
curvilinear vergeboard with accrn pendants, double round-arched windows enclcs-
ed in single arched lintel with distinctive three-pcinted wocoden molding cver
windows. Side pcrch original with distinctive cut-out posts. Original shut-
ters. Retzins many original intericr features.

575. Neer Farm: c. 1850, Two story frame L plan farmhouse. Sits on a high
hill facing ncrth., Five bay facade, sided. Hip rccf. Known alsg as Riverview
Dairy Farm. VBD: Located in the center of 67.37 acres S sd SW 1/4 Ex E end
and W end N sd SW 1/4.

576. Captain Jack House: c. 1850. 1 1/2 story brick painted white L plan with
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rubble sandstone foundation. Segmental arches; twc gabled dormers. Doorway
significant with round-arched moldings. Interior details plain, but scme Greek
Revival mantels exists. One brick cutbuilding to the rear extant, with Greek
Revival mantel. Rests on high hill coverlocking Highland Avenue. VBD: 32.25
acres S pt. E /2 SW 1/4 and SW corner SW 1/4 SE 1/4 33-51-27.

*¥577, Peake Farmhcuse: c¢. 1870. Fine High style frame Ttalianate, attributed
tc James Cheatham of Cheatham and Barley. L plan, second floor frame and front
wing built cver rear cne story brick remnant of earlier Greek Revival house.
Prcjecting central porticc pcrch in original conditicn; bracketted ccrnice runs
arcund entire hcuse with acorn drops. Round arched windcws on the second floor
with three-pcinted molding in the arch. Heavy square lintels cn first floor.
Many intericr details such as walnut built-ins, heavily cut enframements, plas-
ter medallicns, and curving staircase in original ccnditicn. Located down a
dirt lane off Highway 13, approximately 1 mile from city limits., VBD: E 1/2
NE 1/4 and SW 1/4 NE 1/4 and E sd NW 1/4 NE 1/4 10-50-27. In detericrated
vacant condition; may have tc be moved tc be preserved.

¥NOTE: Hcuse has been almost completely demclished., Only a shell remains.,

578, O'Donnell House (2324 Aull Lane): ¢. 1869. Two story red brick L plan

Italianate, same style as the King Hcuse {(#216). Bracketted boxed cornice with
returns, Circular window in gable facing the street. Heavy deccrative arched
brick lintels. Crown twin elcongated windows. Distinective cut-work side porch.

579. Jack Spratt House (2321 Aull Lane): c, 1850. Finest example of Greek Re-
vival architecture in Lexingtcn. Twc story red brick cclossal portico with
four derie columns., Pedimented rocof. Classical entry with transom and side-
lights. Balccny con seccond floor features distinetive cut-work bzlustrade. E11
extends to the rear on the south; new additicn has been appended on the east,
but is not intrusive. Landscaping significant with huge cld pines. Carpen-
ter's Gothic ice hcouse is cne of finest examples in the state.

580. Haer
