ANDREW GANTNER HOUSE

SUMMARY: The stone house originally constructed by Andrew Gantner at 1308
Sixth Street, Boonville, Cooper County, Missouri, is the only surviving early
stone residence in Boonville. The roughly cut and dressed sandstone blocks are
laid in regular courses and were quarried just to the north of the house.
Gantner's original house consisted of two rooms of equal size and in the
vernacular form and plan common to many other Boonville houses constructed by
residents of German descent. It was enlarged by subsequent historic additions,
both stone and frame, to a roughly U-shaped plan. The house roof is sheathed
with composition shingles. Despite a number of additions, the Andrew Gantner
House retains sufficient physical characteristics to convey integrity of
workmanship and materials, in addition to its integrity of location and
setting.

ELABORATION: The facade, or west elevation, is divided into four symmetrical
bays. The bay immediately to the north of the center of the elevation contains
a door with eight fixed panes and opens into the north room of the original
1856 house. A fence and fixed gate currently prevents entry and a small shed
roofed porch, supported by wood brackets, shields the door. The remaining
three bays are occupied by six-over-six, double hung windows. Interior end
chimneys stand at each gable end.

The gable end of the south elevation contains no bays. The stone ell which
extends flush with the gable wall to the east is similar in construction and
materials to the 1856 house and is apparently an early addition. The ell
contains three bays. A door in the easternmost bay is now the primary entrance
and is sheltered by a small shed roofed porch supported by brackets. A cast
concrete stoop bordered by an iron fence encloses the door. Six-over-six,
double hung windows occupy the remaining two bays and a later concrete block
chimney is centered between the bays. An interior end chimney is set at the
gable end of the ell. The 'ell was originally divided into two rooms of roughly
equal size. The easternmost room probably served as a kitchen, based on the
interior end chimney still evident. 1In a 1926 remodeling, the two rooms were
converted into one large room.

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A gable roofed, frame wing extends north from the ell, constructed flush with
the ell's east, elevation. Both the east elevation of the ell and the wing,
constructed circa 1926 to house a kitchen, are stuccoed. After this circa 1926
addition, the house assumed a U-shaped plan. The east elevation of the ell
contains no bays and the only feature is a cellar entrance. A shed roofed,
frame addition sided with plywood and constructed in 1976 is attached to the
east elevation of the wing. A rectangular opening for the placement of an air
conditioner is set in the south elevation of the addition, while a door and a
pair of one-over-one, double hung windows are centered in the east elevation.
A single window identical to those on the east elevation is located in the
addition's north elevation.

The north elevation is composed of the gable ends of the 1856 original house
and the circa 1926 wing. Interior end chimneys are centered in each gable.
Two-over-two, double hung sash flank the chimney in the wing addition. The
west elevation of this addition served as the primary entrance after the circa
1926 remodeling, through a vestibule formed between the two gables. To
continue the appearance of the sandstone blocks which formed the 1856 house,
lines were painted on the stucco which represent the stone courses of the
original construction. A shed roof covers the vestibule and extends to form a
porch, but the vestibule was enclosed in 1976 with vertical wood siding to form
a bath and closets. A four pane, single casement window is set in the western
end of the enclosure. The gable end of the 1856 house contains no bays.

A non-contributing, modern, gable roofed garage is located to the rear of the
house.

SUMMARY: The Andrew Gantner House, 1308 Sixth Street, is significant under
Criterion C in the area of ARCHITECTURE and under Criterion A in the area of
ETHNIC HERITAGE--EUROPEAN. Built in 1856, it is the only surviving stone
residence in Boonville, constructed by an immigrant German stone mason and
bricklayer as his residence.

ELABORATION: The 1979-1980 survey of the historic and architectural resources
of Boonville identified the Andrew Gantner House as the only historic stone
residence in the town. Gantner, who arrived in Boonville in 1856, was a
prolific stone mason and brickmaker who built a number of residences,
commercial buildings, and public buildings in the town. One of an unknown
number of German craftsmen who lived and worked in Boonville (see "Historic
Resources of Boonville, Missouri: The Steamboat Era, 1826-1870"), Gantner also
formed a partnership for several years with another German immigrant, John
Henry Stretz. Gantner's house is also unusual for its use of porous sandstone,
quarried on the site. After Gantner's death, a number of owners followed.

Most alterations were circa 1926, under the ownership of Curtis and Irmah
Chrane. The house has remained a single family dwelling.
