The Robert Ewich Farmstead is located at 5336 Hackman Road on the
east edge of the Town of Augusta, Missouri. The property consists
of a ca. 1865 two-story brick house and ca.l1865 board-and-batten
barn ., (Property Type: Vernacular Residence, and
subtype:Qutbuilding). The house exhibits basic characteristics of
the property type including sparse detailing, simple traditional
plan and wine cellar; the barn features simple frame construction,
and rectangular form characteristic of the agricultural outbuilding
subtype. The additions and alterations to the house have not
detracted substantially from overall integrity of design and
materials, and the barn survives with little evidence of non-
historic alteration.

House:

Facing east, the three-bay, front-gabled, red brick house rises
from a stone foundation and measures approximately 30 feet deep
(east-west) and 35 feet wide, extended on the south by a one-story
brick enclosed-porch addition. The central-passage plan originally
featured two rooms on either side o©of the hall; the plan is now
modified by the removal of a partition wall which divided rooms on
the southside. Windows are headed with segmental arches installed
with double-hung sash with multiple lights. On the primary (east)
facade, the front door features a segmentally arched transom light
along with sidelights; the center window on the second staory has
been enclosed in a shallow wood-framed bay which houses a bathroom.
Large shed-roof dormers have been added on the north and south
slopes of the roof. The three-bay rear {(west) elevation has
received a small, gable-roofed entry-vestibule addition of brick.
At the basement level, running along the north side of the house is
a wine cellar; a wide arched entrance on the north wall has been
bricked-in; a brick arched passageway leads from the south half of
the cellar to the north.

Barn:

- The two-story board-and-batten building is designed with a wide
center passageway for wagon entry and is flanked on the east by
two-story residential quarters, and on the west by a work area with
large hay loft above. Exterior entrances to the living gquarters
are on the east elevation; a bay window is featured on the north
elevation. Six~over-six double-hung sash is installed in most
windows. The roof is covered with metal sheathing, and the floor
is concrete.

The Robert Ewich Farmstead is eligible for listing in the National
Register under Criterion A and is significant in the area of ETHNIC
HERITAGE : EUROPEAN: German-born Ewich was one of the major wine
growers in the Augusta area, and as such contributed to a local.
industry which was strongly representative of Augusta’s German
heritage, helping to give the town its distinct identity. The
ca,1865 house with wine cellar; c¢a.l18685 barn, (Property Type:
Verpacular Residence, and subtype: Outbuilding) together with
surrounding vineyard land are directly associated with Ewich’s
activity as a viniculturalist and evoke the era of the town's
primacy in the wine industry.{See Historic Context, "German
American Culture in Augusta, 1833-1944" and subtheme, "Wine
Industry ca.1850-1917"}.

According to the 1875 St.Charles County Atlas, Robert Ewich, a
native of Prussia, settled in St.Charles County in 1847, By the
mid-1850s he was 1living in the Town of Augusta in a small brick
house he had constructed at 221 Lower Street and later sold in
1866, after returning from service as a Union calvary captain in
the Civil War. The 1860 census indicated Ewich was a 43 year old
tanner, living with his Prussian-born wife, Aurielie. A deed of
1863 (Book R2,page 149), however, revealed Ewich was already
cultivating grapes in partnership with Austrian Ernst Suschitsky on
a tract of land where the nominated buildings stand. Ewich's
extensive activity as a vintner was confirmed in the 1868 State
census which eredited him with 2400 gallons of wine for that year;
the 1880 Federal Agricultural census in which he reported 3500
gallons produced in 1879 on 5 acres of vineyards; and an item in
The St.Charles Demokrat which noted that Ewich anticipated 6000
gallons in 1880.(1) Probate records of 1897 indicated Ewich died in
late 18986 or early 18897.

The siting of the house on high ground with a panoramic view
"attracted visitors, including county officials [in 1873] who
described it as "a marvelous view of forest, hills, and river that
we so often heard praised”.{(2)}) The red brick house Ewich
constructed ca.l1865, while exhibiting traditional elements of
Missouri German vernacular design such as sparse detail and
segmental arches, nonetheless featured advances over Ewich's first
house on Lower Street, which was a modest hall-parlor residence.

These advances included a double-pile, central passage plan; a
front door fashioned with transom and sidelights; and a spacious
wine cellar. The house was apparently well-appointed for an
insurance policy of 1870 covered furniture valued at $500. The
board-and-batten barn also indicated Ewich’s increased prosperity
and status through its size and finish with two-story living
quarters on the east side of the center wagonway.
