BLACKWATER, LIBERTY, MARSHALL, SALT POND
AND ELMWOOD TOWNSHIPS

A few generalizations may be observed throughout these five townships. On
the surface of the built environment, Eimwood and Salt Pond townships have a
particular homogenity in capitalization, improvements and good maintenance of
buildings. Marshall has the most diverse landscape with wide-ranging types
and great differences in quality. Blackwater and Liberty seem to have more
smaller farms, Tower Tevels of capitalization, and landscapes in Liberty are
not as well maintained as elsewhere. Smaller, more traditional houses are
seen in Liberty and Blackwater, many being vacant in Liberty.

Eimwood has obviously adapted many of its older structures to modern
technology and functions. The best modern outbuildings reside in Marshall
township and in appearance the outbuildings in Salt Pond and Elmwood
complement one another while Salt Pond and Blackwater appear of similar
construction.

Blackwater and Liberty have numerous small farms hidden in the timbered
breaks. Farmers have utilized school and church buildings for agriculture
more than in the other three townships. It seems that in these two townships,
landowners have built and used a number of workshops as cottage industries,
perhaps as a result of potential work related to twentieth century transportation
routes, especially highways 65 and 40. The broken Blackwater Valley country
has resulted in poor roads, especially in Liberty. In Liberty, folk adaptions

of trailers evolving into houses is more common than in either Eimwood or Salt



Pond. The prevalence of trailer-house types in Marshall and Blackwater
lies somewhere between the occurance in Liberty and the two Southwest
townships.

Salt Pond and Elmwood have less mirror-image double pen housing then the
other three. Marshall has some superb commercial agriculture barns and
probably the best single examples in the five townships. However, the general
high quality of barns throughout Salt Pond and Elmwood is striking. The high
level of quality in workmanship is apparently attributable to Missouri-German
farmers. Salt Pond and Elmwood 1andscapes'are generally less cluttered and
more orderiy than the general appearances in the other three, although very well

maintained Tandscapes appear in all areas.

The city of Blackburn was
laid out in 1879 by F. H. Black-
burn and P. H. Rea of Marshall
following the completion of the
Chicago and Alton railroad.
The city was given the name of
Blackburn by Mrs. Lydia A.
Blackburn, who, with her hus-
band, F. H. Blackburn, came
to this vicinity in the year of
1868.

At that time there were a few
scattered homes in the area
known as Quality Ridge.

Saline county is perhaps more
indebted to Mr. Blackburn for
improved stock, horses and cat-
tfle than to any other one man.
He was greatly instrumental in
bringing the railroad -through
here as there was some thought
of it going further south.

Mr. and Mrs. George Liter,
who were married in 1878, bride
and groom of three weeks, cha-
peroned about two dozen of the
young folk on all day trip from
Blackburn to Mount Leonard
and back on the first run of the
Chicago and Alton train Missou-
ri. That information was taken
from a clipping in a scrapbook
of the late Mrs. A. L. Washburn.

First Store In 1879

In the spring of 1879 George
A. Alkire opened the first gener-
al merchandise store. In 1881
other places of business were
Trent & Palmer, Dry Goods
and Clothing, and Thomas C.
Maupin, Hardware & Imple-
ment store. The H. C. Spencer
Drug Store came in 1880. Other
businesses were Catron Broth-
ers Lumber yard, J. H. Handley
Livery stable, A. Tilton Beef
market and City Hotel; M. M.
Biven, barber shop and a first
class news depot.

J. H. Handley was the first
mayor of the town. He also oper-
ated a daily hack to Waverly
and Brownsville, now Swee't
Springs.

I can find no record of who
served as mayor for the first 20
years besides the one mention-
ed, but the following are those
who served since 1899 as mayor
or chairman:

A progressive and honored citizen of Elmwood township, Saline county,
is William L. Hancock, a native of Todd county, Kentucky, where he was
born June 28, 1832, and his long, useful and exemplary life has been spent
in such a manner as to be of more than passing service to others, for he is
a man who delights in aiding his neighbors while advancing his own inter-
ests. He is the son of John and Iilizabeth (White) Hancock, both natives of
Virginia, in which state the father died, the mother dying in St. Louis, Mis-
souri, with cholera when that dread scourge devastated sections of the
Middle West a half century ago. She was an earnest Christian woman and
a great church worker. Her husband was a strong Southern sympathizer.
The subject’s mother was born in Hanover county, Virginia. To her and
John Hancock five children were born, namely: Thomas W., a minister
living in Missouri, having preached over this section of the state many years
and was a power for good; Elizabeth is deceased; John M. died in California
in 1908; Sarah died in California; William L., of this review, being the
youngest. The mother of these children was twice married, her second hus-
band being Robert Greene, by whom she became the mother of two children,
Robert, who lives in Arizona, and Fla, the wife of John Byrd, living in
Kansas.

Losing his father when but a child, William L. Hancock was reared on
a farm by an uncle until about fifteen vears of age. He earned money to
pay for a limited education in primitive schools during his early youth while

working as a farm hand. Later he learned the blacksmith's trade and con-
ducted a shop in Kentucky. He came to Missouri in 18553, locating in Sweet
Springs. huving eighty acres of land, which he farmed until after the €ivi]
war. In 1860 he came to his present farm of six hundred and forty ac

in Elmwood township and he has prospered here by reason of his good may-
agement and close application to his individual affairs. IHe has greatly im-
proved all his farm, making it one of the model farms of the tu\\'n.\'hip: He
has a fine old home, large, attractive and comfortable, and commodious and
substantial barns and other buildings; his place is nearly all under cultiva-
tion or m pasture, though it was all wild prairie when he honght it.

Mr. Hancock was married in Logan county, Kentucky, in 1834 to
Nancy [ane Daniels, a native of that county and the daughter of Andrew
and Mary (Hines) Daniels, both natives of Virginia, hut carly settlers of
Logan county, Kentucky; they were of English extraction and descendants
of ancient nobility, Senator Daniels, of Virginia, a national figure in poli-
tics, is a cousin of Mrs. Hancock. To the subject and wife thirteen children
were born, of whom nine are living, named as follows: Mary Olive, wife
of Taylor Entrekin, living in Blackburn, Saline county, and she is the
mother of five children, Frank, Nannie, who died at the age of twenty-two
vears, Alice, Will and David ; David Hancock, a ranchman in Nebraska, mar-
ried Hettie Scott and they have two chiidren, Nancy and David, Jr.; Elizabeth
Hancock is the wife of L. W. Scott, living in Marshall, Missouri; Alice is
the wife of Robert Pierce and the mother of one child, Olive; Frances is
the wife of James Sparks, living in Marshall also, and they have one child,
Leta Elizaheth; Larkin, Leta, William and Archie P. all live at home,

Mr. Hancock and his sons are known throughout this part of the state
for the fine horses which they keep, being enthusiastic horse fanciers, and
they breed some of the best track horses in Missouri, their stock being known
to horsemen throughout the Middle West: they sell at high figures and are
in great demand. The sons, Larkin and Archie Hancock, devote their time
and attention to track horses and racers and road horses, owning some of
the best horses in the state, among which are “Russell Hardin” and “Profes-
sor Nelson,” “Tommy B.,” a colt of “Russell Hardin,” the colt holding the
state record of 2:12%4. He is now (1909) three vears old. “Russell Har-
din” and his colts took premiums over all competitors at the Missouri State
Fair held in Sedalia in 1909. “Lady Jane” is a three-year-old and has taken
some of the hest races in the United States, never losing a race and broke
only twice in the past season, All these animals are greatly admired by all
who see them and they have brought money and notoriety to their owners,
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William L. Hancock was in the Confederate army, having enlisted in
Colonel Robertson’s regiment at Grand [ass, Saline county, Missouri. After
some service in this state he and his comrades were captured by Jeff Davis, a
Federal officer, and were taken to St. Louis and imprisoned in McDowell's
College, which was then used as a prison. He escaped from the prison by
pretending that he was William S. Hancock, of Greene county, Missouri,
who was to be taken out for the hospital. He then returned home and took
no further part in the war. [Ile tells many interesting stories of those stir-
ring times—in fact, i1s a most mteresting conversationalist on any theme,
for he is well read and has been an observing man.  He has always been an
admirer of good horse flesh as well as an enthusiastic dog fancier.  \While
making the long and tedious overland trip from Kentucky to Missouri in
1855 he lost his favorite and most valuable hound and spent an entive day
looking for him without result. \While reflecting over the time lost and the
fact that he had no money, a family to support and emigrating to a new and
unknown country, he made a resolution that he would smother his ambi-
tions for the ownership of dogs until he had a home for his wife and chil-
dren. In after years he imported from Kentucky some of the finest hounds
ever brought to Saline county, and for several years thereafter he mdulged
to his heart’s content in chasing the fox, heing one of the best known experts
in this respect in the county. Ie is a strong Democrat and a great party
worker, but he has never held any public office.  His activity in politics for
the welfare of his friends is proverbial and there are few in Saline county
who have wielded a greater influence in the ranks of the Democratic party
or who have been a more worthy foe of the opposition. He and his family
are members of the Christian church at Blackburn, western border of Saline
county. He is a progressive and scientific farmer and stockman and one of
the most influential men of Saline county.

, In 1825 Henry Lewis acquired the land where the tavern/house now sits. Washington Lewis
and his two brothers came from Virginia to this spot ca. 1830 with their slaves and household
goods. When the first expeditions along the Santa Fe Trail headed west, the Trail itself
followed a route from Boonslick, across the river at Arrow Rock, and then headed west using
the old Osage Trace in a direct line to (and through) what is now Grand Pass, MO. This route.
was followed until 1839 when the trail changed in order to go -through the new county seat of
Marshall. ’ ’
~ The structure was built by the Lewis family not only for their quarters but when trade
began along the Trail, it became a tdavern and stage stop for both goods and people using the
Trail. 1It.also contained one of the first post offices in central Missouri right there in
the tavern. Travelers could not only eat and pass the time there but could actually spend
the night on the upstairs floor. Later, a Dr. Thos. A. Yancey established his office in the
upstairs section. . o :
After the Civil War, the building reverted to its role as house. Only four people have
. owned the house since that time, the Summers since 1945. The old house never lost its
history but changed some of its aspects as-a reult. A modern kitchen took-the place of the
common dining room but the upstairs was still used as sleeping quarters -- now for children
instead of travelers. - :

Hemp became an important source of
income to the early settlers of Saline County, being the #1 hemp producing county in the stal. .
of 1850. Like most intensive agriculture of the period, hemp was in the hands of wealthier
farmers not only because of the need for original capital but also because hemp, Tike
tobacco, is a labor intensive product. This latter reason is the reason for having and .
keeping a Targe number of slaves.

This entire complex is significant because few examples of" hemp -related structures
have been left in the county and fewer still in this area of the county. It is also strikin¢
that so many slave-related bu11d1ngs are extant and have gone-through various adaptat1ons
as has the house. ,

Although not unusual in style or architecture to this area, the Robinson farm has retainec
all the parts of a working farm--its additions through the ages, yet with few changes.
