43. HISTORY AND S'GN"'C"‘CE' Built 1894 as residence of Robert "Bud" Lewallen, sold 1906 to
county judge James Holliday. The Hollidays took advantage of the building's location on
original town crossroads and began serving meals there. Late in 1911 the building sold
to a Mr. & Mrs. Lodan who turned it into a combined hotel and restaurant, then sold it in :
1915 to W.S. Hinman. It continued operating into the Depression, catering to locals, $
businessmen, and railroad crews as well as tourists. It was subsequently operated as a g
boarding house and rental property. After years of vacancy and neglect it was purchased 3
by the Hollister Chamber of Commerce in 1985 and restored.
